MAYOR PINGREE?’S PLAN.

Its BDest Phase, He Says, Is Its Ed-
ucational Charaecter,

Mayor Pingre, of Detroit, the origi-
nator of the famous potato-preventive
of poverty, was in Minneapolis yester-
day. He, with his family, is the guest
of Maj. C. B. Heffelfinger, coming West
via the Great Lakss. In speaking of
his pet plan, Mayer Pingrea said that
the best phase of the work was its
educational character. It teaches peo-
ple self-dependence and shows them
what they can do with a small piece of
ground. The tendency for the past
twenty or thirty years has been to
vastly overcrowd the cities. What is
now n:eded is education in the ad-
vantages of life on small farms.

There are now in Detroit about 1,600
people tilling the soil. The usual ex-
penditure for the care of the poor has
been about §150,000 a year., The council
appropriation for the potato work was
only $5,000. The mayor gives these
figures as proof that the potato plan
is the cheapest way of helping the
poor, and at the same time does not
make paupers of them. The mayor
also has a new plan for the establish-

| ment of permanent agricultural parks

as a part of the park system of cities.
He is very enthusiastic over this feat-
ure and enlarges on its details in a
very interesting manner.

HARVEST HANDS WANTED.
The City Employment

Doing nn Rushing DBusiness.

Another lively day was put in
vesterday by the chief mogul of the
city’s employment bureau, Secretary
Frank Forbes. Over 150 persons ap-
plied for transportation to the
Northwestern harvest fields, and
about twenty-five were furnished
with transportation. The total num-
ber sent out by the city under the
agreement with the railroads is
eighty-two persons.Secretary Forbes
received during the day a request for
railroad men to go to Gladstone,
Mich., and Albert Lea, Minn. Twen-
ty-five employes were wanted at each
place, and wages of $1.25 per day
were offered. Secretary Forbes at-
tempted to induce many of the un-
employed to accept this offer, but the
impression prevails that harvest
hands will receive better pay and no
one would accept it. Accordingly, the
faith of the promoters of the em-
ployment bureau in the desire of
some of those inquiring to secure
work is somewhat shaken, and it
was more difficult to secure half-
fare tickets yesterday than on Mon-
day.

SAVES THEM MONEY,

Association Gets the
Best of It.

Judge Canty filled the hearts of the
Hennepin County Catholic Building
and Loan association officials with joy
when he made his decision in the
famous McDonough case, reversing the
decision of the lower court. Had the
supreme court upheld the finding of
the lower court the association would
have been out just $60,000. The case
has been carefully watched by other
similar institutions, because the up-
holding of the previous verdict would
have meant that a principal source of
revenue would be cut off from them.

The actien was originally begun Imn
the district court in 1894, The plaintiff
held fifteen shares in the association,
and he commenced the suit for the pur-

paid $3,000. Judge Jamison found for
the plaintiff, holding that when a mem-
ber’s dues amoufit to a sum actually
borrowed from the association, the
loan was paid, and he could not be
called upon to pay the premium in ad-
dition.

KENOSHA, Wis., July 16.—Seven-
ty men in the employ of the Chi-
cago Brass company struck this
morning for an advance in pay.

SOFIA, July 16.—The condition of
ex-Premier Stambuloff this evening
was such as to give slight hopes
that he may yet recover from his
wounds, though at 1 o'clock in the
afternoon his case was pronounced
to be hopeless.
