What, club is entitled to claim the
championship of Minnesota and of the
Northwest in amateur base ball?
Within a week it has been claimed by
tha Picketts, Brainerds, Chaskas, St.
Peters and the Northern Pacific rail-
way nine, and those interested in
amateur sports would appreciate an
opinion by the Globe, on the sub-
ject.

The St. Peter and Northern Pacific
clubs have no grounds whatever on
which to base their claim. The Chas-
kas beat the Picketts- in St. Paul after
the latter had been defeated at Brain-
erd, by a score of 7 to 6. The Brainerd
club claimed and held the champion-
ship of the state and Northwest for
several seasons, until June 21 and 22
of this year, when they were beaten by
the Spaldings, of St. Paul, by scores
of 8 to 7, and 10 to 7, on tha Brainerd
grounds.

The Spaldings were defeated by the
Hammond, Wis., club in July 13, by a
score of 12 to 9.

Prom this it would appear that the
Spaldings hold .the state championship,
and the Hammond club that of the
Northwest. A decision on this sub-
ject will enlighten ambitious amateur
clubs as to whom, to challenge for
championship honors.

A "FAN."

After all, the amateur championship
of St. Paul and the Northwest has
not; been satisfactorily determined, nor
can it be until the close of the present
season. Assuming that "A Fan's"
figures and dates are correct— cvi-
dently he knows what he is talking
about— there is still

NO CHAMPION CLUB
and there cannot be until the teams
claiming it have decided the question
by the old amateur rule of the best
two games in three. The best way to
determine this is for the five teams
claiming the championship to prompt-
ly arrange a series of games to be
played alternately on their own
grounds, and the clubs winning the
best two in three from each of the
others to bo entitled to championship
honors. If two or more clubs are tied
at the close of the season, the tie can
easily be played off and the question
settled to the satisfaction of all con-
cerned.

None of the teams mentioned have
beaten any of the others two out of
three games, and until that is ac-
complished there can be no champion.
The Picketts. have long been regarded
as the champions of St. Paul, but their
claim is no stronger, apparently, than
that of any of the others. Arrange
a series and play the games and there
then can be no question as to which
team is at the head. Brainerd, the
Chaskas, the Picketts, the St. Peters,
the Hammonds and tSie '.Spaldings
have all shown a willingness to play
and the Northern Pacific team will
deuhtlcss joinwith the others if a ser-
ies is to be arranged. Until then, let
the. station of champion of the North-
west, or champion of St. Paul, remain
open. That is the only fair and reas-

'\u25a0 onable way.

This year he has been managing the
Dubuque base ball team in the lowa
State league and has refused several
offers of jobs on the umpire staff.

A RECEIVER IS ASKED FOR

BY A" DAUGHTER OF JOHN SM-
OTHER RELATIVES MINED

r UP IN IT.

CASH IS BEING SQUANDERED

Is the Basis ot Their Charge
Against the Various Offi-

cers.

The Minneapolis Base Ball asso-
ciation's internal dissensions, which
have been common gossip among the
local base ball lovers in Minneapolis
for some time, have at last become
of formal record in the Hennepin
county courts.

Judge Smith yesterday filed an or-
der requiring President Robert Mar-
tin, Treasurer Thomas Murphy and
Secretary J. W. Flynn to show cause
why a receiver should not be ap-
pointed for the association. The or-
der is returnable July 27, a week
from tomorrow, at special term, and
is issued at the request of Rosa E.
Barnes, daughter of Manager John
S. Barnes, through her attorney,
Robert L. Penney.

The petition for a receiver is a
long one, and states the difficulties
of the association, viewed from the
Barnes standpoint, at some length.
Miss Barnes declares that she is the
holder of $1,800 worth of the capital
stock of the. base ball association
of Minneapolis, which is depreciating
in value on account of the gross mis-
management of the president, sec-
retary and treasurer. Said Mr. Pen-
ney last night:

"The petition states that the pres-
ident, Martin, has been misappro-
priating the moneys of the club, and
squandering the same in riotous liv-
ing, while Treasurer Murphy has
been suspended by the president of
the Western Base Ball league and
under the rules and regulations of
that league is debarred from fur-
ther acting as treasurer, although he
refuses to recognize the suspension
and still acts as treasurer of the
club."

"Miss Barnes further states that
the association is doing a profitable
business and if it was properly m im-aged and the moneys properly cared
for, it would pay the stockholders alarge diviuned, but on account of the
failure of the officers to properly han-
dle the money, not only will the asso-
ciation be unable to pay a div* . nd,
but is in great danger of destroying
the value cf her stock.'

"Judge Smith's order is accompanied
by a temporary restraining' order, re-
straining the treasurer and president
from using any of the moneys held, or
to be received by the club for any
other purpose, than the legitimate ex-
penditure of the association, pending
the hearing on the order to show cause.
This will not affect the treasurer as far
as receiving the money of the club is
concerned, as some one must receive
the money %until the receiver is ap-

: pointed." .. ' :

"The petition also sets forth that
Miss Barnes brings this action for the
protection- of herself and such other of
the stockholders as may desire to join
•with her."

Yesterday was, in fact, a pretty lively
day for such of the base ball officials
as are in the city, those being Treas-
urer Murphy and Secretary Flynn.
The papers in the action above related
were served on Mr. Flynn last even-
ing, and during the day another suit
was brought by a different attorney,
in the name of Noah E. Barnes, a
brother of Manager John S. Barnes,
residing in England. Noah says that
in April last John S. Barnes entered
into a contract with the base ball as-
sociation of Minneapolis to manage its
business affairs for a consideration of
$2,500 a year. Noah further says that
John S. assigned his claim against, the
association to the plaintiff for 51,800
in hand paid, and Noah now brings
suit for the amount of the original
contract, or more strictly speaking.for
the sum of $2,000 which John S. repre-
sented to him would be due on June 26.

The Irish-American bank, in which
Treasurer Murphy deposits the funds
of the association, is named as garni-
shee. This leaves the association in a
dilemma, it would seem. The custom
among traveling ball teams is that the
expenses of the players are paid while
on the trip, but their salaries are paid
on the return. Salary days, customar-
ily, are fortnightly, but if the stated
day comes while the club is away from
home, then it is deferred until the first
or second day after the return to the
home city. This is the custom, but
with all sorts of suits hanging over
the local association the players may
well look up their affairs when they
come this morning. Judge Smith's or-
der will allow the payment of salaries
without any question, but the garnish-
ment of the funds in the bank creates
a complication. Treasurer Murphy,
when asked last night if the players
would receive their salaries today, re-
plied: "Certainly they will. They al-
ways have received . their money
promptly when the club is on the home
grounds, and have never had to wait
at all. There is no reason, why. they
should not get it now. The books of

.the association are perfectly straight

' and show every cent of the ' expendi-
tures, regardless of any misappropria-

i tion charges. There are no. important
j liabilities except the two weeks' back
j salary to the players, which was due
,on the 15th. No club in the country,
however, pays salaries while on a trip,
and the salaries will be paid as usual
