CHICAGO, Aug. The rumors of
gold exports scared the hulls today and
all board of trade maikets closed low-
er. Wheat closed at a decline of l^cper bushel; corn lost lc, cats %c, pork
35c per barrel, lard sc, and ribs 7%Cper 100 pounds. A night's considera-
tion of the existing conditions of the
wheat market once more caused a re-
versal of general sentiment. Some few,
who had interpreted the surroundings
differently from the general crowd, bid
from % to %c per bushel oyer the clos-
ing price of the day before, but they
were immediately overwhelmed with
offerings, and in consequence those
who wished to buy wheat and waited
fifteen minutes got all they wanted at
6S%c. The opening quotations for Sep-
temberwere 70c and 69%c, against 69% c
at the close of yesterday. The early
dispatches from New York had for .
their most prominent feature the re- 'port that $1,500,000 geld would lie
shipped from there tomorrow; there
was nothing else in the early tele-
graphic news to account for the great
change in publics, opinion, but that was
enough to deepen the distrust with
which the traders came prepared. The
depression deepened still further as the
forenoon waned, until 12 o'clock Sep-
tember wheat was down to 68%c. The
Chicago inspection showed 52 carloads
of new wheat received, and only 3 of
them up to the contract grade stand-
ard. A year ago receipts here were 583
cars, of which 493 were of the contract
quality. The" total receipts at primary
Western markets were 307,000 bushels,
against 871,000 bushels a year ago. The
one disturbing feature of the statisti-
cal showing was as before the exports.
From the four principal Atlantic ports
the exports for twenty-four hours com-
prised only 19,000 bushels of wheat and
3,000 barrels of flour. The stocks of
wheat at Mineapoiis have decreased
1,200,000 bushels this week, and at Du-
luth 150,000 bushels, according to ad-
vices from there, and notwithstanding
the almost complete stoppage of the
export trade, another substantial de-
crease in the visible seems assured.
The freight markets were firm at the
opening. Liverpool quoted %d advance,
Berlin % mark gain and Paris was
ouoted only a small fraction lower than
it closed yesterday, and had turned
that into an advance at the close. The
reason for the upturn at Paris during
the day was on account of rainy
weather in France where the harvest
is in progress. In the afternoon there
was a tendency to recovery from 68ysc.
Near the close the price was holding
firm around 68%c. The firmness of the
foreign markets and the taking of a
few more loads of red wheat at Balti-
more and spring wheat at Duluth tend-
ed to give the market here tha appear-
ance of firmness it was exhibiting after
considerable break. The closing quo-
tation for September was 68%@68%c.

Corn weakened in the afternoon, after
a very firm start at an advance of %c
over yesterday's closing quotation for
September. The opening trades were
at 44c in a few cases, but there were
very few sellers at that, lt dropped
gradually at first, but later the decline-
became rapid until the price was down
to 42% c; it then recovered to 42%c, at

which price it closed. The opening of
May was at 35% cand it declined to
34%cand closed at 35@35%c. The day's
receipts were 314 cars and for tomorrow.
415 are the estimated arrivals. The
cash demand was perceptibly reduced.
and as that has been the principal oft-
set to the fairly good receipts, the
weakness was doubtless due in large
part to the change. ;
