DELAY WILL NOT BE LONG.

Kick on Sunday Shows nt Como,

nnd Also on the Musicians

'i/i- Hired at the Park.7^> ;-

-There will be another delay in the
proceedings for acquiring Phalen
park, but neither the board of pub-

lic works nor the interested property

owners will be responsible for it. The
park board is the cause of it. The
delay will not be excessively long.

After due consideration of the mat-
ter the park board concluded that

the property consisting of ninety-six

acres on the west shore of Lake
Phalen, which it ordered the board
ofypublic works to condemn and
concerning the value of which so
much conflicting testimony has been
received, would not fully answer the
purpose, in that it left a space be-
tween portions of the park only 100
feet wide. Furthermore, more land
is needed for the boulevard that is
to encircle the lake. Consequently,
at its meeting last night the park
board passed a resolution rescinding
the resolution of last February
which directed the board of public
works to condemn lots 3, 4 and 5,
comprising the ninety-six acres, and
annulling all proceedings heretofore
had. The secretary was instructed
to notify the board of public works
of the action of the park board.

Commissioner Aberle then introduced
a preliminary resolution looking
towards the condemnation of seven-
teen acres of land adjoining lot 5, and
directly west of it. The additional
piece is triangular in shape and fits
in between lots 4 and 5, thereby great-
ly increasing the area of the park, as

•under the former condemnation lots
4 and 5 were connected by a narrow
strip of land not more than 100 feet
in width. The resolution also Includes
besides the original ninety -six acres
and the seventeen acres described,
land on the east shore of the lake,
which is desired for boulevard pur-
poses. The preliminary resolution
merely instructs the city engineer to
make a survey of the additional land
and prepare two plats of the 3ame to
be submitted to the board.

In order to expedite the proceedings,
the board decided to meet next Fri-
day night at 8 o'clock, when, it is
likely, further steps will be taken.

While the action of the board will
necessitate going through the same
proceedings before the board of public
works as those already had there, it
is not believed that further testi-
mony will be introduced as to the
value of the original ninety-six acres.

. TWO PROTESTS. " .
The time of the beard was occupied

during the first half hour of the ses-
. sion by Deacon Wilson and Senator
McMillan/ who called *to inform the
board that they did not approve of the
variety shows provided by the street
railway company to entertain the
masses at Como park on Sunday. Pres-
ident Wheelock said that he did not
exactly approve of them as entertain-
ments suitable for a public, though he

j was of the opinion that the masses
would visit the park in any event,. In-
asmuch as by its contract with the
street railway company, the park
board has reserved the right to abol-
ish any objectionable features, the
beard referred the matter to Supt.
Nussbaumer.

George Seibert Sr. dropped in late in
the eVening and while not making a
formal complaint, informed the board
that the street railway company
seemed to be discriminating against
St. Paul musicians in the matter of
employing them at Como park. Since
June 1 Mr. Seibert's orchestra had
been employed at Como only two
weeks, while Minneapolis musical or-
ganiations had teen employed there
five weeks, and a Chicago orchestra
one week. Mr. Seibert's statement
drew forth the following resolution
from Commissioner Aberle:

"Complaint having been made that
the Twin City Rapid Transit company
has not given a proper share of em-
ployment to St. Paul musicians, re-
solved, that the Twin City Rapid
Transit company be requested to pay
due attention to that clause of its con-
tract with the park board requiring
thorn to give the preference to St,
Paul musicians.".

The resolution was adopted. :
Supt. Nussbaumer was by resolu-

tion granted two weeks' leave of ab-
sence in order to afford him an oppor-
tunity to inspect parks in other cities
and thereby acquire information to aid
him in improving and decorating St.
Paul parks. Mr. Nussbaumer's ex-
penses will be paid by the park board.

Would McDonald run
up town a few blocks with him and
meet the expressman. McDonald

would. Opposite the Ryan on Sixth
street the expressman was met and ex-
plained that the goods were on . their
way down, that he had become re-
sponsible for the storage, charges had
not been paid and that he would like
the money at once. Mr. Patterson
tendered a check, which was refused.
Then he turned to McDonald and of-
fered another check in his own favor
for $800, and asked the loan of some
money on it. He stated no exact sum
and the philanthropic McDonald at
once handed over $70, all the money he
had except $5. The alleged express-
man (Tom Jackson,) took the money,
said that he had to go up stairs for a
receipt and accompanied by Patterson
climbed jauntily up an alley stairway
and disappeared. At once the lonely
and Impoverished blacksmith con-
ceived a doubt. He chased up the
stairs and down into an alley on the
further side, but he is still searching
for Air. Patterson and his warehouse-
man.

The police state that Tom Jackson
alias Tom Hyan, is an old confederate
of noted confidence men. Jackson is
filled with buckshot received ten years

| ago in an affray which resulted in the
' death of Chief of Police McDade, of
Peoria, 111. He is also presumed to be
the principal in an attempt made a few
days ago to defraud a farmer at Albert
Lea, of $5,000. Nichols is a somewhat
less famous confidence man with a
more commonplace history.

LAWYER MUNN FINDS BACKING.

Street Railway Company's . Objec-
tion to the Asphalt—Contract

tor West Fifth.

History repeated itself yesterday
at the session of the assembly com-
mittee on streets. The principal mat-
ter before the committee was thefinal order, passed by the board of
aldermen, for the paving of Wa-basha street with asphalt from curb
to curb from Third street to Col-
lege avenue. As in the case of the
final order to pave Seventh street in
the same manner, the street rail-
way company entered its protest
against being compelled to pave be-
tween its tracks and rails with as-
phalt. Further opposition to the
passing of the final order proceeded
from within the committee itself, for
Messrs. Van Slyke and Robb both
favored a brick pavement on Waba-
sha, or, failing to secure that, then !a modification of the final order pro-
viding for a brick pavement be-
tween the rails and ; tracks. But
it happened that there were threemore members of the committee
present — Chairman Arosin and
Messrs. Lewis and Strouse — who
voted to recommend the passage of
the final order for asphalt from
curb to curb, inasmuch as a peti-
tion signed by a majority of the
property owners on Wabasha street
called for asphalt from curb to curb.

When the committee came to or-
der in the council chamber, there
were present eight or ten property
owners on Wabasha street, as. well
as lessees of property on this street,
including Mr. Michaud, of Michaud
Brothers, and Mr. Evans, of Schune-
man & Evans. Property owners
not present were represented by
William P. Murray, Patrick Kav-
anagh and others, whom they had
deputed to speak for them. M. D.
Munn represented the street railway
company. At the opening of the
session 7.7-2.^;.

MR. MUNN SAID:
"Experience has shown that asphalt-

paving between the rails and tracks
of an electric street car line is not ad- : -
visable. This has been demonstrated !
in cities in which the system has been'" ;
in effect for three or four years. All5 J
I can say now. Is that the city railway1 '
company seriously pretests against
putting asphalt between Its rails and -tracks, and especially en Wabasha"
street. Every street car ha the city
except the cable car 3and those on'
the Maria avenue line passes over the
Wabasha tracks between the points
named ln this final order. In case
asphalt should be put in we would-
have to relay it every five years in""
order to gain \u25a0 access- to our wires,
whereas, we • could remove a brick
pavement between our rails and track's-
without . destroying the pavement.
Brick is better than asphalt between 1

the tracks and rails and there is no
.valid reason why It should not be
used." '-. '

After Mr. Munn had finished speak-
ing, Chairman Arosin proceeded to
read the

PETITION FOR ASPHALT

and the names of the signers. Of the
4,790 feet of frontage between Third
street and College avenue, a distance
of 2,395 feet, owners of 2,649 feet of
frontage, and lessees of 425 feet more,
making 3,074 feet of frontage out of
the 4,790, signed the petition.

Mr. Munn contended, however, that
as the street railway company would
have to pay for one-half of the pave-
ment It was entitled to some con-
sideration.

Mr. Van Slyke then made a speech In
favor of an all brick pavement. He
instanced the case of the asphalt
pavement -on Seventh street, which he
considered a great mistake because of
the impossibility of keeping it free of
fine dust and dirt. The dust could not
be kept down, said Mr. Van Slyke,
without constant flooding. He called
upon Mr. Arosin, whose place of busi-
ness is on Seventh street, to verify the
statement that the asphalt pavement
was a detriment to . Seventh street.
Mr. Van Slyke concluded with an argu-
ment in favor of a vitrified brick pave-
ment which he considered more orna-
mental and more suitable for a busi-
ness street.

Mr. Arosin did not indorse Mr. Van
Slyke's remarks concerning the Sev-
enth street pavement. On the contrary
he said that the asphalt Is satisfac-
tory if it can be kept clean, and he
believed a method of washing would
soon be provided that would lay the
dust and dirt

"AGIN" THE BRICKS.
Mr. Kavanagh called Mr. Van Slyke's

attention to the failure of the brick
pavement on Virginia avenue, which,
he said, people would, drive three
blocks out of the way to avoid riding

over.
After more miscellaneous talk and

the exchange of a few bits of choice
and peppery repartee between Mr.
Murray and Mr. Munn, Mr. Van
Slyke moved that the final order be
amended so as to provide for a brick
pavement between the tracks.

Mr. Robb seconded the motion, but
when the chairman put Mr. Van-
Slyke's motion, he and Mr. Robb were
alone in their affirmative votes and
the motion was lost.

Mr. Lewis then moved that the com-
mittee recommend the final order to
pass, first because the petition showed
that a majority of the property owners
want an asphalt pavement on Waba-
sha street from curb to curb, and sec-:
ondly In order to avoid the delay that*
any change might occasion. . This
motion prevailed by a vote of 3 to 1,
Mr. Van Slyke declining to vote Mr. .
Robb said that he voted "No" be- 1
cause the street cars were so thick on
Wabasha street that the company, in
his opinion, ought to have a show.

The final order will go before the
assembly next Thursday evening at
the adjourned meeting.and ifthere are
eight members present, it will doubt-
less secure the necessary six votes.

The committee also recommended for
passage Mr. Van Slyke's ordinance
prohibiting the erection of any build-
ing to a height in excess of the width
of the street upon which said bulding
fronts.' ;- ':"; : .

Commissioner Powers Sends a
',' j Circular to School Officers. -
! A' circular letter was issued yester-
day by Labor Commissioner Powers,
addressed to school superintendents
and other public school officers of the
state, calling attention to the provis-
ions of the statute regulating the em-
ployment of child labor and the re-
quirements as to the enforcement of
the law in that regard. It appears
that with the revival of business and
the renewal of Industrial activity there
has been a disposition in some quar-
ters to evade or disregard the law
prohibiting the employment of child
labor within certain -limits, and the
labor commissioner is resolved that
these abuses shall be corrected. The
law providing for school attendance
of children under sixteen years of age
Is also cited by Mr. Powers ln this con-
nection in addition to the child labor
statutes in order that the proper offi-
cers may cause both statutes to be
operated in harmony.

INTEREST IN DAIRYING.

Indications That It Is Becoming
Widespread.

Assistant Commissioner Graham, of
the state dairy and food commission,
is in daily receipt of a large amount
of correspondence with reference to
the dairy exhibit at the coming state
fair. He says that interest in the ex-
hibit is very general and there will be
over 200 entries this year, as against
110 in 1594. The facilities for the dairy
exhibit this year will also be much
superior to those of last year. The
dairy hall at the fair grounds has
been undergoing repairs and has been
remodeled and enlarged in order to
supply the necessary room for the in-
creased number of entries.
