‘A radical change has come into
the freight rate situation, at least|
as far as the lake and rail rountes
are concerned. Rates have been bad-
ly demoralized for eome time, owing
10 the cutting and slashing in which
the steamboat lines have indulged.
But henceforth these lines will have
Yo stand the blunt of the cut. Yester-
day a circular was received at the
pffices of the local steamboat agents
announcing the cold fact that, com-
mencing Aug. 1, the trunk lines of
the East will refuse to honor any
reductions in the rates, and will ask |
for their full quota.

This action will throw all the di-
minished receipts upon the shoulders
pf the steamboat lines, and will have
a tendency to force the rates up a
few pegs. Local agents were all in
accord that this result would fol-
low. The low rates, while inducing
business via lake gateways, have not
been of a very profitable character,
when it come to the apportionment.
Baut, in the nature of all things, the
lake season being about half over,
this announcement created no gur-
prise here, as it always comes at
this time of the year, when the bulk
of east-bound freight is out of the
way, and the lines get ready to han-
dle the Western crops. Generally
speaking, the raising of the bars
against further cutting is nothing
more than an effort to establish sta-
ple rates for the grain traffic.

MILLIONS IN IT,

Says E. V. Smalley, in n Lelter to
tlie New York Tribune.
NEW YORK, Aug. 5.—E. V. Small-
ey, in a column letter to the New
York Tribune, says that the nucleus
of the combination that favors con-
solidation of the Northern Pacific
and the Great Northern is the pow-
erful Deutsche Bank of Berlin.
Around this nucleus have rallied a
number of strong New York institu-
tions, as well as all banking forces
that have hitherto supported the
(Great Northern rcad. He says he
1hé‘;n's that there will be a net profit
of $10,000,000 to divide among the
banking houses engaged in the |
scheme if it is carried into effect,and
also -that these houses have agreed
to put into a pool at once $30,000,000
to carry out the project, provided
the lawyers say there is a safe way
of avoiding the statutes of the

Northwestern states.

He also says: *‘‘We find, to our
sgorrow, that Mr. Hill is throwing all |
his great talents and energy into a
scheme for abolishing all competi-
tion in the vast belt of country tra-
versed by his lines and those of his
rival, the Northern Pacific.”

Mr. Smalley refers to three plans
that have been suggested which may
be summed up as ownership of both
companies by a new short line com-
pany, control by a concern like the
North American company, or a
trusteeship to hold a controlling in-
terest in the two systems. He asserts
there will be vigorous opposition to
these or any other plans for evading
the Northwestern statutes.

Some time ago the G1o b e stated that
a large order for additional mogul en-
gines had been placed by the company
in KEastern shops. Two of these loco-
motives have been received and are
now being set up in the local shops.
They will be ready by the time the fall
traffic becomes heavy. <These two loco-
motives came from the Brooks shops at
Dunkirk, N. Y., and are model ma-
chines., They are numbered 361 and 363,
respectively. Fifteen more are in the
course of construction at the same
works and for the same line, while the
Schenectady works are building nine
new engines for use on the IEastern
Minnesota alone.

SO0 CUTS SOME MORE.

Rate of $29 Flat to Boston and
Return.

The Soo line yesterday announced a
flat rate of $29 for the round trip to the
coming Knights Templar conclave at
Boston, which is 50 cenis lower than
any rate given this season. Whether
this road will stop at this or not, is now
a matter of conjecture with opposition
lines. This rate applies to route No. 1,
taking the the traveler via the Soo, Ot-
tawa and Montreal and down the Pas-
sumpsic river into Boston. Of course
other routes are announced, making
five in all. These range in price up to
$39, the latter including a trip home
via New York. This is making it in-
teresting to the strong lines, but in all
the traveling public will have the best
of it.

HOMESEEKERS? EXCURSIONS.

Meeting of the Western Lines Is
Called by Caldwell,

CHICAGO, Aug. 5.—East-bound ship-
ments last week amounted to 43,330
tons, against 41,644 for the preceding
week and 47,783 for the corresponding
week of last year.

Chairman Caldwell, of the Western
Lines Passenger association, has called
a meeting of all the lines in the East-
ern territory of the association to take
action on homeseekers™ excursions for
the summer and eariy fall. The meet-
ing is called at the request of the Illi-
nois Central, which has declared that
it is anxious to run a series of excur-
sions from its territory north of the
Ohio river to points in the South and
Southwest. Other lines have an-
nounced that they are anxious to run
excursions to peints in the Northwest
on account of the heavy crops which
are now or will in a short time begin to
move. Tickets such as are used for
party business will probably be used
for this excursion business.

DULUTH, Minn., Aug. 5.—The North-
ern Pacific railroad will this week
commence putting in envugh tracks at
South Superior to store 46) wheat cars,
or doubl> the number tbat can now
be stored there. Superintendent Wil-
sey has just submitted plans to hecad-
quarters for the improvement of the
Northern Pacific dock property on
Rice's Point, hitherto used for a coal
dock by the Northwestern Fuel coin-
pany. The new dock will cost $10),600
and save many thousands a season in
switching expenses, besides providing
the company with ample facilities for
many years. “I'nis move shows that
nearly 2li the coal docks must within
a few years leave this side of th2 bay.

Advance to Laborers,

Orders have been issued to Assist®nt
Division Roadmaster Clarity, of the
Great Northern, who has charge of a
large crew of men, engaged in surfac-
ing work on the Princeton line, to ad-
vance the wages of the men under his
charge from $1.25 to $1.50 per day. There
has been no difficulty in the matter,
and as far as can be learned, the ad-
vance was granted voluntarily from
headquarters.

The Milwaukee May Extend.

FARGO, N. D., Aug. 5.—The presi-
dent’'s special, containing officials of
the Milwaukee road, will reach Fargo
tomorrow. They have decided to put
on a daily passenger train service be-
tween here and Montevideo, Minn.,
and efforts are being made to have
their line extended to Mayville, N. D.

HARMONY IN CONVENTION

WILL NOT BE OF THE KIND
~ WHICH SHUTS OUT INDI-
VIDUAL OFPINION.

SOUND MONEY SENTIMENT

Steadily Gaining Ground in the
South and
West,

MASON CITY, Io., Aug. 5.—Col. J.
H. McConlongue, who two years ago
was the Democratic candidate for
secretary of state, in an interview re-
garding the state convention of his
party, which is to be held at Mar-
shalltown next Wednesday, said:

“The coming Democratic state con-
vention will, in many resnects, be a
notable gathering. I look for it to bhe
the largest convention ever held by
the party in the state. Every county
will send its delegation and every del-
egate will be on hand and interested
in the deliberations of the convention,
- The reason is this: The Democrats of
Iown~ have fully realized that under
the wise and honest administration of
President Cleveland renewed life in
every industry is clearly manifest, con-
fidence has been restored and the busi-
ness of the country in every avenue of
trade is progressing wonderfully. I
think also the cowardice of the late
Republican convention in deserting the
state issues and showing the white
feather on questions which deeply con-
cern the people is a factor which should
arouse the Democrats to renewed fidel-
ity te the great principles which should
be fought out in this campaign.

“The silver question is undoubtedly
doing its share in stirring up the two
factions in the party on this question.
While a purely state convention should
not be hampered by national questions
which can in no way be settled by the
state, yet a liberal discussion on great
national issues will do no harm. One
thing that is grand about the Demo-
cratic party is, it is not afraid to dis-
cuss all questions whichethe people are
interested in at any time or in any
place. I am not a free silver man, and
may be put down as a very strong be-
liever at this time in the silver-gold
standard as a basis for a monetary
system. All my reading and investiga-
tion has led me to believe that a
double standard is no more practicable
than a triple standard would be. I
know that very many able, honest and
upright Democrats believe otherwise,
and to their credit they are making
themselves felt at this time on the
question. I know many of the Iowa
silver men, and admire them as men
who are meved by the highest and
most upright motives. As I now. look
at the money question, it is a business
proposition. The adhering to the gold
standard as a basis for money or the
adoption of free coinage of both metals
at a ratio of 16 to 1 in noway affects
the underlynig principles of Democ-
racy. The true principle of the party
is to secure the citizen in the natural
rights which his Creator gave him.
The many quetions at this time do
not involve any of these rights.

“As a candidate for governor, J. E.
E. Markley, of this city, would suit me.
He would make a model candidate, and
would give this state a campaign never
equaled before. But he declares that
he will not accept, and I believe him.
Judge Boble is another gcod man, and
he may be nominated. Ve want new
blood. No one seems to be a candi-
date for the position, and the office will
seek the man. The state issues will be
clearly stated in the platform, and the
people will have a chaonce to know
what we will do if they extend the
management of the state government
to the Democratic party.”

ALL FOR SOUND MONEY,

Silver Craze Dying Out in the
South and West.

NEW YORK, Aug. 5.—Th2 Chamber
of Commerce is much encouraged over
?he reports it has received frcm prom-
inent persous in various states as to
the status of public opinion on the
silver question. Within the last fo-t-
night letters were addressed to repre-
sentative men all over the country,
asking for information as to whether
or ngt the free coinage mioavement was
subsiding. Gustav H. Schwab, chair-
man of the committee of the chamber
having the subject m charze, thus
summarizes the reports that have been
received:

The sound money men have thus far
been victorious in every place where a
fair and square issue has been made.
1t is absurd, however, to suppose that
the silverites have given up the battie.
In Penngylvania the craze seems to
have broken out with redoubled en-
ergy. One of the reasons for this is
the fact that Senator Cameron is the
candidate for president on the free sil-
ver platform. In ODhio_the craze is
being vigorously countefacted. An ed-
ucational campaign under the leader-
ship of Senator Brice has been on the
way for some time.

The indications are that the sound-
money men will win in the coming
Democratic convention at Springfield.

The camnaign for sound money in
Georgia, now being conducted with
much intelligence and vigor, promises

to result somewhat similarly to that in
Kentucky.

In Alabama the forces of sourd
money are on the alert and intend to
make a strong fight to down Senator
Pugh in the interests of Gov. Oates,
who is the sound-money champion in
that state in the senatorial canvass.

In Louisiana both the silverites and
anti-silverites are organizing clubs.

In Mississippi the sound money men
are doing good work and say they will
carry the day.

In Missouri the fight is very lively.
The coming convention of the silverites
will turn out to be a fiasco.

The outlook in Indiana, Illinois, Mich-
igan, Towa, Minnesota and Wisconsin
can be summed upn in a few words.
This section is particularly affected by
the free sllver madness, but the pros-
pect for an unprecedented harvest is
a most powerful call for sound money.
If this prospect is realized the silver
craze may be expected to diminish very
sensibly.

WISCONSIN APPORTIONMENT,

Republicans Bound to Have a Spe-
cial Session.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.,, Aug. 5.—There
will be a special session of the Wiscon-
sin legislature. The closest friends of
the administraion say that it has been
determined on.  The special session
will be for the purpose of passing a
new apportionment act in accordance
with the law which provides that the
apportionment shall be made at the
next meeting of the legislature suc-
ceeding the taking of the census. The
leading Republicans are of the opinion
that it is to the best interests of the
people that a new apportionment act
should be passed. The proposition is
being oppcsed in some quarters, as it
is claimed a speclal session will have
the appearance of a gerrymander and
would not redound to the credit of tha
Upham administration. The act of the
last legislature, however, providing for
the reapportionment of ths wards of
Milwaukee, and the consequent ob-
literation of the present boundaries of
the senate and assembly districts of
the city, makes it necessary that
a special session be called for the pur-
pose of defining the districts accord-
ingto the ward boundaries as they will
be reapportioned.

The Cristellos Reach the Pen—
Death of an Old Settier.

The National Prison Association of
the United States will hold its annuai
meeting at Denver, Col., Sept. 14 to i§,
when it is expected a large number
eof prominent prison officials from ali
parts of the country wiil be present
to discuss important penal guestions.
Warden Wolfer is in receipt of the
programme, which includes an aa-
dress by him on ‘‘The-Parole System
in Penitentiaries,” and a paper on
“Barriers Against Crime’ to be deliv~
ered by Rev. J. H. Albert, chaplain or
the Stillwater prison. Denver pecple
are making elaborate preparations for
the entertainment of their guests, in-
cluding trips to the various points of
interest in Colorado.

Sheriff Hanson, of Aitkin county, -ar
rived at the prison yesterday, having
in custody Archangel- and Nicholis
Cristello, who were given life sen-
tences for the murder of Ben Gennette.
The two brothers are hard-looking
characters, and do not seem to realize
their hopeless condition. One of them
is slightly deformed, his face being
unusually wide.

The death of John Karst, a well
known resident of Stillwater, occurred
shortly after midnight yesterday morn.
ing. He had been seriously ill for
some weeks, and his death was ex-
pected at any time. About two years
ago he bhecame affected with an® ail-
ment which necessitated his retire-
ment from business and the best ef-
forts of skiliful physicians and visits
to health resorts failed to give him the
desired relief. Recently a complica-
tion of diseases set in, and the direct
cause of his demise was given as
pneumonia. He was one of the leaa-
ing hardware merchants of this city
and had amassed considerable prop-
erty. Deceased was sixty-three years
of age, and a native of Germany. The
funeral will ba held from St. Michael's
church at 9:30 a. m. today.

The last large consignment of binder
twine for the season of '9% was shippea
from the prison factory yesterday,
making a total sale of 1,612,962 pounds
for the season. There may be a few
small orders to come in yet, but the
bulk of the business is over. The new
machinery purchased by the state has
been in operatien about three months
and during that time 463,726 pounds or
hard-fiber twine was manufactured.
This feat was only made possible by
working overtime, the factory having
run fourteen hours ﬁer day for more
than six weeks. Working overtime has
now been discontinued, but the ma-
chines will be kept going steadily ten
hours per day. Many letters have been
received from farmers in all parts
of the state who have used the twine,
and all commend it highly. A large
amount of the twine was sold for cash
and the remainder is secured by good
paper.

In a little altercation which occurrea
near Centerville a few days ago Rob-
ert Coles took a revolver away from
Thomas Yorks fearing that he was
about to use it, and Yorks had Coles
arrested for the act. In the police
court yesterday he waived examina-
tion and the matter will be looked into
by the grand jury.

WAS SHE JAY GOULD’S WIFE?

“’oman Claims She Married the
. Dead Financier in 1853.

NEW YORK, Aug. 5.—A suit has
bLeen brought against the estate of Jay
Gould by Mrs. John Angell on the
claim that she was his first and only
legal wife.
| It 18 asserted they were married in
Rouses Point, N. Y., in 1853. She was
then Mary Brown. Gould was a young
engineer and the Rev. Dr: Clayton per-
formed the ceremony in the parlor of
his house. Gould at that time was em-
ployed to survey the Ogdensburg &
Lake Champlain raiiroad route. He
was then seventeen years old. The girl
was fifteen,

Mr. Gould had taken no witnesses
along, and when it was necessary to
secure a witness a servant employed by
Dr.. Clayton was called in. This ser-
vant has been found in a small Cana-
dfan town not far from the New York
state border, and according to the
statemént of Mr. Angell is ready to be
produced.

The Rev. Dr. Clayton is alive today,
says Mr. Angell, and he is now living
in Pennsylvania. Several letters have
been received from him, and during the
last few days he has written that he is
making a thorough search among his
papers forhis private memoranda of the
ceremony which he wnen performed.
Althcugh he is an old man, his mem-
ory seems to be perfect, and he has re-
called many little incidents in connec-
tion with this event.

The story of the marriage certificate
is one of the most remarkable in con-
nection with the relation of this extra-
ordinary case. Just at present the fate
of this certificate is a mystery. Mrs.
Angell-says it was destroyed, and this
is corroborated by her nusband, al-
though he did not witness the alleged
destruction.

Mrs. Angell admitted, it is said, dur-
inmg the last week that after the de-
parture of Jay Gould from Rouses
Point she made no effort to communi-
cate with him and followed his career
with but languid interest. The stery
goes on to say Mrs. Angell has a
daughter in the West, the first child
born after this marriage. Mr. Gould,
says Mrs. Angell, left her soon after
the marriage and she never saw or
heard of him agin.

Lawyers in the case say it was a boy-
ish freak. It was nearly ten years aft-
er this that Gould married Miss Ellen
Miller, the mother of the Gould chil-
dren. The lawyers say he probably
thought Mary Brown was dead, and it
is intimated he changed his name from
Jason to Jay to hide his identity.

DEBS SPEAKS FROM PRISON.

TERRE HAUTE, Ind., Aug. 5.—A cir-
cular from President Eugene V. Debs,
of the American Railway union, is be-
ing sent out from headquarters here.
It is addressed to the local unions. In
the introduction President Debs says
the union is growing daily and that all
doubt has been dispelled as to its per-
manent character. Unions that were
believed to have been dead have risen
as if by magic. The taree months’ sen-
tence which the directors are serv-
ing will expire Aug. 22, and that day
they will renew their officlal duties.
The president serves a s/x months’ sen-
tence, which does not expire until Nov.
22, when he will join the rest in the
campaign in the interest of labor.” He
concurs in the recommendation of Mas-
ter Workman Sovereign that Labor day
(Sept. 2), be ““dedicated to a solemn and
mighty protest against the unconstitu-
tiocnal and un-American decision of the
federal courts by virtue of which trial
by jury has been abrogated and civil
liberty bludgeoned to death.” The lat-
ter half of the circular is devoted to
an attack on the old brotherhoods. He
says they are disgraced or dead or
both.
