Gladstone to Make- the Acquaint-
ance of Mr. Crisp Before He

Returns to America.

LONDON, Aug. 12.— of the
most interested spectators of the
opening of the house of commons
today was Charles F. Crisp, ex-
speaker of the United States house
of representatives. Mr. Crisp was
present in the speaker's gallery at
the special invitation of William
Court Gully, who was re-elected
speaker of the commons today. Mr.
Crisp, in conversation with a repre-
sentative of the Associated Press
after the house had adjourned, said:

"Before the house met, Mr. Gully
showed me th*. paintings represent-
ing the former speakers of the house
of commons, and the comments
which he made upon each of them
were most interesting. Mr. Gully
also showed me the statues of great
statesmen of the past, and particu-
larly called my attention to the fact
that Pitt and Fox faced each other.
I took great delight in studying the
portraits of the deceased British
statesmen, as I have spent many
hours studying the lives of Pitt and
Fox."

The representative of the Associat-
ed Press learns that it is probable a
mutual friend will arrange a meeting
between Mr. Crisp and Mr. Glad-
stone on the former's return to Lon-
don from his visit to Paris. At the
request of the Associated Press Mr.
Crisp wrote the following account of
his impressions formed at the open-
ing of the house:

HIS OWN STORY OF IT.
"Iattended the opening of parlia-

ment today. It proved a great treat
to me, naturally, as I am much in-
terested in English forms and meth-
ods of legislation. One of the most
striking differences between our
methods and those in use here is that
the speaker is non-partisan. The
members of parliament are certainly
a very fine looking body of men. To
an American, however, it looked
very odd to see the members of the
house sitting with their hats on.
After the adjournment I called On
the speaker, and was escorted by
him to his official residence, where
I had the honor of being introduced
to his wife. I found the speaker a
most agreeable gentleman. I also
met Mr. Balfour, the Conservative
leader, and found him to be a splen-
did type of the English gentleman.
I did not mention silver during my
conversation with either gentleman.

"When I was leaving the parlia-
ment house Mr. Balfour accom-
panied me out to the gate, where a
large crowd was collected. When
they saw the Conservative leader
they cheered him most enthusias-
tically. As there was no other busi-
ness outside of the election of the
speaker, Iwas unable to learn much
of other legislative methods. I am
satisfied, however, from what I did
see, that I prefer the methods of our
congress."

MEETING NOTABLES.
Mr. Crisp -also 'said: "After ad-

journment Mr. Gully had me escorted
to the floor of . the house and Intro-
duced to the leading members. I aft-
erwards found myself In an extremely
handsome room, which I supposed was
a part of the lobby of the house, but
Mr. Gully said it was the private din-
ing room of his office residence. There
we were joined by Senator Cabot Lodge
and Mr. Henry White, ex-secretary of
the United States embassy. We wore
all escorted to the public dining room
of the speaker, in which we were
introduced to his wife. Mrs. Gully
is a most affable lady. The room was
crowded with ladles who were waiting
to personally congratulate Mr. Gully
upon his re-election. After leaving the
speaker's residence Mr. White took
Senator Lodge and myself to the house
of commons, where he introduced us
to many of the leaders. Mr. Balfour
is a man of much personal magnetism
and impresses one immediately as a,
striking intellectuality. Although he
did not appear to be so, I knew he
was hurried, and so did not think it
the proper place or time to broach the
subject of bimetallism. As Mr. Gully
had not been re-elected when I first
saw him he was not in official dress.
Imade a remark on this subject to him
and he said that tomorrow he would
only be in half dress and wear a 'half
wig,' as his election would then be only
half approved. On Wednesday, how-
ever, his election will have been fully
approved and he will wear his full.
official attire. All this strikes me as
extremely strange."

Mr. Crisp starts for Paris tonight

and will remain there for a week.

The A. P. A. board
is appointing its force tonight, and
assert they will take possession of
the city property by. force Wednes-
day. It was stated unofficially this
morning that those of the present
policemen and firemen who did not
notify the new board by Wednesday
miorning they would hold themselves
subject to the orders of the new
board would receive little considera-
tion when the new board commenced
to discharge the duties of the office.
The police headquarters resemble a
barracks today. The disquieting

rumors which are flying around, ac-
cording to the police, the basis for*
the precautions taken in protecting
the headquarters from assault and
capture in true feudal style. The
door leading from the ofiice into the
police court, and the door opening
out into Jackson street from the
captain's office, have been locked
and braced with timbers so that nei-
ther of them could be forced with-
out the use of a sledge hammer.

There are only
fifteen patrolmen dong duty on the
streets of the city, the rest of the
regular day force and some from
the dogwatch being used to protect

the headquarters and the city hall.
The police put in their time at the
headquarters in sleeping and looking

I over the situation. Capt. Mosley said
j he did not anticipate any trouble,
but that it was deemed advisable to
keep a force about the headquar-

I ters as a protection in case of an
effort to take possession. The men
will be kept on guard until the com-
mission muddle is settled. The state-
ment has been made that a quan-
tity of arms and ammunition has
been stored in the city hall, as well
as at headquarters, to be used by the
men. This is denied by the offi-
cers. They say the regulation re-
volvers carried by the patrolmen
would be sufficient in case firearms
were needed. The force of specials
has been released, and it is under-
stood the men will not be employed
unless 'the situation becomes more
threatening than it is at present.
The police report that there have
been no disturbances of any kind,
and that there is no -more reason to
expect an attacking party now than
a few weeks ago, except that some
of the A. P. A. leaders claim that
