A RADICAL DISCOURSE.

Rev. F. E. Mason Says Orthodoxy
Is Too Pessimistic.

Rev. F.. E. Mason, of Brooklyn, N.
V., preached in the lecture room of
Medical block yesterday morning on
"The Ethics of Christianity." He said
"Orthodoxy is too pessimistic in its
assumption that man is~_ worm of the
dust." It is a strange conflict with
the Biblical words "let us make man
in our image and likeness." IfGod is
perfect it is impossible that he could
have made anything unlike himself.
A perfect being could not create animperfect man ifa falen image of God
is mere assumption, and ifman would
repudiate this erroneous belief he
would restrict his mind to a higher
level of consciousness, from which per-
fection would be evolved. Man is aspiritual creature, but so long as he
persists in calling himself phvsicul he
will environ himself in discordant phe-
nomena.

"Sickness, discord and death are
abnormal condition^. They should not
obtain; they are the phenomena of
Ignorance. A spiritual apprehension of
life would eliminate these conditions
from consciousness. 'As a man think-
eth in his heart, so is he,' and so lonaas man concedes himself to be a mortal
and physical creature he will impose
upon himself conditions compatible
with his belief. The only 'fall' of man
is the lowering of his mind from a
spiritual to- a physical condition.
Physicality is the opposite to spiritual-
ity, therefore, opposite in condition.
The regeneration of man consists in
the repudiation the dogma of the 'fall'
and establishing in consciousness Hisdivinity. Jesus Christ is the standard
of piritual manhood. He was not di-
vinely equipped with spiritual powers
and privileges in excess of the residue
of mankind. All may* emulate Him.
What we ascribe to Him we deny in
ourselves, hence place ourselves on a
negative plane. But, the world is be-
ginning to consult the oracle within.
It is beginning to learn that the
monitions of the moment are better
than the traditions of the past, and we
are progressing spiritually, and the
time is imminent when we shall meet
and master the mountains of the flesh
by the volition of our own minds. In-
telligence is the Savior of the world;
ignorance is the only devil!"

Mr. Mason will remain here the rest
of the week to instruct a class in "The
Science of Life," in the Medical block.
Lectures will be given each evening.

MILLERS AT HOME.

They Are Much Pleased With the
Crop Prospects.

Last night several of the party of
millers and grain men who have
taken a flying trip through the Red
river country, returned more than
pleased with their journey. Every-
where they found the most flattering
crop prospects. Frank M. Prince, vice
president of the First National bank,
was one of the most enthusiastic of
the tourists. Said he: "The crop

prospects are more than gratifying.
We found the grain in excellent shape
all along the line, particularly toward
the northern end of our journey, where
the grain is not only almost entirely
cut. but in the stack, awaiting the
arrival of the threshers. In the south-
ern part of the valley the harvest
seems to be slower than In the ex-
treme north, but estimates by "mem-
bers carefully made, are that two-
thirds of the crop In the valley is
now in the shock, or farther along.
We visited the great Larimore farm
and found 12,000 acres under cultiva-
tion, 75 per cent in wheat, and it is
estimated that it will run twenty
bushels to the acre. There are many
well informed crop estimaters -w^o
calculate on that average throughout
the valley, while in many quarters it
is expected that the crops will run"
from twenty-five to thirty bushels."

Lester R. Brooks, of the Brooks-
Griffith company, was as sanguine as
Mr. Prince. Asked regarding the crop,
and the rumors as to difficulty in mov-
ing it, Mr. Brooks said: "There will
be trouble in moving it, of course.
There always is, but the companies are
making every effort to get together all
their available rolling stock and con-
centrate it on their own lines for the
rush. A special endeavor Is being
made to get the Northwestern mer-
cantile trade off the rails early, be-
fore the heavy crop movement begins,
in order that the roads may be as
clear as possible for the grain, and
considerable stock is being hauled now
in anticipation of the coming rush."
C. A. Pillsbury contented himself with
simply saying it was a big crop.

There is
no doubt of zealous activity among
Cuban agents here. Advices from Cen-
tral America are of the same teiV?r and
men are volunteering there for Cuban
service.

Cubans Lose a General.
TAMPA, Fla., Aug. IS.—Reports from

Cuba tonight are that Gen. Maximo
Gomez died from consumption July 31.
Other reports are that he died from
the effects of a wound. The autonom-
ist party was to hold a meeting in
Havana tonight called by Marcos Gar-
cia to ask Spain to give Cuba
autonomy. Cubans here deny that
Gomez was ever afflicted with con-
sumption, and as the report is not
official they attach no importance to it.

Compelled to Flee for Life.

CHICAGO, Aug. 18.—A Times-Herald
special from Spokane, Wash., says:
Forest fires continue . to spread
throughout Stevens county, in this
state; Kotenai and Shoshone counties,
Idaho, and in the mining districts
across the line in British Columbia
For two days Rossland^ B. C, the
booming Trail creek mining town, has
been threatened on all sides by fire.

Everybody has been fighting day and
night to save it from destruction, and
by the greatest efforts have succeeded.
Not only are the fires destroying grand
forests of timber, but have wiped out

Henry Clews Comments . Some-
what Pessimistically on Fi-

. nancial Conditions.

Special to the Globe.
NEW YORK, Aug. 18— his

weeklyreview of financial conditions
in Wall street, Henry Clews says:

The general course of affairs in
"Wall street continues to driftIn the
direction which has been, from time
to time, foreshadowed in these ad-
vices. While conceding fully all the
advantages arising from the healthy
natural tendency of the material in-
terests of the country, we have
urged the necessity of making some
considerable allowance for the coun-
teracting influences connected with
the state of the treasury and the
unsatisfactory condition of our cur-
rency, system. The surprising re-
covery that has attended the efforts
of the loan syndicate in shielding
us for six months from those baneful
financial and monetary influences
shows in the most gratifying way
the real vigor that underlies our in-
dustrial resources and demonstrates
how great might be the national
progress were our money arrange-
ments as sound as our material

wealth is great. The picture of such
possibilities exhibited to us by the
magic achievements of the syndicate

has inspired an enthusiasm not en-
tirely consistent with prudent cir-
cumspection. Many have forgotten
that the country has been only
artificially and

TEMPORARILY SHIELDED
from the unsafe monetary and fiscal
conditions, and that, when the sup-
porting hand of the great bankers
is withdrawn we shall stand exposed

to the identical conditions from
which the negotiators have so com-
pletely protected us.

. It is useless to expect that the mere
recovery of business and of confidence
would fullyprotect us after the with-
drawal of the syndicate; for the treas-
ury, the real center of these troubles,
would be as much as ever without any-
gold income and therefore as exposed
as before to Inability to meet its or-
dinary- gold payments and to provide
gold for the usual exports of specie;
and consequently there would be a re-
newal of the .drain on the gold reserve.
Of course, the government would have
full authority to make another loan
of fifty millions, and there is little
doubt that Mr. Cleveland would take
that resort. But the repetition of bor-
rowing has not been expected, and its
occurrence would' have unfortunate
and possibly serious consequences;
how serious, would largely depend up-
on the view taken by our foreign cred-
itors; of whom it can only be 'said that
they are more sensitive about matters
affecting our large issues of legal ten-
der paper than any other conditions.
These are

THE UNCERTAINTIES.
that now face us; and although the
mass of our people do not seem to
have yet appreciated their Importance,
yet they can only be expected to real-
ize their delicacy more and more as
affairs drift on. It is true that these
unfavorable contingencies are suscep-
tible of being averted by a return to
the old relations, as to the use of
gold, between the banks and the treas-
ury—the suspension of which has been
the chief contribution to the past
financial derangements. But the re-
turn to gold payments by the treas-
ury- at the clearing house,- to gold pay-
ments by the banks at the custom
house, and to paying out gold by the
banks for export, is not an easy
achievement. Possibly, further pres-
sure may be needed to bring the banks
back to this normal readjustment to
old conditions. The treasury, how-
ever, appears to stand ready to re-
sume those past relations, and thereseems to be good reason for believing
that any obstacle to the full resump-
tion of gold payments will not come
from Washington. But whilst there
is room for hoping that such a settle-
ment may not be In the far future, yet
the fact to the point is that nothing
of the kind is yet in sight; and so long
as that continues to be the case, thepolicy I have recommended of moder-ation in respect to stock operations
appears to be the most prudent course. -

The governor refuses to announce
the name. The girl is the daughter
of a Chicago newspaper artist.

and her mother came out to Webster
City some time ago on a visit. Thegirl became infatuated with a young
man whom the mother did not like,
and she decided to send the girlaway
to school. She was told there was
an institution run by the state at
Mitchellville, to which she could get
the girl admitted by applying to the
courts. The mother had the appli-
cation made and it was granted.
She did not dream the institution
was a reform school. The girl's let-
ters to her father after a time con-
vinced him that all was not right.
He investigated and found the truth.
Meantime the girl's mother, who
was still in Webster City, had also
found out the truth. The mother and
father both started for Dcs Moines to
see the governor about getting the 1

girl out. The pardon was secured
and the parties left for home.

IRON FROM POTTER*S CLAY.

Invention of Two Ohioans May
Revolutionize Two Industries.
EAST LIVERPOOL, 0., Aug. 18.—

A party of local capitalists is or-
ganizing to put into effect a scheme
which it is thought will revolutionize
two important industries of the
Ohio valley. A. C. Wolf and H. A.
Whitaere, both of Wellsville, recent-
ly brought out an invention. for the
abstracting of the iron from pot-
ter's clay by the use of electric mag-
nets. The machine has been on
trial at one or two potteries, and
seems to do the work planned for it.
The new* company proposes to erect
a $60,000 factory, which will cleanse
the clay of the iron and supply it to
the factories. Clay which is now
useless owing to the iron in it can
be purchased very cheap and the iron
extracted. The same thing will be
done with the sand used in the glass
factories. The glass is often mate-
rially damaged by a larger pro-
portion of Iron than usual in the
sand, and there are great beds of the
glass sand in Pennsylvania which
cannot be used owing to the amount
of iron which they contain. The new
company is making tests among the
glass factories.

HE CONFESSED.

Under Influence of Religion a Ne-
gro Tells of . Murder.

CHICAGO, 111., Aug. James Mar-bry, a negro, under the influence of a
revivalist, confessed at a religious
meeting tonight at the People's mis-
sion, Twenty-fifth street and Cottage
Grove avenue, that he had killed a
man in New Orleans, a plantation
foreman, about a year ago. Word was
sent to the police and Marbry was ar-
rested, but on the way to the station
he regretted his action and en-
deavored to escape. Several shotswere fired tat•- him, and he. was cap-
tared after a* hard chase. After Mar-
bry had killed the foreman he dressed
the "dead man in his own clothes and
took- the dead man's apparel, as the

HOW THE PERFORMERS SAVE.

Reminiscences of David Thomas,
W»-.o for Twenty Odd Years

Was a Press Agent.

A retired old-timer of the "pro-
fession," whether circus or theatri-
cal-*--one especially who was "in at
the start and kept up with the run-
ning" for many years, is always an
interesting personage. The other
day I called upon David Thomas,
at New Haven, Conn., one of theprime old-timers of the sawdustarena.

For twenty odd years David Thom-
as was the press representative of
old Dan Rice's "Paris Pavilion Cir-
cus," and \u25a0 for upwards of fifteen
years, until a couple of years ago,
he took care of the newspaper peo-
ple for "The Great Moral Show"
that Phineas Taylor Barnum made
famous. I found the old showman
in his | "Rapid. Transit printing of-
fice," as happy, handsome and good-
natured as when it was his special
business to see !after the comforts
of newspaper men, and write glow-
ing stories for the press.
"I am out of the business for good,"

said Thomas, "but lately I've lectured
at different places with considerable
success on 'Thirty-Balloon Voyages ofan Amateur,' taken with the famous
Professor Donaldson when he was em-ployed by Mr. Barnum."

I asked the old showman if circusmen were as "shady a set" as common-
ly supposed. * 7- "V

"Do not let me startle you," he re-plied, "when I say that athletes and
circus performers are always temper-
ate people. A good athlete expects agood salary. Ifyou stop to think you
must see that his salary depends alto-gether upon his act in the ring; this
act depends upon his physical condi-
tion and in turn his physical conditiondepends wholly upon his- manner of
living. A high salaried athlete rarely
if ever uses liquor, seldom smokes and
never chews tobacco. Take the pay
roll right through of a show like Bar-
num's and one finds little or no drunk-enness.

"Neither must we judge the teams-
ters by their rough exterior. Thebronzed faces and weather beaten
figures seated upon the big vans have
many of them been with the show for
years. Not a few of them own com-
fortable homes in Bridgeport and sur-
rounding towns. Mr. Bailey would nomore think of hiring an intemperate
driver than he would -think of flying.
Stop a moment and think. These four,
six and eight-horse teams cost up into
the thousands. They are the most val-
uable blooded draft horses that can bebought. They are accurately matched,
perfectly trained, and cared for as
though of royal blood. Most of their
work is at night, hauling great wagons
and heavily loaded vans over muddy
roads-, across country bridges, through
cuts and gullies and across railway
tracks to get at the train.

"Often in crossing a miry lot aheavy pole wagon goes down to the
hubs 1hen it is that the training andintelligence of these blooded horsescome in play. We often see a number
of country horses hitched to a stalledcart no two pulling at the same time,
while the cart remains in the mudIt is quite different to see trained
horses under the same conditionsThese know just what is expected: orthem. They seem to have but ont
mind, and at the word of commandact in unison when something has tocome. A howling thunder storm in thobleakest night makes no differencewith such stock as this. When di-
rected by their driver they will gallopalongside of a hissing locomotive orjostle against the big elephants if theyhappen to be In their wav, either orwhich— locomotive or elephants— wiltfrighten a country horse out of hiswits. You can readily, see that suchvaluable teams are not given in charge
of any but sober and reliable men.
No matter how rough their garb, they
love their horses, and will guide themover the most intricate roadways inthe darkest night, while the manager
retires to his sleeping car with a feel-ing that his property is safe with thesewatchful men. .

"Neither is there any great amountof drunkenness among the men whoload and unload the cars. It is truethese attaches of the show are not

main intact, and when the show closesin the fall draw it in a lump. As thecompany pays all traveling expenses,
there -is little- reason for : spending
money, and, being hard workers and
economical, they very wisely leave
their money where they feel it is safe.Once through the evening perform-
ance, an hour later finds them sleep-
ing in their berths on the train.

"Arriving at the next point for ex-
hibition they must arise, hurry to the
show grounds for breakfast (hotels are
not used now except on Sunday) and
then hasten to the parade. This over-comes dinner and this is followed"quickly by the afternoon show. Thensupper and the evening performance
and I would like to know when thegirls would . find time for carousing
were they so inclined.
