NO SITE SELECTED.

Lutheran Synod Puts Matter Over

NEW WAY OF PAYING THE ARMY

Money to Be Expressed From De-
; par tmen't Headunarters.

WASHINGTON, Aug. The new
army regulations will make some im-
portant changes in the method of pay-
ment of troops, and probably will be
found objectionable to all officers who
command posts or companies. Instead
of sending paymasters to the various
posts throughout the country the rolls
will be made up at the headquarters
of the army department or at posts
where there is now located a pay head-quarters. These rolls will be accom-
panied by envelopes containing themoney due each officer and soldier,* and
will*he-sent to the-eommandant-of each
IK-' by express. ."The commandant will
distribute the" rolls and money to the
company commanders, and they will
pay- the troops and make the return.
The object of the change is to save the
expense of mileage paid, to paymasters
and their clerks, who under the pres-
ent system travel from post to post to
make the payments. Hereafter pay-
masters will remain at headquarters,
and -perhaps in some Instances pay
headquarters in the different depart-
ments will be abandoned and consol-
idated at the department headquarters.

Department of Agriculture Has
- Made No New Estimate.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 23.—"The
chief of the division of statistics of
the agricultural department declared
that there has been no dispatch of
any =.kind whatsoever since August
10, relating to crops and their con-
dition, authorized by any one con-
nected with that division. This is
reaffirmed and verified by the sec-
retary."

The above statement is given out
in contradiction of the rumor, since
the issue of the crop report on the
lath of the month, that the depart-
ment of agriculture has increased its

Laura Perkins. The charge has
caused a sensation in the Twin
Cities second only to the murder of
Catherine Ging.

Surrounded by an impenetrable
mystery, so far as the direct evi-
dence of the state is concerned, is
the case of Mrs. Laura Perkins, now
under arrest in Minneapolis, who
was arrested late Thursday night
by Detectives Hoy and Lawrence,
charged with having murdered her
twin sister," Mrs. Lola Hawkins, on
the morning of Aug. 9. . -.":^: ;^ ":

The police authorities and County
Attorney Frank Nye maintain a
stolid air, and say nothing beyond
the fact that they are absolutely
sure that they have in their posses-
sion facts sufficiently convincing to
secure the conviction of the woman
now incarcerated in the county jail.

Public sympathy is strongly with
the arrested woman, and many be-
lieve that the authorities and in-
surance detectives have been too
hasty and have worked a terrible
and irreparable injury. . Others in
a position to form a clearer opinion
do not for a moment believe that a
man of the stamp of County Attor-
ney Frank M. Nye would issue the
warrant did he not have at his hand
almost certain evidence of the charge
which he has made. ?"••

Mrs. Perkins was kept in custody
in the woman's ward at the central
police station Thursday night, and
at her request, Attorney Albert H.
Hall was sent for, and his services
secured. He was closeted alone with
the woman for some two hours,
after which she was visited by Mrs.
C. D. Axtell, of 2905 Tenth avenue

' south, with whom she was stopping,

and who brought to the police sta-
- » tion Mrs. Perkins' eleven-year-old

son, Freddie. "\u25a0

REMANDED WITHOUT BAIL.
Shortly after 2 o'clock yesterday

afternoon Mrs.- Perkins was brought

into the stuffy little . police . court
room by the police matron, Mrs.
Paine, for her arraignment, and then
was enacted one of the most touch-
ing scenes the old room has ever
witnessed. At the, request of Attor-
ney Hall and with the consent of
Mr. Nye, the case was continued un-

.til next Thursday afternoon at 2
o'clock, and Mrs: Perkins remanded
to the county jaH without bail, the
charge being murder in the first
degree.

Mrs. Perkins had made a request
that her little son, Freddie, be al-
lowed to remain with her until her
trial, but this request was flatly re-

. fused by the authorities, who do not
desire the mother to have any con-
versation with her son until after he
has testified at the coroner's inquest,
which .will be held ait the county
morgue this morning at 10 o'clock.

When the moment ' came, in the
court room, for the mother to part
with her son— she to go to the dreary
cell and cold steel bars and he to go
with kind friends— rushed to his
mother's arms, and, clasped in each
other's arms, mother and son wept
bitter tears. There was scarcely a
dry eye in the room, even the court
being visibly affected. When Mrs.
Perkins entered the room she was

AS WHITE AS DEATH
and mary thought about to faint. She
rested her head upon the clerk's desk

\u25a0 during the reading of the complaint
and moaned. She is a woman whom
many men call pretty, her hair being
of a rich blonde and so profuse as tocause comment. Her features are well
moulded, and her eyes, ordinarily of
a dark blue or brown, were as blackas livingcoals during her arraignment.
In many ways she is a remarkablewoman and the authorities say a con-
summate actress. The insurance de-
tectives place her as the most remark-
able woman they ever met and theirexperience has -certainly been large.
The warrant, which was read to her
in court, was sworn out by Wilbur M.
Todd, an inspector of the Fidelity and
Casualty company, in which $5,000 ac-
cident insurance was carried by Mrs.
Hawkins. It is as follows:

She carried
in her hand a small bouquet sent by
kind friends and said not a word all
the way to the jail, where she was
duly registered as any common prison-
er and given an apartment In the wom-
en's ward, where She will remain until

; next Thursday, **.when she will again
be brought to the police court.

Dr. T. O. Edwards, medical inspec-
tor of the Security Mutual Life asso- .
ciation, and W. M. Todd, of the Fidel-
ity and Casualty company, with De-
tectives Hoy and Lawrence, spent con-
siderable of the \ day closeted with
County Attoreny Nye, but none of
them would talk about the case.

- HEAVILY INSURED.
The $5,000 accident policy In the Fi-

delity and Casualty company, taken
out by Mrs. Hawkins and in which
Mrs. Perkins was made the sole bene-
ficiary, was issued on July 9, but a
short time before the first accident.
The $2,000 policy in the Security com-
pany was issued in the latter part of
June and was straight life Insurance.
An application for the payment of the
insurance has already been made. Both
insurance/ companies at once, upon re-
ceiving a report of the affair, deemed
it worthy of investigation and Messrs.
Edwards and Todd were sent to this
city and have been hard at work for
ten days on the case in conjunction
with the county attorney and Detec-
tives Hoy and .Lawrence.

The defense to be made by Mrs. Per-
kins willrest almost entirely upon the
ante-mortem statement made by the
dead woman, which was to the effect
that the lamp exploded. This ante-
mortem statement was made to Mrs.
C. D. Axtell and to Dr. Charles M.
Kistler, a brother of Coroner Kistler.
Dr. C. M. Kistler was on quite friend-
ly terms with the two sisters and im-
mediately upon the occurrence of the
accident on the morning of Aug. 9 was
summoned with Dr. Bell to attend the
injured woman. The first words Mrs.
Hawkins said upon the arrival of Dr.
Kistler were:

''Charley, I'm burned to death."
"Ifyou think I can get over it, I'll

make the battle; if not, let it go."
MRS. AXTELL TALKS.

Mrs. Axtell was seen yesterday con-
cerning this alleged statement, and to

"Lola was brought into my house,
burned horribly. She was conscious
and perfectly rational, and was so un-
til, ten minutes before her death. Iapplied seme oil to her wounds and
then I asked her how it happened.
She was- in awful pain and all theanswer she gave was that the lamp
exploded and that its contents were
scattered all over. A few minutes after
she said this Dr. Kistler, who had
been sent for, came in with two "or
three others and I told him what Lolahad told me and he went and asked
her how it happened. She told himjust what she had told me and therecan be no doubt as to her knowing
what she was talkingabout. " She knewus all and seemed to know everything! that was going on in the room. Ispoke
to her again about ten minutes before

I , her death, vbut she was unconsciousthen. ; -Upon being arrested last night
(Thursday night) Mrs. Perkins said tome: ; 'Oh, J know I will be able to
clear myself, but the disgrace of it is
something almost too heavy for me tobear. I am innocent.' Mrs. Perkinswas always kind and loving to her
sister and the charge is an outrage,'
having a poor, lone woman for itsvictim, and she almost powerless to
retaliate."

TWO LAMP EXPLOSIONS.
As will be remembered, Mrs. Hawk-ins, the deceased, was Injured on two

different occasions by lamp explosions
In some of the papers it Has beenstated that she was confined to her
bed from the time of the first explo-
sion, owing to the injuries then re-
ceived. This is an error. . The first al-leged explosion simply burned her
hands In quite a serious manner. Forthe three months previous to her
death, however, Mrs. Hawkins hadbeen confined to her bed, suffering
from insomnia. The effects of the firstalleged explosion had nothing to do
with her being confined to her bed,
which she had not left but once. On
this occasion she got up out of her
bed in the night, In her sleep, and
walked out into the kitchen. The noise
aroused Mrs. Perkins, who got up and
went to the kitchen after her, and who
says she had to shake her quite se-
verely before she could arouse her.

The occasion of the second alleged
lamp explosion of Aug. 9 is the one
about which interest entirely centers.
The defense will claim that either the
lamp exploded or else was accidental-lyoverturned by Mrs. Hawkins in her
sleep. The lamp stood on a small stand,
at the head of Mrs. Hawkins' bed,
and on it were some medicines. The
ante-mortem statement made by the
deceased will be the strongest point
of all. . .

The state's case has, however, beenvery carefully put together by Detec-
tives Hoy and Lawrence, with the
county attorney and the insurance de-
tectives. It is understood to include
certain writings of Mrs. Perkins, which
letters or . memoranda could not be- learned, of a very damaging charac-
ter, and will include different contra-
dictory stories told by the defendant
to different parties. The state has.
also, it Is understood, secured evi-
dence showing that the bed clothing
had. been completely

SATURATED WITH OIL,
far more being used than was con-
tained in the lamp, the test made by
Oil Inspector Foote showing it to have
been an absolutely impossible thing
for the lamp to have exploded. .

The theory of the state is that while
the deceased slept, Mrs. Perkins sat-
urated her sister's clothing with kero-
sene oil and set fire to» it with matches;
that then she, herself, upset the light-
ed lamp on the stand to add credibility
to the story that Mrs. Hawkins had
accidentally overturned it In her sleep.
The flames at once enveloped the sleep-
ing woman and Mrs. Perkins screamed
for help. No effort was made by Mrs.| Perkins to'put out the ! flames and it \u25a0

was not until the arrival of neighbors 7

jthat anything was done. , Then help
was too late to be of any service to
Mrs. Hawkins. This is the theory of
the state, and is plain, '.'.- premeditated
murder. Mrs. Hawkins was burned

: almost to a crisp. Every part of her
body,was blackened and charred, and
there were two immense burns on her
forehead.

burned and were the only portions of
