GRAPHIC TALE OF A CRIME.

Body cf the Girl Sunk in the Lake
and Her Effects Scattered
Broadeast,

NEW YORK, Aug. 25.—A signed
statement written by H. H. Holmes
in the Moyamensing prison at Phil-
adelphia, and certified to by his law-
ver, which goes into all the details
of his acquaintance with Minnie R.
Williams, is printed in a local paper.
Holmes writes that he first met Min-
nie Williams at an intelligence office
kept by one Campbell on Dearborn

‘Street, Chicago, in January, 1893,and

employed her as stenographer. She
was installed in his office in the
building which has become known as
“Holmes’ Castle,” and from March
to May of that year occupied rooms
in the building adjoining the office.
Occasionally meals were served in
the building, and if any bones have
been found in the stove there,
Holmes writes, it will be found by
microscopic examination that they
are the remains of such meals. He
continues:

NO CREMATIONS.

“Certain it is that no human being
was ever cremated there during my
occupancy of the rcom, my own ex-
perience, years ago, being quite suf-
ficient to show the danger of such
proceedings on account of the awful
odor,. if I had no other motive to
deter from such a course.” v

Holmes says that in April Minnie
Williams, knowing him to be in need
of money, gave him a draft for $2,500,
the proceeds of the sale of prop-
erty, and asked him to use it until
she should need it. In order that
she should be protected he trans-
ferred to her by warranty deed a
house and lot at Willimette, T11., val-
ued at $7,500. The money was re-
turned to her in May, 1893, being
paid by Isaac R. Hitt & Co., of Chi-
cago. She desired to convert her
other Southern property into cash or
improved Northern property, and he
advised her°to execute a worthless
deed (by having some one other than
herself sign the same) to a fictitious
person, and offer the property for
sale at a very low cash figure, and
years later to demand an additional
sum in exchange for a good deed.
This was done, Clarence A. Phillips
forging the name of Alexander E.
Bond upon the deed so made, which
deeds are still in existence.

About this time, Holmes narrates,
Miss Williams was taken ill, suffer-
ing from acute mania, and was re-
moved to the Presbyterian hospital
near Clybourne avenue ecar limits,
being enrolled as Mrs. Williams, as
her ailment was such that it was
prudent for her to pass as a mar-
ried woman. When she grew better
and returned to his house, her sis-
ter, Nannie Williams, came from
Texas to visit her. !

Returning one evening early in July
from a day in the city, he was greeted
by a ery from Minnie Williams in the
parlor: “Is that you? My God, I
thought you would never come,”

“NANNIE IS DEAD.”

“‘She was seated upon the floor, hold-
ing her sister’s head in her arms, rock-
ing back and forth and moaning, much
as a mother would over a child.”

He found that Minnie Williams had
been dead for hours, and laid her body
upon the bed in his own room, finding
no mark of violence but a slight dis-
coloration on one of her temples,

According to the story written by
Holmes, Minnie Williams had been
away the preceding night and he,
Holmes, had also been unexpectedly
detained by business all night. When
Minnie Willlams returned that morn-
ing she noticed that his bed had not
been occupied during the night.

This is what Holm:s writes: “And
with only this one thought in her dis-
ordered mind, she had rushed into the
adjoining room, where her sister sat,
and in a voice, which only the very
few who have been intimately ac-
quainted with Miss Williams can ap-
preciate or understand the tragedy of,
had said: ‘You devil. You have stolen
my husband -from me.” At the same
time she had struck her sister with a
small foot stool, causing her to fall
to the floor, where, with hardly a
struggle, she had ceased to breathe.”
At first Minnie thought her sister had
only fainted and tried to revive her,
then found her efforts useless and re-
mained in the position in which he
found her. Then came the question of
what to do. Holmes’ story of what
was dons= follows:

SANK HER IN THE LAKE.

“We clothed Nannie in a light dress
she had liked to wear, and taking a
large trunk she had brought with her
from Texas, I placed her theréin: I
went to the livery stable and ob-
tained a covered conveyance, and upon
my return I engaged a man to ac-
company me to the house and help
me place the trunk in the cayriage.
I then drove to the lake side and
waited until night had fallen, thus ap-
pearing to parties noticing he, if any,
that T was waiting the return of some
belated boating party.

WORK OF BANDITS,

CHINESE VERSION OF THE MAS-
SACRE OF MISSIONARIES IN
THE ORIENT-

THE POWERS STIRRED UP.

FRANCE WILL JOIN ENGLAND
AND AMERICA TO STOP
OUTRAGES

HAWAII WANTS ITS QUEEN.

Movement to Ask for Her Restora-
tion if Annexation Be Re-
fused.

CHICAGO, Aug. 25.—Sam Moy, a
prominent Chinese merchant of this
city, has received a copy of a Chi-
nese newspaper published at Foo
Chow, telling in four columns of the
attacks upon the missionaries in
June. The paper, of course, con-
tains the Chinese version of the af-
fair, including the reasons given for
the beginning of the attacks which
hitherto were supposed to have been
purely the results of religious fanat-
jcism. A translation of the principal
points of the Chinese review shows
that the attack on the mission houses
arose from motives of robbery.

According to this paper the mis-
sionaries had built houses with base-
ments, something new in China.
There is a large camp of banditti
near Ku Cheng, composed of the
wild tribes and fugitives from jus-
tice from the civiliZtd parts Foo
Kien. These banditti heard of the
peculiarities of the construction of
the missionary houses, and, con-
ceiving that the basements were in-
tended to store treasures, the ban-
ditti planned and executed the first
raid for the purpose of robbery.

RELATIONS NOT STRAINED.

French Official Says Waller Case
Is Progressing PPeaceably.

PARIS, Aug. 25.—Le Matin has an
interview with Mr. Henry Vignaux,
secretary of the United States em-
bassy, on the subject of the Waller
case. Mr. Vignaux denied there was
any disagreement between France and
America. ‘‘Ambassador Eustis,” said
"Mr. Vignaux, ‘“for the present has only
asked for the production of the docu-
ments connected with the case which
were mislaid during the voyage from
Madagascar. Mr.. Newton Eustis, sec-
ond secretary of the embassy and son
of the ambassador, goes to Clairvaux
today with the legal adviser of the
embassy to interview Mr. Waller.
France and America are discussing
the matter in a friendly and loyat
~spirit -and the -friendly relations are
unimpaired. No disagreement ha;s_
—arisen or could arise on-this subject.

LONDON, Aug. 26.~The_ Paris cor-
respondent of the Daily News says:
“The Waller affair ought to teach the
French the danger of their revised
espionage law. America will protect
with the same firmness this convicted
spy as if he weret a white man. The
spy law, as it now stands, is bar-
barous, and France should fezl obliged
to America for giving this demonstra-
tion of its evils. Should a good case
be made out, it is believed that the
court martial which sentenced Waller
will be disavowed.”

IF ANNEXATION FAIL

Hawalinn Rovalists Will Ask
That Kajiulani Be Replaced.

LONDON, Aug. 26.—A dispatch to
the Standard from Berlin says that
the Vossische Zeitung hears from Hon-
olulu that should America decline the
request of the deputation to Washing-
ton to annex the islands the Ha-
walians will beg England, with Amer-
jica’s assistance, to restore Princess
Kafulani. Maj. Wodehouse, the ex-
minsiter of Great Britain to Hawali,
it is added, has gone to America to
advocate this plan.

Maj. Wodehouse was in New York
last week and sailed for England on
Saturday on board the Etruria. So
far as is known he had not paid a
visit to Washington while in this coun-
try. He expressed an opinion to an
interviewer in New York that the pres-
ent government in Hawali could not
endure, that Kaiulani would be placed
upon the throne. A. S. Cleghorn, the
father of the princess, was also in
New York on his way to England.

FRANCE WILL JOIN IN

If n Move Is Made to Stop Chinese
Outrages.

LONDON, Aug. 26.—The_ Berlin cor-
respondent of the Standard telegraphs
that the news that France will join
England and America in whatever
steps may be necessary to stop the
massacre of foreigners in China has
induced some German newspapers to
express the hope that Germany will
do likewise. Germany has a large
squadron in Chinese waters.

COREA’S FIRST STAMPS.

Evidence that the Oriental Coun-
try Is Becoming Civilized.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 25.—A docu-
ment received at the state department
from Minister Sill, at Seoul, Corea,

encloses four new postage stamps, the
first issued by Corea for domestic pur-
poses. The stamps are.in bright col-
ors, and carry, besides their English
lettering. giving their denomfination,
several Corean characters, which, pre-
sumably, convey the same information
to the natives. They carry no figures
or peculiar designs. The stamps are
manufactured in Washington for the
Corean government. They range in
value from onc cent, or five poons. to
ten cents, or fifty pooms. Mr. Sills
says that the postal bureau is 10 be
conducted in connection with the tele-
graphic.bureau, and both are in the de-
partment of public. works.

SQUARE MEAL FOR A RED,

Socialist Kier Hardie Banqueted
in New York.

NEW YORK, Aug. 25.—Kier Hardie,
the British socialist and ex-member
of parliament, was given a dinner to-
night by the Central Labor Federa-
tion at Labor Lyceum. In a speeeh
Mr. Hardie said he was glad to meat
face to face the men and women of
America who are carrying the red flag
of socialism on to certain victory. He
hoped his visit to this country would
help the socialist movement here as
much as he knew it would help him
personally and, as a result, the move-
ment in England. Mr. Hardie, in
speaking of the criticisms which have
been made in England and this coun-
try regarding the course of the so-
cialist poet, William Morris, in re-
fusing to issue cheap editions of his
poems, so that the poor people to
whom they would naturally appeal
could enjoy them, said that in his
opinion Mr. Morris did not deserve
the criticism showered upon him. He
thought he might pursue the same
course under similar conditions. Mr.
Morris wrote his poems for the ‘satis-
faction of his higher sensibilities.
They were, in a measure, personal
and for himself alone. Under the pres-
ent course they would reach the
wealthy classes who otherwise mignt
_not notice them, and really do more
good than if they were scattered
broadcast.

#MURDERED BY STRIKERS.”

Inscription to “-'hfeh San Fran-
cisco A. R. U. Objects.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 2%.—The A.
R. U. is having a controversy -with
Gen. Gresham, commandant at the
Presidio, and interesting developments
are likely to ensue. During the great
strike at Sacramento last summer
United States troops in command of
Gen. Graham, were ordered to the
Scene to preserve order. The first train
that was run out of Sacramento under
military guard was wrecked and four
seoidicrs killed. A number of the A. R.
U. leaders were tried for the murders
but were acquitted. The dead soldiérs
were buried at the Presidio reservation
and their comrades erected a monu-
ment on which stands the inscription.
“Murdered by Strikers.” -

The "A. R. U. men -objeet to this
contending that the strikers did not
murder soldiers and that Gen. Graham
had no right to put such an inscrip-
tion on the monument. No attention
was paid to the protest of the strikers
by Gen. Graham, and at a recent mass
meeting resolutions were adopted ask-
ing him to remove it. Gen. Graham
has replied to the resolutions in rather
tart terms. He refers to the action
of the citizens who adopted the reso-
lutions as treasonable. He says he
was at Sacramento when the soldiers
were killed; that in his judgment they
were killed by strikers and that the
instriptions shall stand. The mem-
bers of the A. R. U. say they will ap~
peal to the secretary of war.

He said he
had purchased $7.000 worth of bonds
from Poiter which he did not under-
stand. At the bakery it was said that
Potter would be back scon; that he
was in Dakota with his brother, and
was suffering from rheumatism. He
has not yet put in an appearance, and
today a chattel mortgage was filed on
the personal property in the bakery.
G. W. McKean, a partner of Potter’s,
expects to settle up the business.”

In April last Mr. Potter was here on
his way to Redfleld, his errand being
to straighten out some irregularities
relative to a certain lot of school
bonds said to have been fraudulently
issued, and purchased by him from
parties at Redfield and afterward sold
to Ithaca capitalists. At that time
Mr. Potter promised to make full and
satisfactory explanation of his con-
nection with the transaction, and
claimed that he would have no dif-
ficulty in convincing those interested
that his connection with the deal wag
perfectly honorable. Since that time
little has been known of him in thesa
parts and no. explanation has heen
made. While living in this city Mr.
Potter was interested in a large flour
mill at Hitchcock. The machinery
was operated by artesian water nower,
the well belonging to the city of Hitch.

The authorities and Mr. Potter
had some difficulty and he finally dis-
posed of the mill, although it was g
money-making investment.
