Failing: to Save His Master's Life
He Died With Him.

A Baltimore & Ohio train brought

the mangled body of James Settle, a
sixteen-year old boy, who had been
killed by the train at Point Mills. The
boy spent last night with a party of
friends in the woods and got but little
sleep. When he came home this morn-
ing he drove the cows to pasture, ac-
companied by a big shepherd dog. He
was drowsy, and on the way back sat
down on the track to rest, the dog
lying beside him. .

Engineer Henry Mcßirney says that
when the train rounded the curve be-
yond Point Mills cut, he saw the boy
lying full length along the rail. The
dog, knowing the danger, had seized
his coat < ollar, and was tugging with
all his might, having his feet planted
just outside the rail, trying to pull his
master's body off the track. The train
was so near that it could- not' be
stopped, but the air was put on and
the speed checked, while the whistle
was tooted

The bey was tart'al.y awakened by
the dog's efforts and began beating the
faithful brute with his fist. but the
dog held on and put forth all his power
to save his master. As the engine
drew nearer Mcßirney and the fireman
shut their eyes to hide the death scene
from 'heir v'ew, lut : felt the cruel
wheels crushing the bones of their vic-
tims.

Birds That Save Labor hy Perch-
-.. **»«. Upon Denizens of the Deep.
-.- "Yes, we see some curious things
once in a while," said a San Pedrofisherman. "A few days ago I made a
trip over the Santa Catalina channel
for a load of abalones that they pile
up at the isthmus for me every few
months, and when" I got off there
about ten miles I saw. a big loon sit-ting on what seemed like a spar.

"But while I watched It seemed to
fall off, then circled around several
times and alighted again, retaining

,its position with much difficulty.. We slowly drifted until - we were
within fifty feet of it, when Isaw what
the roost was— a spar, at all, but a 'big fish—one of those fellows the Ital-
ians call the luna, because it was like
the moon. ;

.; "The fish lay almost flat on the water,
with one big fin sticking out, the other
being under water, and the weight
of the bird made it lie over to one
side. As we beared it the bird rose up
and flew away and the fish straight-
ened up. • . "

last year," continued • the fisherman.
"In August the waters of the Islands
off here from San Clements up are
filled with fish that are "spawning. The
water will then be covered in places
with small birds that look like snipe.

"On this trip I kept my eye but for
whales. When about half way over,
right in midchannel, I saw "the spout
of a big gray whale, and the next mm
ute saw the back of the whale, about
twenty feet of it, black as ink, on the
blue water. To my surprise it did not
disappear and I soon concluded that
the big creature _ was either asleep or
lying on the surface sunning Itself. • As
we came nearer I saw at least fifty
little birds running about on Its back,
feeding, evidently having a feast upon
the various parasites on the whale's

"They ran up and down, just as they
.would on a beach, and it occurred to

their running over it.

"appear before that body with a prima
facie case. | What the effect of jthis
move will be cannot yet be fore-
told, and the next move of the Hast-
ings people is looked for with great
interest. The situation in general
tonight is intensely exciting and al-
together uncertain. Both factions
are claiming victory, but it must be
admitted that those who are oppos-
ing the aspirations of Senator Quay

are the most serene and confident
The junior senator has his head-
quarters at the Lochiel hotel, where
he has put. in a very busy day and
night. The delegates are slow in ar-
riving, not more than fifty of the 289
having reached the city. As they

arrive they are confronted for the
first time in the history of the Re-
publican party in this state by dual
headquarters of the state commit-

tee. One of these is at the Common-
wealth hotel, and is in charge of Mr.
Gilkeson, who is assisted by A. D.
Fetterolf, secretary of the commit-
tee. The other is at the Lochiel ho-
tel, and had been engaged by Chair-
man Gilkeson, but when he came to
take possession this morning he
found that Senator Quay's follow-
ers had captured the room and
placed J. B. Reed, of Huntingdon,
in charge. A large placard announc-
ing the location of the rival head-
quarters* and requesting delegates to
present their credentials at each of
them, ornaments the walls in many
parts of the town.

GILKESON REFUSES.
Seventy-three of the 121 members

of the state committee attended the
meeting held this afternoon in the in-
terests of Senator Quay. Thomas V.
Cooper, of Delaware county, was
made temporary chairman by accla-
mation. Aresolution was then adopt-
ed that a committee of three be ap-
pointed to wait on Chairman Gilke-
son and notify him that the conven-
tion had convened, and a majority
of its members were present and de-
sired r him to preside over their • de-
liberations. This committee was com-
posed of Louis H. Watres, of Scran-
ton; W A. Stone,, of Allegheny, and
E. A. Pinchot, of Pike county. They

repaired to the Commonwealth hotel
and found ' Chairman Gilkeson, to
whom ex-Lieut. Gov. W'atres read
the resolution. When this had been
done Mr. Gilkeson said: "I have
not called the state committee to-
gether and I have no business today
before it." •

The committee- returned to the
headquarters in the Lochiel house
and made its report, after which a
resolution was offered by J. D. Seal,
of Dauphin.and adopted, that Walter
Lyon, Henry K. Boyer, W. H. An-
drew, Gen. J. K. Siegfried, Dr. H.

NOTHING XEW UNDER THE SUN.NOTHING NEW UNDER THE SUN.

Curious List of Ancient Novelties
Inventions Not New.

Prof. Lombroso, writingIn The Con-
temporary Review on "Atavism and
Evolution," says: "It is curious to
examine the inventions which we deem
novelties, but which are really very old.
The ancients knew of the lightning-
conductor, or at all events th* method
of attracting the lightning. The Celtic
soldiers in a storm used to lie down on
the ground, first lighting a torch and
planting their . naked swords in the
ground by their side with their points
upward. The lightning, often struck
the point of the sword and passed away
into the water without . injuring the
warrior. \u25a0'/\u25a0'. /

"The Romans also seem to have
known the lightning rod, though they
let their knowledge slip again into
oblivion. On the top of the highest
tower of the castle of Dulno, on the
Adriatic there was set, from time im-
memorial, a long rod of iron. In the
stormy weather of summer it served
to predict the approach of the tempest.
A soldier was always stationed by It
when the sea showed any threatening
of p. storm. From time to time he put
the point of his long javelin close to
the rod. Whenever, a spark passed be-.
tween the two pieces of j iron he rang
a bell to warn the fishermen. Gerbert
(Hugh Capet), in the tenth century, in-
vented a plan for diverting lightning

. from the fields by planting in It long
sticks tipped with very sharp lance
heads.

"In 1662 France was already In pos-
session of omnibuses. The Romans
sank artesian wells even ln the Sahara
The plains of the Lebanon and [ of
Palmyra ' were artificially irrigated;
traces of the wells and canals are still
to be found. .: In 1685 Papln published in
The Journal dcs Savants an account of
the experiment made by one of his
friends named Wilde, who caused
flowers to grow Instantaneously. . The
secret lay in the preparation of the
ground, but it was not revealed.

"Massage is a very ancient practice,
and was known to the- Romans. Par-
acelsus, In his 'Opera- Medlca,' speaks
of homoeopathy and says that like is
cured by like, and not contrary by con-
trary. -'Nature herself,' he says, 'shows
this, and like things seek and desire
each other.' Polyblus also speaks of
healing by similarity, and Avlcenna of
the use of infinitesimal doses of poison,
of arsenic, for example, 'In omnibus
quae sunt necessaria ,de incarnatione
et resolutione sanguinis et prohibitlone
nocumentL' Mlreppus also used ar-
senic in infinitesimal doses as a remedy
for intermittent fever. In China Can-
nabis Indlca was used as a sedative
