CHICAGO, Abg. Heavy ship-
ments .of wheat . from competing ex-
porting countries sent wheat down
again . today, September . closing %c
lower. May corn lost %c; September
oats closed %c lower, and provisions
finished with out little change. Wheat
ruled very weak during the early part
of the session, and at one time sold
off l%c from the close Saturday, but
afterwards turned strong, and rallied
%c. The early weakness was due to
the easier cables, the fear of big mar-
ketings of wheat in the Northwest,
and more figures and estimates claim-
ing an enormous yield in that section.
There was a livelypressure to sell on
these reports and on revised figures
intended to snow that the decrease
in the world's wheat crop this year
was by no means as great as reported
by the Hungarian minister of agri-
culture Saturday. ,y >..;..
-Another reason for the weakness wasl

found In the big world's shipments
last week— B,ooo,ooo bushels, New York
wired— and especially those from Rus-
sia, which were said to have been
4,000,000 bushels. But after the market
had gone off nearly lc the visible sup-
ply was reported, showing the sur-
prising decrease of 1,800,000 bushels-
way beyond what had been expected,
against an increase the same week
last year of 870,000 bushels. This start-
ed the early sellers to covering, and
there was a reaction of %c. Septem-
ber sold at 61% cearly, up to 61%@
61%c, split off to 60%@61%c, split, and I
back to 61%c, and that was the price
at noon. After selling up to 61%e on
the big decrease in the visible for Sep-
tember, it fell to 61@61%c, and closed
at that figure. ...The trade in corn was in line with
that in wheat. All portions of the
country have had a thorough wetting
down, and damage that was feared is
no longer apprehended. The receipts
were 53 cars today, and 85 are the esti-
mated number of cars for tomorrow.
The out inspection was 631,000- bushels.
The selling of May was heavy and per-
sistent, and the trading in September
was comparatively light. May ranged
from 31% cto 31%@32c, and closed at31%c.

Oats were firm, Influenced by good
buying. A decline followed, and for j
the remainder of the session the mar- I
ket was easy in feeling and lower in
values. Fluctuations were ruled en- |tirely by wheat and corn. September i
started at 19%c, sold at 19%c, down to
IWxC, and closed at 19%csellers.
