DEVASTATION IN MEXICO.
Few Details Received Regarding-'

Friday's Storm.
LAREDO, Tex., Sept. I.—lnforma-

tion regarding the fearful storm of
Friday, which raged from Corpus
Chrlstl, Tex., and across the border
several hundred miles into Mexico, Is
very meager. Late tonight very lit-
tle can be learned, as the railroad offi-
cials are very reticent. Enough is
known, however, to state that the
storm is the worst In the history of
Northern Mexico. First reports were
to the effect that (.telegraph wires

and railroad track would be in work-
ing condition on Saturday, but dis-
patches tonight indicate that wires to
the City of Mexico, over the Mexican
National railroad, would not be ser-
viceable until tomorrow, and unoffi-
cial reports would denote the abandon-
ment of their trains until the latter
part of the week. Five miles of Mex-
ican National telegraph wires are
down, with numerous bridges washed
away. In many places the Mexican
National railroad is washed out for
hundreds of yards. At one point
300 yards of track was washed into
a small river, and twisted into all sorts
of shapes. It is reported that one of
the passenger trains Is stranded near
Salome Botelo, a small mining camp
about 100 miles from Laredo, the em-
bankment being washed out at the
head and rear end of the train. Thereare no reports of loss of life or homes.

There is no telling what develop-
ments will bring to light. The Mcx-

government wires are equally as
baflly damaged, but communication
with the City of Mexico is establishedby way of Eagle Pass.

WAS A FRIEND OP JEFF DAVIS.
Has Redeemed Himself by Hand-

some Requests to Colleges.

MALVERN, 10-., Sept. I.—The late M.
U. Payne, the famous Fremont county
millionaire, who died a few days ago,
was a most interesting and original
character. He was a life-long friend
of Jefferson Davis and when the latterwas elected president of the Southern
confederacy, he appointed Payne secre-
tary of the interior, but- he never
served in that capacity. On the con-
trary, he came North and settled in
Fremont county, where he has since
amassed a fortune of from $1,000,000 to
$3,000,000. He owned land in every state
in the Union except one, though he
most of his real estate was in Fremont'
county, where he had 16,000 acres.
When Jefferson Davis died he owed
Mr. Payne $100,000 which he had forgot-
ten to pay. When Davis died, Payne
was called to his home in Mississippi,
to preach his funeral sermon. Payne's
will, just filed for probate, shows his
money bequests to be $225,000 aside from
his real estate.

BIG EVENTS IN CREAM CITY.

La Crosse Teutons Celebrate O-
bservances at Many Other

Points.

-BERLIN, Sept. I.—Emperor Will-
iam, and the Empress Augusta and
other members of the imperial fam-
ily, the Grand Duchess of Baden and
numerous representatives of German
princely houses, ministers of state,
officers, veterans and deputations,
were present today at the consecra-
tion of the Emperor William Me-
morial church. The emperor and
empress arrived at the site of the
church with a military escort at
about 10 o'clock. The doors of the
church were opened to the accom-
paniment of pealing bells, and their
majesties were handed the golden
key of the church by a deputation
when they arrived inside. The serv-

• ice cf dedication was commenced
with the singing of a choral. Court
Chaplain Faber pronounced the con-
secration address, in which he allud-
ed to the strong faith, the cheerful
hopefulness and the love of-his peo-
ple and his country which char-
acterized the old emperor. He ex-
pressed the wish that faith, hope and
charity might constitute the main
pillars of the new church.

At the conclusion of this service,
the troops and veterans, including
the German-American veterans now
visiting the city, marched past their
majesties in review. The veterans
sang patriotic airs as they marched,
in which the spectators joined.

It is evident that the German na-
tion, especially the Berliners, in-
tend to celebrate the anniversary of
the battle of Sedan in a peaceful,
but determined, manner. The" task
of decorating the city for tomor-
row's fetes is not yet finished, but
enough has been done to justify the
prophecy that the capital tomorrow
will present such a spectacle as has
seldom been seen.

The newspapers all contain reflec-
tions upon the occasion and agree
that it is a demonstration to the
honor of united Germany, . and not
a manifestation, of satisfction at the
defeat of the French. All party
squabbles are laid . aside for the
time being. Even the ultramontanes,,
the Guelphs and the Poles avoid un-
pleasant remarks. The - Catholic
ecclesiastical authorities of Prussia
have actually ordered that a solemn
te deum be sung in the churches in
honor of the day. This has never
been done before.

The jarring tones of the Socialists,
who were attempting a demonstra-
tion of disapproval of the celebra-
tion, find little echo among the peo-
ple. It seems that the projected
Socialist anti-demonstrations . have
been abandoned. Today's ceremony
combined the characteristic of a na-
tional military and religious festival.
The golden key of the new church
was presented \u25a0to the empress, who
was the patron of the undertaking.
It is the tenth church opened in the
capital under the present reign. Most
of them owe their existence to the
kindlyinitiative and untiring zeal of
the empress. The new church may
fairly be ranked amongst the finest
architectural features of Berlin.

The Militar Wochenblatt publishes
new historical documents in connec-
tion with the fall of Sedan, the most
interesting being extracts from the
diary of Gen. Echelendorf.

In thanking the German- American
veterans for their visit on Friday
Prince Bismarck, referring to his
failing health, said: "Ican still look
on, but I cannot take part.

I should have dear-
ly liked to have seen the United
States of America, which of all coun-

I tries is the most sympathetic to us."

DIE WACHT AM RHINE.

It Stirs the Teutons to Enthusi-
asm.

LONDON, Sept. I.—A dispatch .to
the Standard from Berlin, describing
the dedication of the Memorial church,
says: "One side of the entrance was
flanked with veterans and the other
side with school children. Deputa-
tions from all the regiments of which
Emperor William I. was colonel were
also present. After, Emperor William
had greeted Herr Blumenthal and oth-
ers, Architect Schwechten made a
short speech and presented the keys.

NEW YORK, Sept. I.—Reports of
the outrages upon missionaries in
China have come from members of
the American Baptist missionary
union to the Baptist missionary mag-
azine, which show that the uprisings
were more general that has been told
before. In the last week of May
and the first of June, all the mis-
sionary stations in Western China
were looted by mobs, and 146 mis-
sionaries, men, women and children,
were driven away, escaping only
with their lives. In the province of
Sze Chuan, the largest in the em- j
pire, there were many small sta-
tions scattered over the valley of
the upper Yang Tse river. Most of
the missionaries had gone to the
field in the past five years.. While
the authorities seem to have tried,
in some instances, to protect the mis-
sions, the only service they were able
to render was to help them escape.
The missionaries fled hundreds of
miles down the river, traveling on
rafts and in house boats, hardly car-
rying so much as a change of cloth-, ing, and reaching places of safety
only after two weeks of hardship. .

In Chen Tv, the capital of the
province of Sze Chuan, a placard"
was posted on the 28th of May, as-
serting that the "foreign barbarians"
were hiring evil characters to steal
small children for them. The next
day a mob of several thousand tore
down the Canadian Methodist mis-
sion and the property of the two
other Protestant societies and the
Catholic buildings. The mission-
aries appealed to the magistrate of
the city, but he told . them he was
powerless to help them. . With the
aid of some friendly natives they

EFFECTED THEIR ESCAPE.
Then the cry went up: "The time

has come to turn all the missionaries
out of Sze Chuan." A part of the
mob divided into smaller parties and
took the various roads out of town,
en route for other mission centers.
In all cities the most inflammatory
placards were posted on the walls.
Riots immediately followed. The
Baptist missionaries believe the riots
were incited by members of the
officialclass. They kept in the back-
ground, however, and, to all ap-
pearances, the students were at the
bottom of the mischief.

They published a placard fixing a
date for the destruction of the mis-
sionary property at Suichau Fu, and
for killing the magistrate, who was
suspected of desiring to protect for-
eigners.

In most cases the missionaries,
while their property was being de-
stroyed, \ left the cities and hid in
the neighborhood, awaiting an op-
portunity to escape. They had na-
tive friends who helped them to pro-
cure boats and to put the ladies and
children aboard. At Suichau Fu,
Messrs. Warner and Wellwood and
Dr. Finch got their valuable papers
and silver out of the town and se-
creted them. Here, as everywhere,

the trouble came like a thunder clap
out of a clear sky. Sunday's serv-
ices. Were well attended, quiet and
very impressive, and three candi-
dates were baptized by immersion.
On Monday, June 3, the city was
flooded with placards.

The largest party, which numbered
sixty-five, were crowded for eleven
days in little house boats, suffering
terribly, and but for the fact that

.they had money enough to pay the
exorbitant prices asked them for ev-
erything, would have perished. Many
stories of individuals who escaped

are told, but they are much alike in
their main features.

little over 170 days for a cubic mile of
fluid to pass through the canal—al-
most exactly two and one-seventh
cubic miles per year. This amount,
taken from the 20,000 square miles ot
surface of Lake Michigan, would low- !
er the surface of the lake only foui- I
and one-half Inches, approximately, in 1

a year's time, provided there was no
inflow.

But, while the basin of the lake is
small, yet there are some fair-sized
streams flowing into it, the St. Joseph,
Kalamazoo, Grand, Muskegon and
Manistee draining the greater portion
of the Southern peninsula of Michigan;
the Menominee, Peshtigo, Oconto, from
Wisconsin, besides numerous others or
less volume.

True, these are comparatively small :
streams. I have no means of ascer-
taining their average flow in cubic
miles, but there Is no question that
either one of the eight named would
equal that of the outflow; of the canal,
leaving the others to care for the out-
flow from the lake through the natural
channel for the needs and protection
of commerce.

The frightabout the injuryto naviga-
tion therefore seems groundless, and,
to use a common phrase, . Chicago
will get there with both feet— and Chi-
cago feet at that, proverbial for their
dimensions. She will complete the
ditch, rid herself of the odors arising
from the Chicago river, and go on
to the destiny that surely awaits her-^
the metronolis of the continent and the
wonder of the century.

BIG CROP, BIG EARNINGS.

The rail-
roads are already beginning to show
a very general return to the old scale
of earnings; and, with the larger trade
to result from a good harvest. it is safe
to expect yet larger increases of both
freight and passenger traffic from this
time forward.

It goes without the saying that these
wholesale developments of businessare destined to still further enhance
the value of securities, especially those
which are dependent upon the move-
ments of commerce, which means es-
pecially railroad and sound industrial
stocks. •:
