~ ANOTHER INNOVATION.

Banks to Help the Gold Syndi-
cate,

NEW YORK, Sept. 9.—Gold to the
amount of $1,200,000 was with.dx'u.wn
from the sub-treasury for shipment
to Europe tomorrow. W. H. Cross-
man & Bro. took $1,000,000, Nessla:ge
& Fulier $100,000, and Oelrichs & Co.
$100,000. These withdrawals brought
the treasury’s gold reserve down to
about $97,300,000. It was expected that
the Belmont-Morgan syndicate would
make a large deposit of gold in the
sub-treasury, restoring
to  $100,000,000, but no deposit was
made. It was reported today that the
Chase National
syndicate with $500,000 last Friday in
eA:\'c‘nan;.w for greenbacks, and that
other banks will do the same thing
in like proportion to their gold hold-
ings. This course, if adopted, would
fortify the syndicate with sufficient
gold to maintain the reserve against
almost any possible withdrawals for
a month to come. E. O. Leech, ex-
director of the mint and cashier of
the National Union bank, speaking
of the matter today, said he was
strongly in favor of the bhanks giving
up some. of their gold for the main-
tenance of the treasury gold reserve.
He thought it would be a good plan
for all of them to turn into the treas-

ury at least 25 per cent of their gold |

holdings. There was no question that,
as soon as cotton and grain bills be-
gan to come forward, gold would flow
into the treasury, and the banks could

then, if necessary, replenish their own
holdings. W. E. Curtis, assistant
secretary of the treasury, called at

the sub-treasury and saw Conrad M.
Jordan, assistant United States treas-
urer. Mr., Curtis declined to say any-
thing for publication. It was learned
that his visit had no reference to the
syndicate operations and the gold re-

serve.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 9.—The gold

No Further Effort to Recover
Bodies to Be Made Before |

Tomorrow, o

HOUGHTON, Mich., Sept. 9.—The
situation at Osceola copper mine re-
mains about the same as it was Sun-
day. Capts. Richards and Edwards
and a couple of men went down as
far as the second level in Shaft No.
1 Sunday night to make some re-
pairs to the pump. Everything ap-
peared to be clear there, but after
the men had been working for a
while they felt themselves beihg
overcome by gas and started up. One
of these men became exhausted be-
fore going far and had to be helped
to the surface by those with him.
Capt. Richards and Capt. Edwards,
with a small gang of men, went
down Shaft No. 5 this morning and
succeeded in getting within about 200
feeti of No. 4, when they were afraid
to go farther owing to the strong
gaseous odors, and returned to the
surface as fast as possible. After
this attempt had been made the
men who had relatives and others
having friends in this awful disas-
ter, went to Capt. W. E. Parnell
with the request that No. 3 shaft
be uncovered. They had no hopes
of the men being alive, but they were
very anxious to recaver the bodies.
Capt. Parnell called all the miners
together and made a long address
to them, saying that it would give
the fire a draft, and that there was
timber enough in the mine to keep
the fire up for weeks, and that this
action would cause a much longer
delay in recovering the bodies. He
is of the opinion that the best plan
is to cover every draft until about
Wednesday, which no doubt would
amply smother the flames, then open
Nos. 1 and 5 shafts, create a draft,
and draw the gas out of the mine..
In conclusion Capt. Parnell said
positively that he would not
under any consideration whatever
open No. 3 shaft. He, however,
consented, at the request of the
men, to batten up Shaft No. 5 and
open Shafts Nos. 1 and 2, which lat-
ter two have been closed with traps,
and leave it thus for about five
hours, with the endeavor to create
a draft and draw the gas from and
away from No. 4, in the vicinity of
which it is thought most of the
bodies will be found.

NO HOPE.

If this did not prove successful
after five or six hours it was de-
cided . that every shaft sheuld be

battened down and kept so until']’

about Wednesday, when all the
shafts will be opened and another
attempt will be made {o reach the
bodies. The relatives of the en-
tombed men are becoming more anx-
ious, as each hour passes, to recover
the bodies, and would willingly en-
ter the burning mine, which they
know would mean death, to try to
find a few of them. The majority of
the men; say that most of the bodies
will undoubtedly be found on or
near the seventeenth level of No. 4
shaft. About 5 p. m. the men be-
came- convinced that thgir scheme
would not work, and now every
shaft has been tightly sesaled. Many
thousands visited the mine today,
and when this latter announcement
was made the frantic cries of the
heart-broken mothers, sons and
daughters could be heard all over
the location. Many agonizing sights
were to be witnessed at several of
the homes. Mothers, with eight and |
ten children clustered about them,
were weeping frantically, their last
ray of hope having disappeared.
How the fire originated is a great
mystery. Capt. Richards thinks it
was the work of incendiaries, while
others say that it was undoubtedly
due to carelessness on the part of the
miners.

TO SAVE DURRANT.
His Friends Claim to Have a

IEXCITED POLES.

Censor Helenski, of Duluth, Rer-
forming Great Work.

CLEVELAND, O., Sept. 9.—Great en-
thusiasm was created at the Polish
consecration today by the address of
the president, Adalia Sataloski, of Chi-
cago. In an eloquent way he called on
all Polanders in the Unted States to
do their best to disseminate knowl-
edge concerning their native land, and
to use every effort to raise money for
the relief of the people of the dismem-
bered kingdom. The delegates rose to
their feet, cheering loudly, and at the
conclusion of the address the presi-
dent was congraulated in a hearty
manner. Censor T. M. Helenski, post-
master of Duluth, told the convention
that during the past two years he had,
with the funds of the order, purdgpased
15,000 volumes on the history and topo-
graphy of Poland, which he had sent
to all parts of the United States and
Europe. When Helenski sat down a
half dozen delegates sprang to their
feet, shouting at the same time for
recognition, and a vociferous motion
was made to the effect that the cen-
sor be re-elected for two years be-
cause of the good work he had done.
The president had difficulty in restor-
ing order, but it was finally decided to
go on with the regular order.

Considerable excitement was caused
by the reading of the report of the
general secretary, A. Malek, of Chi-
cago, which showed that during the
past two years there nad been col-
lected $100,000, of which §105,600 had
been expended, leaving a balance of
$5,000. Some of the details of the re-
port were misunderstood by the dele-
gates and explanations were demanded
in a stormy way. The report was re-
ferred to a committee after quite a dis-
cussion, and it will be disposed of in
the regular way.

STETTIN, Sc¢pt. 9.—Prince Eitel
Frederick, second son of Emperor
William, met Emperor Francis Joseph
of Austria-Hungary on his arrival at
Potedam today and drove with him
to the new palace, where the em-
peror was entertained at luncheon by
Empress Augusta Victoria. The em-
peror of Austria then proceeded to
Stettin.
