the Increase the same week last year
was 2.219,000 bushels. December opened
at 59% to 5914 c sold off to 5S%c, .then
got strong, and before noon sold to
69% c There was a steady and compar-
atively strong feeling during th« cms-
Ing hour on cash buying by millers,
and December closed at 69%c.

No frost in the corn belt vus the
opening Influence in the market for
that article, and although a great deal
of short corn was covered, the price
was only affected %c in the buying of
it.
