as irregular. The distribution of busi-
ness was fair, with Sugar, Tennessee

Coal, Atchison. Rurlington, St. Pau:
and Recading the leaders. The opening
was weak, in sympathy with frac-

tional declines in American stocks in
London. Foreign dealers were also
sellers of Louisville & Nashville and
Reading in this market. The appar-
ent causes of the depression were the
failure of the government bond syndi-
cale to make good the impairment of

the treasury gold reserve beiow the
$100,000,000 mark, and the unabated
strength of the exchange market,

which was thought to foreshadow fur-
ther large exports of gold. Predictions
of a hardening tendency in moeney
rates were made, but attracted little
attention, although slightiy higher fig-
ures were reported in the day for
both call and time money. The ple-
thora of idle capital is too generally
appreciated to permit of any scare on
this point.

Later in the day the announcement
of the declaration of the regular quar-
terly dividend of 1% per cent on Man-
hattan, and of the recommendation of
the payment of the regular quarterly
dividend of 1% per cent on Western
Union, by the executive committee,
helped to cause a firmer tone. The en-
gagements of gold for export tomor-
row also proved to be unusually light.
The agricultural bureau reported the
condition of cotton on Sept. 1 as 70.8,
which is practically the lowest on rec-
ord. Officials of Southwestern roads
still report rates as unsatisfactory. In
the early declires Louisville & Nash-
ville and Reading were the chief suf-
ferers. After the Initial dealings prices
firmed up almost generally, under the
lead of the industrials.  Sugar rose
1%; American Tobacco, 13% and Ten-
nesee Ceal, 1% per cent. About the end
of the first hour another reaction set
in which affected the entire list.
Sanr broke 133; Missouri Pacitfic and
Colorado Fuel 1%;; Tennessee, 1%, and
in the specialties, Erie telegraph broke
the record of its successive advances
by a decline of 2 per cent from the
highest of the day.
