It cannot be said that the board of
aldermen made final disposition of a
great amount of business last night,

but the session was one of the liveli-
est and noisiest held for some time.
The most interesting and, as it
proved, the most . amusing event
of the evening was the debate over
the curfew ordinance introduced by

Aid. Hare. The provisions of this
ordinance have already been pub-

lished by the Globe. In brief, It
requires all boys and girls under the
age of sixteen! to keep, off the streets
of the city between the hours of
9 p. m. and 6 a. m. unless accom-
panied by their parents or guardians
or proper persons of lawful ages, or
unless they have been despatched on
some errand by their parents, guard-
unless they have been dispatched on
ians or employers..? The penalty for
a second offense is a fine of $10 or ten
days' imprisonment.'"^"^

Aid. Hare was > very \u25a0••* much -In
immediate passage of this ordinance,
so when a proposition to refer it to
a committee was made, the alderman
from the Sixth ward arose and with
considerable show of feeling.pro-

ceeded to point out its merits and
urge its passage. . *;_yfffZ^Zy

"I am not here," said Aid. Hare,
"to make political capital out of this
ordinance. I am advocating it be-
cause I am convinced' it is"for the
good of the people and their _ chil-
dren. Iknow that there are people
who are opposed to it, and I also
know that as a general thing those

who are against it are people who
are inclined to violate the laws ra-

ther than obey them. This is a seri-
ous matter. I feel that this Ordi-
nance If passed would - be a - great
benefit to the. community. . Every

mother In this city will be grateful
for Its passage. As for the objection
urged by some that it would be a
disgrace to allow our children to be
arrested and taken to the municipal
court and there brought Into contact
with thieves, drunkards and harlots,

all I have to say is that I would
rather have my children dealt with
in that way than to have them
ruined through the influence of im-

moral companions."

THE DEBATE OPENS.

After Aid. Lindahl had seconded
the motion for the passage of the
ordinance Aid. Murphy took excep-
tion to . the intimation ;of Aid.|Hare
that those who opposed- the ordi-
nance were violators" of the law.
Said Aid. Murphy: f "?'\u25a0 •-

"This is : a serious matter. I don't
like the idea of Aid. Hare insulting

the members of , this body .or any-
body because they don't believe as
he does. That is no indication that
they are violators of the law. .1.
think this ordinance should be re-
ferred to the - committee on jstreets.
As for myself, I don't believe the or-
dinance can be enforced. We haven't
got policemen enough to enforce it.

"Imove the ordinance be referred

This was too much for Aid. . Hare,
who at once protested against the
manifest disposition to ridicule his

"I want this matter treated with
respect," he said. "It is a serious or-
dinance, and is entitled to respect.
I consider . that is- in bad taste to
treat it this way, and offer to refer
it to the 'committee on gas,' and the
alderman from . the.Sixth ward put
a bitter emphasis on the word 'gas.'
It's true I may have a good deal of
gas, but it's on the right side every
time. Ifyou are bound to refer the
ordinance, I want it referred to' a
respectable committee," ( Loud
laughter).

President Ehrmanntraut— Do I
understand 'the alderman from the
Sixth ward to say that the commit-
tee on gas which the president of
this body appointed is not respecta-
ble? (Laughter.)

A Voice— ought to know; he's
chairman of the committee. (More
laughter.)

After the laughter had subsided
Aid. Brady suggested that ReliefAgent Hutchins, who was present,
give his opinion of the ordinance.

Mr. Hutchins said that he thought
the state laws governing minors
covered the subject in an adequate
manner, except that no hours were
specified. Mr. Hutchins was opposed
to having the children locked up
The officers should take them home,
not lock them up. On motion of Aid
Markham the ordinance wes re-
ferred to the committee on streets.

An ordinance by Aid. Brady pro-
viding that the maximum penalty for.vagrancy shall be a fine of $25 or. im-prisonment for thirty days was passed.
The ordinance repeals the present vag-
rancy ordinance which attempts to de-
fine vagrancy, and failing to do so,
allows: a. loophole whereby vagrants ~often secure release. from -custody. The
new ordinance is also less oppressive. I

Farmers Have Hard Work to Get
"' Stock -Watered. y

The Weather crop bulletin of the
Minnesota . weather service, ' for the
week ending Sept. 16, is as follows:

The weather during the past week
has on the whole been favorable for
nearly all kinds of farm work. The
forepart of the week was warm and.
dry, with the wind at times too high
for threshing. Thursday and Friday
brought well scattered showers and
cooler weather. Everything is now out
of danger from frost except 'garden
vegetables and corn in the northern
section. Threshing is well along. A
delay of one day was experienced on
account of the rain and high winds
also impeded this work to some degree.
Corn in the northern portion of the
state has been damaged by frost.
Elsewhere lt Is ripe and much is in
shock. Potatoes are being dug. Buck-
wheat Is nearly all cut. Flax ls nearly
all cut and some threshed. There is a
general complaint in the southern
section ?of the lack of water. The
ground is so dry that plowing is ex-
tremely difficult, while the wells and
lakes are drying up. In some cases
farmers have been compelled to sell
their stock, in others deep wells have
been drilled to furnish the necessary
stock water.
