TALK ON INTEMPERANCE,

Father James Nugent Addresses

a Large Crowd.

Father James Nugent, of Liverpool,
addressed a large audience at Cretin
hall last night on the subject of in-
temperance. The meeting was held
under the auspices of the local Fath-
er Mathew's Total Abstinence society
and the Sacred Thirst society, and the
audience was composed largely of la-
dies. There were also a large. num-
ber of children present.

Father Nugent is one of the best
known and most popular temperance
advocates n the world. He it was who
resuscitated the Father Mathew work
in 1872 by establishing the League of
the Cross, which was taken up
throughout England and Ireland, and
has since spread to every civilized
country in the world. This particular
organization is8 not so well known in
the western as it is in the eastern part
of the United States, where a large
number of societies exist under it.

Father Nugent is a born temperance
worker, for his whole life, no less
than his words, stands out as an ex-
ample of temperance, not alone in the
use of intoxicants. but in the rational
control of all the appetites and desires
of the body, in the indulgence of which
men are constantly running to ex-
cess. His absolute self-control is ap-
parent at a glance in his manner
and- looks. <An old man with white
hair, below . the average iIn height,
but moderately stout, a good forehead,
a genial face full of character and
good fellowship and a heart bubbling
over with kindness, generosity .and
mirth, describes him about as well as
it is possiBle to do so in a few words.
He talks with a mild voice that is
full of earnestness and carries the
conviction to every ear that hears fit,
here s an honest, devout, good man.

Father Nugent treated the subject of
his address last night from a physio-
logical point of view and also from
the standpoint of heredity. He began
by saying that in this country the
only thing necessary to progress from
a political and industrial point of view
was honesty, honor, manhood on the
part of the people, whether in public or
private life, for without these ele-
ments in private life they could not
be expected in public life. The stream
cannot rise above its source. He then
went on to show that the effect of
aicohol on the human mind tended to
weaken it; to destroy the character,
and to undermine the physical being
as well. He went a step further and
argued that through the laws of hered-
ity the deception, dishonesty, lack of
self-control, want of character and
mental and physical weakness gener-
ally brought on by the use of intoxi-
cants were stamped upon the offspring,
and the result was a weak, dishonest
race of men.

The points in his address he backed
up by an array of facts from his own
experience and the experience of other
eminent men, which made his argy-
ments very convincing. was a talk
well worth hearing. Father Nugent

BUT IT WILL BE SOME COOLER.

A Chilly Blast From the North-
west Is Headed This
Way,

It seems that no matter how well
founded the philosophical conclusion,
the laws, or, rather, what might be
called the anarchy of nature, is lia-
ble to step in any day and make a
new conclusion necessary, knock the
bottle out of the premises, reasoning,
conclusion and all, as it were. Put
this question two months ago to any
school boy who had ever looked in-
side the covers of a work on phil-
osophy: “Why is it that, while the
sun’s rays strike the north tem-
perate zone more nearly direct on
the 21st of June than on any other
day in the year, the months of July
and August are warmer than the
month of June?” and he would an-
swer:

‘““Because the warm rays of the
sun as it gradually creeps north-
ward during the spring months has
s0 warmed the earth by the time it
reaches its northern limit that the
earth continues to receive more heat
during the day than it radiates by
night until along about the last of
August.”

This is the regulation answer of
the text books on philosophy—at
least it was not many years ago, and
probably is yet, as no notice of any
such important change taking place
has been given. But suppose the
man who makes philosophical books
were asked why it is that in a sum-
mer when the sun’'s rays did not
seem to begin to warm the earth
much before the 2ist of June and
very little for a long time afterward,
that season when the sun had reced-
ed so far south that it stands almost
directly over the equator 1is the
warmest of the wholg year—put that
question to him, and, in the lan-
guage of the street, the old: boy
would simply have to throw up his
thumbs. It is just one of those
things that result every now and
then from the anarchy of nature to
show men how little is to be known.

Yesterday was the 19th day of
September. In just three days more
the sun will stand vertically over the
equator. Three months will then
have elapsed since the day its rays
shone most directly on this section
of the earth, and yet, with the ex-
ception of two or three days a little
over a week ago, vesterday was the
warmest day of the year, the tem-
perature reaching 95 flat by the
official -record. - It was the warmest

-in the memory of the oldest inhabit-
ant; ‘and ‘certainly -the warmest in
the twenty-five years past, during
which official records have been
kept.

But a sudden change is coming,
and those who have overcoats may
do well to drag them forth from
their summer’s hiding place, for,
while the people of St. Paul were
sweltering in the heat yesterday,
those at Calgary ‘in the British pos-
sessions were playing snow ball, and
the cold wave was headed for St.
Paul when last heard from. Weath-
er Officer Lyons said yesterday that
today would be cooler, though no
decided change might be felt before
evening. But by tomorrow morning
a light overcoat might be a very ac-
ceptable appendage to a man’s ward-
robe. E

Discussing with a G10 b e reporter
these ' peculiarly hot days and the
causes of sudden changes in tem-
perature, Prof. Lyons said that it
seemed as though juat about so
much hot weather is due every sum-
mer, and if it does not come when
it is due, it runs late until it gets
here, but it is bound to come some
time. Then as to the theory that
most of the sudden changes in tem-
perature and storms have their or-
igin in the region of the Japan cur-
rent, Prof. Lyons said that the cold
alr up in the mountainous regions of
the West had just as much to do
with it as the Japan current. But
what the real cause of the atmos-
pheric disturbances that are always
the primary source, noc man knew.
And as the primary causes are hid-
den and cannot be understood, and
nothing can be known about the ap-
proach of a-storm until the change
in atmospheric pressure is noted in
the barometer, so predictions long
in advance of approaching storms
and sudden changes in temperature
are precluded. Of course when a
snow storm begins in Calgary, and
‘the news is telegraphed here, it is
a very simple calculation to arrive
at a knowledge of when the storm
or cold wave will reach here, when
it is known to be coming this way.

But to return to the sweltering
heat of yesterday, not literall?;. no,
heaven forbid; but just mentally, it
was amusing to note the manner in
which it affected d:fferent people. Take,
