DYNAMITE SPREADS DEATH.

Bombs Carry Havoc and Terror

Into the Ranks of the Span-

ish Troops.

NEW YORK. Sept. News of a
battle in which the Spanish were de-
feated by the Cubans and lost 300,
was received today by President
Palma. It came in a letter written
Sept. 14 by Pedro Rovira, a Cuban
private, who deserted the Spanish
ranks at Pedro Lego when Campos
was defeated. In a later engage-
ment Rovira was captured by the
Spanish, court-martialed, and sen-
tenced to receive 400 lashes and to be
shot. The sentence was carried out
while Rovira was shouting for Cuban
liberty. The Spaniards were greatly

incensed against him, as he had
killed three of their men before be-
ing captured. The letter says that
all Santiago was incensed against

the Spaniards, and then goes on to
describe a hard-fought battle:

"A man who was sick in a hospital
at Casimbra escaped to Guantanin
in August, and told the Spaniards

that Gen. Jose Maceo was sick in the
Casimbra hospital, and had only
thirty men with him. On the 30th
of August Maceo heard that 1,200
men, one battalion corps, and a
squadron of cavalry, with two pieces
of artillery, were marching on him.
Maceo mounted his horse, and from
the mountain of Santa Maria viewed
the enemy's position. He ordered
eight of his men to keep firing from
ambuscade to deceive the Spanish,
and meanwhile he had sent word to
his brother. Gen. Antonio Maceo. On
Aug. 31 the Spaniards captured Fran-
cis, and Gen. Jose Maceo fortified his
few men in a plantation house near
the hospital. He wished to guard the
right side of the road leading to
Baccalano, which skirted the hos-
pital. The Spaniards were slowly
closing in on him when Gen. Cebreco
and a Cuban column came to his
relief, and made the enemy evacuate
their position.

"A hot engagement followed, in
which the Spaniards regained their
position, but were unable to hold it,
as Gen. Antonio Maceo suddenly ap-
peared on the scene, and with Ce-
breco and Col. Mieuninit, succeeded
in wresting it from Canalle and Gar-
rido, who commanded the Spanish.
The Spanish now made a brilliant
charge, and for the third time man-
aged to secure the position, but in
the engagement the Spanish captain
of artillery was mortally wounded,
and they slowly withdrew, the Cu-
bans fighting them back."

FURIOUS FIGHTING.
This battle lasted from 5 a. m. to

1 p. m. It was resumed in the early
afternoon, however, and is described
as follows:

"Gen. Antonio Maceo cleverly
turned the Spanish column and
gained the pass of Baccano. He
then massed his troops before the
Spanish vanguard, while Gen. Jose
Maceo got his men in the rear. A
very desperate encounter ensued. It
raged until 9 o'clock at night, when
it was discontinued until the dawn of
the next day. The Spanish then
commenced to retreat until they
reached the Igubaniabano field,
where they were able to use their
cavalry, which was impossible on
the mountains of Santa Maria. They
did not gain any advantage, how-
ever, and after burning their pro-
visions they continued to retreat to
Mountanin. which place they entered
in scattered groups."

T\e Cubans had no cavalry, but
made effective use of dynamite
bombs, which, the letter states,
struck terror to the enemy. In the
engagement the Cuban loss was 40-
--men wounded and killed. The Span-
iards lost over 300 men, 40 horses and
a large store of provisions and mu-
nitions of war. The Cubans are still
capturing stragglers and picking up
arms near Mountanin. • Antonio
Maceo returned to his camp at Es-
candel. Three miles awey, at Caney,
the Cubans can see their flag floating
over his camp. Spaniards are de-
serting every day and joining the

.Cubans. The Spaniards, after thebattle, sent a . dispatch to Spain
headed, "The defeat and capture of
Jose Maceo," and also asked for the
reward and the advance of the offi-cers in the engagement.

BAD ONE FOR THE REBELS.

ONE DOLLAR PER TON. 'v".-;

Alton's Low Coal Rate to Go Into
. Effect This "Week. --;-l-'-,

CHICAGO, Sept. 23. — West-bound
freight rates received another black
eye today, when the Alton announced
that, effective Sept. 26, it would make
a rate of $1 per ton on hard coal from
Chicago to Kansas City. This is the
lowest- cut by far that has been made
in the recent flurry in western rates.
The other roads had cut the rate from
$3.20 to $2.50, and had agreed that the
cut should be kept out of Kansas
City. The Alton has not only gone
deeper, but has put the rate into a
territory where none of the other
lines were willingto extend it. The
action of the Alton will be followed by
the other roads as soon as they can
make the rate. There is a general
feeling that the present- cuts, and the
general situation as well, may be fixed
up at the meeting of general freight
agents to be held this week, but the
cuts have for some time been extend- \ed into all of the class rates, and it
may not be as easy to bring about a
better condition of things as some of
the lines imagine.

POTATO BUSINESS.

Rates Talked Over hy the Freight

The representatives of the lines be-

tween here and Duluth and St. Paul
and Chicago met at the Omaha gen-
eral freight office yesterday afternoon
to establish the division of rates and
territories for the potato business. One

meet the cut unless further demorali-

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Sept. 23.—
The tenth week of the trial of The-
odore Durrant commenced today.
The prosecution now has its case
substantially before the jury and all
that remains for the district attor-
ney to introduce is corroborative tes-
timony. Adolph Oppenheim, the
broker who stated that Durrant had,
about April15, tried to pawn a ring,
identified by Oppenheim as belonging
•to Blanche Lamont, was further
cross-examined today. On the day
Durrant is charged with having tried
to sell the ring, Oppenheim said only
two other persons had called. Both
were strangers, yet "• he described
them minutely, and recounted the
particulars of their visits, as if they
had occurred but yesterday. Oppen-
heim was asked regarding other spe-
cified days and answered promptly.
Counsel for the defense tried to con-
fuse Oppenheim by showing him a
number of silver articles and inquir-
ing if he had ever seen them before.
In many cases the pawn broker re-
plied in the affirmative and described
the persons who had tried to sell or
pawn them. The defense evidently
considered Oppenheim's testimony of
great importance and tried hard to
break it down, but without marked
success. W. J. Phillips, a cigar man-
ufacturers middle-aged man of good
apearance and address, testified that
he had seen Duyant coming out of
Oppenheim's store in the early part
of last April. He was attracted to
the man by his peculiar appearance
and manner of his actions, and the
fact that he was coming . out of a
pawnshop. When the district attor-
ney requested the witness to indicate
the man he saw coming out of the
pawnshop, Phillips walked over to
the prisoner, and, with pointed fin-
ger, said in a positive tone:

"That is the young man:" ..--/-.'"--.-
IMMOVABLE DURRANT.

Durrant did not flinch under the
ordeal. He returned gaze with gaze,
and not a muscle of his impassive
face twitched. He neither betrayed
guilt, nor flashed back the glance i
of injured innocence. The witness
was cross-examined regarding his
business enterprises, and his family
history, with the apparent intent of
discrediting his "testimony. He said
when Durrant's portrait was first
published he remarked that he had
seen him some place. When Oppen-
heim's * picture was published, \ the
scene at the pawnshop flashed across,

his mind, and all the details came
back to him. ; ; - -'«

Leigh H. Irvine, a newspaper man,
said he interviewed Durrant on the
evening ofApril14, in the city prison,
Durrant's statement being made in
the presence of Judge Thompson,
who was then Durrant's attorney.
It was as to his whereabouts on
April 3. Durrant said he left home
about 9 o'clock on that morning, and.
met Blanche at Twenty-first and Mis-
sion streets. She invited him to ac-
company her to the college. He
went to the church at 4:30 and took
his coat and hat and went up stairs
to fix the gas. He stated that he met
King in the church, and left it with
King. He said nothing about hav-
ing seen Miss Lamont in the after-
noon. Mrs.%. B. Perry, of Alameda,
who was visiting Mrs. Crosset on
April 3, corroborated Mrs. Crosset as
to her trip to the mission on that
afternoon. Mrs. Crosset left the
Haight street car at Market street
to go out to Valencia.

Their Freedom Will He Demand-

ed, and IfRefused lilood
Will Flow.

CHICAGO, Sept. 23.—The great na-
tional convention of Irish societies
will be opened in the Y. M. C. A. hall
at 10 o'clock tomorrow, morning with
a large representation of Irish from
all parts of the country. Today del-
egates' were arriving on every train.
The headquarters at McCoy's hotel
presented an animated appearance,
conferences and the welcoming of
new arrivals being the order of the
day. John T. Keating, state secre-
tary of the Ancient Order of Hi-
bernians and secretary of the local
reception committee, estimates that
there will be fully 1,500 delegates in

: attendance when the convention
opens. One general object is the
formation of . a united open organ-
ization for the furtherance of the
Irish cause. The convention will last
three days. Those who issued the
call claim that it is not contemplated
that physical force shall be used or
advised in the attainment of the in-
dependence of the Irish people as a
nation, unless such means be deemed
absolutely necessary and the object
in view be probable of attainment.
It is believed that the convention
will serve to revive interest and in-
fuse new life Into the Irish cause,
both in America and Great Britain. .

Among the distinguished delegates
already here is O'Neil Ryan, of St.
Louis. ; Mr. Ryan, who was one of
the signers of the official call for the
convention, is vice president of the
Irish National league, having been
elected when Hon. Patrick Egan was
chosen president of the league.

NO PHYSICAL FORCE.
Asked to indicate the general and

special . purposes of the convention
today Mr. Ryan said: . "It is a con-
vention called by leading- men of the
Irish race who have ceased to have
confidence in the efforts of the Brit-
ish parliament to obtain for us our
rights. We wish to make known
our desires and our demands through

the instrumentality of this conven-
tion; then we shall await the out-
come. We wish to arouse the Irish
movement from the lethargy into
which it has been allowed to fall
these past four or five years. The
general principle which we advocate,
and for which Ibelieve the conven-
tion will declare, is the complete in-
dependence of the Irish people. There
has been considerable talk about the
convention declaring in favor of em-
ployment of physical force in obtain-
ing our ends. Now, I don't believe,

\ nor do I think the prime movers |in I
the' calling .of this convention"' be-
lieve, that such a course would be
advisable at this . time. It would
be foolishness for the Irish people to
enter into a rebellion which promised

at the outset to end : in our people
being imprisoned and killed. But 1
do believe the men most active in
this cause are in favor of force
should it be . necessary and . likely to
bring about the desired effect."

! ROSSA AND TYNAN.
- Considerable comment is being
aroused by the fact that among the
fifty delegates from New York city
who-^jve arrived are- Jeremiah
O'Donovan Rossa and D. P. Tynan.
Tyhan became celebrated in 1882 as
"Number One" having in charge the
"removal" of government officials in
Ireland. It was he who was accused
of having conducted the killingof
Chief Secretary Cavendish and Un-
der. Secretay Burke in Phoenix park,

Dublin. So carefully was the
name of this man kept from
his fellow conspirators that
even James Carey, . a leading
member of •the Invincibles, knew him
only as "No. 1." Carey, however,
when he became an Informer, made
It necessary for Tynan to come to
this country. During the year fol-
lowing the , killing Tynan ..was a

. rmemiber of thte Middlesex Volun-
teers, a crack London corps, and was
one of the men picked to. escort the
queen ..' to the opening of-" the new
Royal Courts on the Strand. Rossa
is well known for his dynamite
campaigns. He was, it is
claimed by. his friends among
the delegates, most inhumanly
treated while In an English
prison on a thirty-year sentence for
his connection with the Fenian
movement, being obliged to lap up
his food while his" hands were tied
behind his back. He lately visited
England, the term of his ; sentence
having expired. ; Rossa • and Tynan

: are staying at McCoy's hotel, the
official headquarters.

AN EYE FOR AN EYE.
A sensation has been created by

the announcement that the conven-
tion, among other thngs, would con-
sider the case of the Irish :political
prisoners still held in penal servi-
tude in England. Lord Salisbury, it
is stated on high authority, will
probably be sent a formal \u25a0 demand
for their release within a certain peri-
od, which, if not complied with, will
be followed by the carrying out
strictly of the old law -of "an eye
for an eye and a tooth for a tooth."
For every prisoner not released the
"removal" is promised of a British
cabinet officer or other prominent
