Assemblyman Arosin is "\u25a0 deter-
mined to close the auction stores in
St. Paul, where fake jewelry is dis-
posed of. Under the present condi- |
tion of the laws and ordinances, it I
is impracticable, if not actually im-
possible, to convict the proprietors
and "runners" of these establish-

ments of any criminal deeds in con-
nection with the business. The in-
stant a complaint is made the vie-
tim either gets his money back or
an article equal to it in value, or
some other expedient is adopted to
escape conviction of larceny. It is j
therefore proposed to reach these j
gentry in another way. i

"With this end in view Mr. Arosin I
held a conference in the mayor's 'office yesterday forenoon with Act- [
ing Mayor Ehrmanntraut and Chief !
of Police Clark. After discussing i
the problem at some length, it was
agreed that the most practical solu-
tion of it would be the passage of
an ordinance forbidding the em-
ployment of "runners" and other
confederates who stand on the
streets near the doorways of the
fake jewelry shops and gather in
the rustics and greenhorns as they
pass by. In fact, it is the intention
of Mr. Arosin to deal with this ques-
tion in the same manner as the pres-
ent laws have done away with the
hotel runners who used to abduct
the unsuspecting transients the in-
stant they emerged from the union
depot,

Mr. Arosin has not yet made a
_raf of the proposed ordinance, but
he will probably complete it in time
for the next meeting of the assem-
bly, which will take place Thursday
•night, Oct. 8.

The ordinance will prohibit "run-
ners'" or other employes of fake
jewelry shops or any kind of mer-
cantile establishments, from stand-
ing on the sidewalks in front of
their places and endeavoring to en-
tice passers-by to step inside and >
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see their goods. Mr. Arosin believes !
that if the fake shops are prevented j
from sending out men to grab their j
customers and yank them from the |
sidewalks into the stores, that their [
business will fall off. In answer to |
the suggestion that the proposed or- j
dinance might be held unconstitu- j
tional, Mr. Arosin says that it ought •
to be upheld on the ground that it
forbids the commission of a nuisance, j
under which head he classifies the
cappers and runners. The victims
oi' these! sharpers are just as numer- '
ous as ever, scarcely a day passing
by without some greenhorn being
victimized, but inasmuch as he parts

with his money voluntarily, •it is
difficult to secure convictions. i

The State Expert Hit Hard by the
Chronicle.

State Expert Printer Stevens isn't
finding his "soft snap" at the capitol
a bed of roses. The Northwestern:
Chronicle of yesterday used him for. a j
target and filled him full of holts in !

ing member than George C. Stevens,
who, last January was appointed state
expert printer. The principal duties of
the office are to protect the . state
against exorbitant charges for such
printing bills as might be incurred by
the state. This year rendered the su-
pervision of a qualified pereon more
than ever necessary upon account of
the unusual amount of printing re- '

quired in taking the census, for which
a largely increased appropriation of
funds was made by the last legisla-
ture.

to say has resulted :n the looting of :
the treasury and the exhaustion of the j
printing appropriation, although the j
laws of last winter's session which
should have appeared months ago are !

not yet published. It is not very high i
praise to say that Stevens is about |
the most Intelligent of the A. P. A. ,
crowd in St. Paul. No Job. printer, i
clever at hl;s trade, as Stevens was, I
would associate himself with the A.
P. A. crowd without an object, and it
now seems that Stevens had a very de-
fined object, which was no less than to
exchange his position of job printer
working for wages for that of state ex-
pert at a salary of $175 per month. The
salary itself, though comfortable, was
nothing to the perquisites as the se-
quel shows. All this Stevens was evi-
dently shrewd enogh to see.- So he

worked the A. P. A. racket upon one
hand and on the other got the assist-
ance of the printers and labor assem-
bly with such good effect that he got
the job. This was, as it appeared to
the superficial view, but in reality the
influence that got him ln was exerted
by the printing house that now reaps
at least some of the benefits of the
transaction. To his A. P. A. friends
he expressed his deepest gratitude, tell-
ing them that he should only retain his
-position long enough to .drive out all
the Catholic printers in St. Paul. His-
programme he pointed out was ex-
tremely simple— them. He then
proposed to go to Washington and take
charge of the government printing of-
fice there, and once there the extermi-
nating of all Catholic employes was
only a question of time. This proposed
brilliant campaign delighted the
'friends' in St. Paul, who even went so
far as to promise him their support in
his renewed efforts to get Traynor's

CHANGING THE ASSESSMENT.

Work Recess! tinted hy the Board
of Eaiualizatiou.

The changes made by the state board
of equalization in the assessments for
Ramsey county will necessitate a
great deal of work for County Auditor
Sullivan and his force. The assess-
ment has been ordered reduced on
three. items and advanced on flve. The
items to be reduced are sewing ma-
chines, watches and clocks and some
other household goods, and the prin-
cipal part of the advance falls on mer-
chandise and saloon stocks and fix-
tures. The total amount of the in-
crease foots up $518,345, and the de-
crease aggregates $09,250.

One or more of the items in which
changes will have to be made is in-
cluded in the assessment of nearly r

every man- and woman whose name ap-
pears on the assessment books, so that
It' practically means going over every
one and changing the assessment. Thismeans, an enormous amount of work,
and it will all have to be done by the
auditor, as the assessor has nothing to
do with the .' assessment books afterthey are turned over to the auditor.
