SMOKE ORDINANCE PASSED,

Comptroller MceCardy Submiis
His Estimate of Tnx Levy Re-
quired for 18035,

The board of aldermen considered
some important matters last night at
a protracted meeting lasting until
nearly 11 p. m. The surprise of the
evening was the introduotion by Ald.
Lindahl of an .ordinance providing
for the submissicn to the veteof the
people at the mext election of the
Howard charter bill. The ordinance
did not provoke any dekate, the al-
dermen standing in awe of such a
comprehensive topic. Aeccordingly,
it was decided to refer it to a spe-
cial joint committee, consisting cf
four from the board ofaldermen and
three from the assembly. Subse-
quently President Ehrmanntraut ap-
pointed Aldermen .- Markham, Lin-
dahl, Woif and Hare to serve on the
committee.

The debate of the evening was oc-
casioned by Ald. Wolf's resolition in-
structing the proper city officials to
draw warrants for the payment of
the city employes’ -salaries for tne
months of July and August, which
salaries were reduced by the Hare
resolution, and were in consequence
held back, as ithe city officials re-

The resolution by Ald.- Wolf was
ultimately adopted, but not until
Ald. Markham had declared he would

! & Chittenden, wholesale grocers and

jection.

Ald. Markham introduced an ordi-
nance which, if it becomes operative,
will enable the police to secure the
conviction of tramps, thugs and
thieves who trespass upon private
premises, sleep in barns and box cars
and drink intoxicating liquors while
loitering about these places, and who
associate with thieves and prostitutes.
The ordinance specifically prohibits
the foregoing acts. The penalty pro-
vided is a fine of not less than $5 nor
more than §100 or imprisonment for not
less than ten days nor more than
ninety days. The ordinance was
passed.

The board then adjourned until 4
o’clock Thursday afternoon, when it
will meet for the purpose of -passing
the tax levy for 1895, which requires
nine votes.

MAY TAKE AN APPEAL.
Halvor Steenerson’s Opinion of
the Grain Rate Case.

Halvor Steenerson, of Crookston,
was in the city yesterday attending
the opening .of theesupreme court,

If it has come
to this pass that the council has no |
voice in fixing the salaries of the
city’s employes, then there is some-
thing rotten in Denmark, The as-
pect of a city unable to fix the sal-
aries of its employes is ridiculous,
The time has come to ask what the
legislatures have been doing. I am
glad that the Howard charter bill
ordinance was Antrodueed, for odious

Then followed an argument over the
right of the council to pass the Wolf
resolution. A motion to repeal- it

was
defeated hy a_ vote of 5 to 4, for had
the Hare ordinance been repealed the

ground for an appeal to the supreme
court would have disappeared. This
Ald. Ma,rkham,‘Montgomery, Lindahl,
Hare and President Ehrmanntraut
Wwere opposed to, as they favor an ap-
peal.

At this point Corporation Attorney
Darragh announced ‘that he would in
any event appeal to the supreme court,
and upon this assurance the Wolf res-
olution received the eight votés nec-
essary to adopt it.

Comptroller MeCardy submitted the
usual October statement showing the
rate of taxation for the year 1895, It
was accompanied by the formal reso-
lution fixing the rate, but the resolu-
tion was laid over, as there were only
eight members present, and the reso-
lution requires nine votes for adoption,
The rate of taxation in the city of St.
Paul will be as follows:

First, Second, Third, Fourth and
Fifth districts, . state tax, 2.95 mils;
county, 2.85 mils; city, 14.50: mills; to--
tal, 20.30 mills. Sixth district, state
and county tax:s the same; - city tax, -
13.90 mills; total, 19.70 mills. Seventh
and Ninth districts, -state and county
taxes the same; city tax, 13 mills,
Eighth district, state and county taxes
the same; city tax, 14.20 milis: total,
20 mills. Tenth ' district,. state and
county taxes the same; city tax, “11.90
mills; total, 17.70 mills,

The comptroller added that the rate
would have been 20 mills or a frac-
tion less if half-a mill had not been
added for the new school houses built
this year. 2. Aol ¢ .

Contrary to expectations, the smoke
ordinance was taken from the com-
mittee on streets and extensively dis-
cussed. It was called up on the mo-
tion of Ald. Markham. Ald. Hare ob-
jected to considering the ordinance un-
til he could have an expression of
opinion from those who would be com-
pelled to use smoke consumers. There-
fore he favored leaving the ordinance
in the hands of the committee,

Ald. Murphy said he hoped the mat-
ter would be taken from the commit-
tee at once. The smoke nuisance was
simply-awful, and he wanted it abated.
Therefore he would . earnestly second
Ald. Markham’s motion. The question
was then put and the ordinance was
taken from the committee by a vote
of 6 to 2, Ald. Hare and Wolf voting.

Then followed some expressions of
opinion from a number of business
men present. Arnold Kalman said
that smoke consumers now in use on
the Metropolitan opera house and Plo-
neer Press building worked success-
fully. Mr. Kalman was sure that the
ordinance would net inflict any hard-
ship on manufacturers.

Thomas Cochran, E. 8., Chittenden
and Henry Orleman all condemned the
smoke nuisance and urged the passage
of the ordinance. Ald. Markham made
an earnest speech in support of the
ordinance, and pointed out the fact
that more than one-half of the smoke
was caused by lazy firemen, who would
let the fires burn low and then throw
on twelve inches of coal and go to
sleep.

Ald. Hare thereupon announced that
he was ready to vote for the ordinance
now that he had heard an “expres-
sion.” The ordinance was at once put
upon its passage. In response to the
roll call every alderman present voted
‘“‘aye.”. The ordinance now needs only
the mayor’s signature. It will go into
effect Nov. 1.

It was expected that the board would
take some action on the bicyele ordi-
nance, but inasmuch as the wheelmen
interested had not had a hearing be-
fore the board of aldermen committee
on streets, the ordinance
mitted to the committee on streets, on
motion of Ald.

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Memorandum of the Court in ¥ha"
Case Filed Yesterday Aller-a
noon,

In a decision filed yesterday in the
habeas corpus case of Frank Smith
to secure his release from the work=
house, Judge Otis gives a black eyé
to the practice of the municipal
court judges of “suspending sen-
tence’ on petty offenders after they
have convicted and passed sentence
upon them, the court holding that
the governor is the only one having
power to grant a conditional pardon"
after sentence has been passed.
Smith is accordingly remanded to
prison to serve out the remainder of
his ninety days.

When Judge Twohy, who passed
the sentence on Smith originally and
then suspended it, was told that
Judge Otis held that the judge of a
court has no power to suspend sen-
tence in this state, he simply said:

“Well, that's his opinion,” placing
a significant emphasis on the “his.”

The following memorandum at-
tached to Judge Otis’ decision sets
forth fully the facts in the case and

“It appears from the papers of this
case, and was conceded on the hearing,
that on Aug. 12, 1895, the relator was
duly arrested, tried and convicted of

CONTRACT AWARDED

To n.‘St. Paul Firm for Fort Ridge-
Iy Monument.

The Fort Ridgely monument com- |
mission held a meeting yesterday aft- |
ernoon and evening in the office of
Judge Flandrau, and let the contract
for the erection of the monument to
the P. N, Peterson Granite company,
of this city, the contragt price being
$2,300. There were a large number of |
bidders, especially from the East, and |
the. fact that the.contract was let to
a-St. Paul firm shows that the Saint-
ly City. is in the.lead in at least one
industry—marking the graves of the
dead. This js the fourth monument
to Indian fighters the Peterson com-
pany has had the honor of erecting.
The menument is to be constructed of
Minnesota granite. It will be twelve
.feet square at the base and forty-two
and a half feet high. There will be
bronze panels containing the names of
the defenders of the fort, and a me-
dallion of Lieut. T. J. Sheehan, who
marched forty-two ~ miles in nine
hours with fifty men, while the Red-
skins swarmed om all sides, and took
command of the fort right in the face
of the savages, holding command dur-
ing the ‘ten days’ siege. The founda-
tion is to be put in this fall and the
monument erected in the spring. It
is to be the finest monument ever built
in the state.
