TICALLY CLOSKD THESE
NIGHTS,

NO TINKLING OF GLASSES.

NOR BOISTEROUS LAUGHTER
HEARD WITHIN THE LITTLE
WOODEN STALLS,

THEY ARE SILENT FOR A TIME.

Chief Clark’s Action or the Grand
Jury Responsible for the
Cuannge,

The wine rooms of St. Paul have
been as vacant, as desolate and as
melancholy for the last few nights
as the ruined halls of imperial Baby-
lon. Coy jests floated not above the
music of the tinkling wine glass,
VOows as unstable as their recipient
were not whispered into willing, but
skeptical, ears. Youthful lips, yet
fresh with rouge, were stained not
with the Burgundy of Milwaukee,
nor the rich old port of St. Louis,
the innocuous claret of South St.
Paul. The softening and idealizing
influence of Eve’s sweet sisterhood
no longer raised imbruted man from
the stupor of the wine cup. Cham-
pagne was drunk in this city. So,
perhaps, was beer. But both were,
to all appearances, drunk by men
alone—sad,wistful and deserted men.
‘Whether the proprietors of the lux-
urious boxes wherein the wine mov-
eth itself, were intimidated by the
vigorous and judicial instructions
given to the grand jury now in ses-
sion, or whether the recent action of
the police had convinced the diffident
fair that they might have to ex-
plain to Matron Cummings why
they had allowed themselves to drink
“that horrid champagne’” could not
be decided. But not only were wine
rooms without their usual custom-
ers, but in the case of several of
the most disreputable resorts, the
usual side- or back entrances had
been closed against the public. One
place on Wabhasha street, which
might more fittingly be styled “the
Whitened Sepulchre,” and which is
known and beloved by many ‘“new
women,” who are not afraid to drink
anything that a man can survive,
had closed, at early 9 p. m., its unob-
strusive side door.

The most notable transformation
sc ne, perhaps, was that to be wit-
nessed at a so-called hotel on Robert
street.
adjuncts is said to be the most demor-
alizing and demoralized resort in St.
Paul. Ordinarily it is filled with pa-
trons, nor are all the patrons ladies and
gentl'men devoted to strictly intellect-
ual enjoyment. They are fond of
pleasure, but they despise not beer,
and, though they may have little them-
selves of th~ dross of worldly wealth,
they are willing to take all that their
neighbor may possess. Last night only
three men were to be seen in the “ball
room’ of this place. The big fiddle
was there and the two little fiddles—all
three in strident and discordant opera-
tion. But the three male customers
sat apart as melancholy, as unconvival
as if they had been reading Seneca or

WASHINGTONS STATE HOUSE.

Edmund Rice Talks About Capiteol
Buildings.

Edmund Rice, formerly a resident of
St. Paul, but now a citizen of Taco-
ma, Wash., spent yesterday in this
¢ity. Mr. Rice is on his way home
from the East, where he has recently
been engaged in transacting certain
business concerning the new state cap-
itol of Washington, now in course of
erected at Olympia.

“The foundation of our new capitol
is already finished,” said Mr. Rice to
a Globe reporter last evening. “The
state has advertised for bids for the
superstructure. They will be opened
Nov. 19. Our limit of cost is exactly
$1,000,600. Indeed we propose to build
it for less than that and turn over
to the state treasurer a balance from
the appropriation. The specifications
call for white sandstone, a material
that looks as white as marble when
first erected, although age darkens it.
The plans indicate that it will be a
very handsome building.”

Mr. Rice eaid that he had casually
inspected the drawings and plans of
the proposed capitol buliding now on
exhibition in the old Mannheimer
block. He considered that the plans
were exceptionally fine and far su-
perior to those of last winter.

In reply to a question concerning the
political situation in Washington, Mr.
Rice said:

“I think the state is Republican, and
I also think it is for sound money.
The eastern portion beyond the Cas-
cade range is unquestionably in favor
of free silver, but I am confident that
60 per cent of the voters of the state
are opposed to the free silver move-
ment."”

The election of a United States sen-
ator in Washington will not take
place until a year from next Janu-
ary, when a senator will be chosms
to succeed United States Senator
Squire. Mr. Rice says that the most
popular candidate for the honor is
the present chief executive of the
state, Gov. McGraw.

LOOKING UP LANDS,

State Awuditor Dunn Sends Out
Three Cruising Parties.

State Auditor Dunn has sent out
three parties of land cruisers to look
up indemnity school lands and swamp
lands for state institutions. The first
crew, headed by A. K. Trask, has gone
to the north shore of Lake Superior,
and the second crew, under C. B, Gar-
rison, has charge of Cass and Itasca
counties, while the third, with Fred
MecClellan, will do the Red Lake coun-
try. The cruisers have gone prepared
for two months’ work, and if the
weather is good, they will cover the
greater part of the northern portion of
the state.

The cruisers are equipped with town-
ship maps, and they will visit the local
land offices in their respective districts,
where they will get all necessary infor-
mation regarding the government land,
which they will then imspect, report-
ing as often as possible to the auditor’s
office. The state has about 230,000 acres
of land coming to it from the general
government, and unless the selections
are made very soon, the best lands will
be taken by settlers.

LIMIT OF FOUR YEARS,

Delinquents on State Lands Must
Come to the Front.

In making up his list of lands for
sale this fall, Auditor Dunn advertised
a resale of all lands on which the pay-
ments were delinquent four years,with
the result that the interest, as well as
the taxes, on a very large number of
acres of land has been paid up within
the past few months. The law gives
delinquents an opportunity to redeem
lands and the auditor has in every case
allowed the owners until the day of
sale to make gome settlement.

Yesterday morning a man from Jack-
son county called at the auditos's office
and paid up principal and interest
which had been delinquent since 1888,
to the amount of $730 on a quarter sec-
tion. Some tracts of land are reported
on which not a. cent has been paid for
from two to twenty-five years.
