Oilier Slat ters' Considered by the

Various St. Paul Courts Yes-
terday.

Eight decisions were handed down by

the supreme court yesterday, all writ-
ten by Justice Mitchell, In seven cases
the orders and judgments of the trial
courts are affirmed, the reversal being
in the case of Charles Nordine, appel-

lant, against Ingeburg Knutson, de-
fendant, and Calvin A. Fleming, re-
spondent.

The case of most local Interest, prob-
ably, is that In which John Yorks
Bought to recover pay as a St. Paul pa-
trolman during four months In which
he did no duty. Yorks was appointed
by Mayor Wright in September, IM>_.

and on June 25, 1894. was removed by
Mayor Smith, and his successor ap-
pointed. The Van Slyke assembly con-
curred in the removal and appointment
of his successor, but Yorks declined to

accept the situation and held himself
in readiness to perform the duties of
patrolman until the legal assembly was
formed and also concurred In th ac-

tion of the mayor. Then Yorks sued
for four months' pay.

The. city In defense raised three points
against York.-*, th? first being that he
was not entitled to the salary because
the salaries of patrolmen had not been
fixed by the common council as re-
quired by the charter. Second, that the
Van Slyke organization was at least a
oe facto assembly and had the right to

concur in the action of the mayor; and,
"third, that the appointment was illegal
for the reason that Yorks was over 35
years old. and the charter provides that
no man over that age shall be appoint-
ed on the police force.

Following are the syllabi in the sev-
eral cases:
John Yorks, appellant, vs. The City of

Syllabus— Held, that to entitle plain-

tiff to recover from the city salary as
policeman for a period during which he
was not actually' in office, and was per-
forming none of its duties, it was in-
cumbent on him to prove that he was
a policeman de jure: that is, that he
had been legally appointed.

Held, also, that his appointment was
invalid because he was. under the pro-
visions of the city charter, ineligible.

Rule applied that in the absence of
the evidence and proceedings on the
trial tt will be presumed that all the
issues upon which the court has found
were* voluntarily litigated, although
not within the pleadings.

The statute requiring notice to be
given of the time when the redemption
period from, a tax sale will expire (Gen.
Stat: 1894, Sec. 1654) applies, although
the name of the owner is stated in tho
assessment book as unknown, and
there is no person In the actual pos-

7 session of the premises.
Notice to the unknown owner must

be made by publication. Where, by
reason of an ineffectual attempt to
give the notice required by statute, the
redemption period, has not expired,
mandamus will lie to compel the coun-
ty auditor to allow a rei-emption and
execute a certificate of redemption.

The sole effect of Gen. Stat. 1891, Sec.
1662; is to extend the time of redemption
from a tax sale from two years to
four years, where the owner dies before
the expiration of the redemption period.
It does not dispense with the giving of
notices in such cases, or absolutely
limit the redemption period- to four
years, although no notice has been
riven. *- '- ' * ' ' . ''\ ;

Tod et al., and still, another entitled
Tod against Hubbard. The four cases :
all relate to the same subject, and are

j brought up on an appeal from. the cir-
cuit court in the northern district of
lowa. They fill an Immense printed
record. The question Involved Is the
setting aside of a Bale of some col-
lateral securities "held for a loan of
some $1,500,000 made to the Sioux City
Railway syndicate.* The interest was
not paid oh the loan and the collaterals
were sold,- acid*. now .Intervening par-

. ties want this sale set aside. . The syn-
dicate failed at the beginning of the
recent financial panic, and was one of
the worst failures that, had taken place
up to that time. It Included two rail-
road companies, a bridge company and
terminal company. The attorneys ap-
pearing for the various parties In the
present hearing are: . Messrs. Wick-
er-helm, of New York; Daniels, of Dv-
buque, and Webster, of Omaha, for
those who sold the collaterals, and
Messrs. Combs,- of Boston, and Tay-
lor, of Sioux City, for those who inter-
vene.
