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AN EPIDEMIC NOT UNLIKELY

INSPECTOR SCHOLLE TELLS OF
THE DISCOVERIES OF A
COMMITTEE,

CRUTTAN SYSTEM A FAILURE.

Too Much Theory atigl Too Little
Practical Good—Chaages Will
Be Costiy,.

At the last regular meeting of the
school board, Inspectors Haas,
Scholle and May were appointed a
committee to look into the difficul-
ties complained of in ventilating sev--
eral of the larger school bulldings |
in the city. At the next meeting. of
the board, which occurs on Nov, 6,
a full report will be made to the
board.  Unless some immediate ac-
tion is taken, it is safe to say that
in some of the schools at least the:
result of any further neglect in this
matter will be very serious sickness
of some kind among the children,

Mr. Scholle, when seen last night
in regard to the matter, said that
the committee was busily engaged in
going over the buildings from which
the most serious complaints have
been received, and that when they
made a report they would urge upon
the board the necessity of immedi-
ate action. Asked as to the diffi-
culty of perfecting the ventilating |
apparatus in the schools that are not
properly furnished, Mr. Scholle ex-
plained that the board is only al-
lowed to spend $200 on repairs at any
one time, and that in order to make
the ventilating plants in the. schools
what they ought to be a special ap-
propriation for this purpese would
have to be asked for from the city
counecil.

So far as the committee has in-

I went over to
the Van Buren school building the
other day, where both heating and ven-
tilating plants need overhauling. The
original school building has been add-
ed to from time to time and now the
school contains twenty rooms and is
one of the largest in town. As these
additions have been made additional
furnaces havé been put in, until now
the school is being heated by twelve

furnaces. To start with, this is a very
extravagant plan of furnishing heat
for such a large building and a steam
plant ought to be put in, and, on ac-
| count of this method of heating the
ventilation is such a complicated mat-
ter that I cannot understand how an
ignorant janitor ever gets it straight
in his mind. -When 1 went into the
building I remarked on _the condition
of the air in one of the -rooms and was
informed that the fire, which it is nec-
essary to keep at the bottom of the
smoke stacks in the basement to force
the foul air through the flues, was out,
on account of the fire pot being out of
repair. This is a very poor make-shift
for a large building, as if the ventilat-
ing apparatus is not in good working
order, the sanitary conditions are Bad,

way, but this is impracticable because
it causes draughts and the children.

BOHANAN ON TRIAL,

He Tried to Murder a German Roy
Near Lake Phalen. $

Robert Bohanan, the young colored
man who is charged with having as-
saulted Will.am Schreiner with a knife
for the purpose of robbery out on the
Wisconsin Central road on Aug. 9 last,
is on trial before Judge Kelly and a
Jury. Bohanan is a rather good-look-
ing féllow, with a large, bright eye,
and. not as dark as the average gentle-
man of color. Schreiner is a young
German boy, apparently only about 19
or 20 yvears of age, and he told the
jury that he came to this country only
three years ago, and had worked as a
farm hand in Iowa until he went back
to the old country about a year ago.
He came to this country again only a
few days before the date of the inci-
dent that now brings him into court.
He speaks English poorly, and an in-
terpreter was necessary in the taking
of his testimony.

He said that on the day referred to he

started out along the line of the Wis-

consin Central to go out in the coun-
try looking for farm work. While sit-

ting down resting Bohanan came

along and fell in with him. Bohanan

told him there would be a freight

train along about 11 o’clock at night

and they could ride by giving the train-

men 25 cents each. They therefore

loitered along the way during the after-

noon, and about 10 o’clock at night they

came to Lake Phalen. Bohanan sat

down and asked him if he had a knife.

Schreiner gave him. a knife, with which

he cut some obstruction out of his

shoe and then put the knife in his

pocket. He asked the German boy if

he had a revolver, and when informed

that he had not, he took hold of him

and demanded his watch and money.

The boy protested until he saw that

his colored “friend” had the knife oper.
in one hand while holding him with the

other. He then handed over his treas-

ure, thinking he could get away.

But Bohanan, apparently, wanted to

make sure that he would mnever be

brought to justice for his crime, and

made a lunge at the German with

the knife, striking him on the arm and

cutting through his coat. Schreiner

jerked back, but his foot caught on the

rail and he fell' on the railway track.

Bohanan then jumped onto him and

cut him in not less than half a dozen

places, and when Schreiner lay still
as if lifeless, he dragged ~im to one

side and laid his neck on the rail, evi-.
dently in hopes that the train would

run over him and then it would be in-

ferred that he had been killed in that

way. Bohanan watched his victim for

a while, and when the latter’s position

was becoming so uncomfortable that

he found it necessary to move, the

colered man grabbed him again. But

this time Schreiner gave him an ugly

jab with another knifez'.le happened

to have in his pcasessdon, and the

darkey ran away. ! -
Schreiner thenr told about his being:
taken to the Margaret street police sta-
tion and giving a description of Bo-
hanan, and when the latter was arrest-
ed and brought to the station, he ree-

ognized him as the man who had as-

saulted him. The German boy told a

plain, straightforward story, which
was corroborated by the police officers

as to the arrest and identification.

About all the testimony for the prose-
cution was in last night when court
adjourned.

It will be remembered ithat Bohanan
was taken with a relapse from the ef-
fects of the wound inflicted by Schrein~
er, and after he had been taken from
the hospital to the county jail he
had to be taken back to the hospital
again, from which he escaped later on
by making a rope out oFtehed clothes
and letting himself down from a win-
dow. But he was soon recaptured anad
has been confined in jail ever since,
Schreiner has also been kept in custody
to appear as al witness.

IDENTIFIED THE DEAD.

Both Men Had Relatives in St.Paul
Who Are Surprised.

The body of the man found drowned
at the fcot of Sibley street Tuesday
was identified yesterday as that of
Dudley O’Connor, a laborer, thirty
vears of age and unmarried. His
brother, Coleman O’Connor, also a la-
borer, of 621 Conway street, recognized
the published description of the dead
man, and assured himself by viewing
the remains at the undertaking rooms
of O’Halleran & Murphy. The brother
stated that Dudley’ had been employved
up to a month ago in railroad work
for Brennan & Co., near Casselton.
He then returned to St. Paul and dis-
appeared the next day. From the fact
that the deceased was found with
money on his person and without
signs of violence, it is probable that
his death was the result of either sui-
cide or accident. The funeral will take
place this morning from O’Halloran
& Murphy’s. The interment will be at
Calvary.

The body discovered under a coal
shed on Arkwright street was also
identified yesterday, and by a brother.
John H. Gibbons, formerly a real
estate dealer, and residing at 951 Fuller
street, informed O’Halloran & Murphy
that the body in the firm’s charge was
that of Robert Gibbons. The latter
had been employed as a civil engineer
during the past twelve years, by both
the Northern Pacific and Great North-
ern railroads. He left the service of
the Great Northern in April. Since
then he has done little or nothing. He
was not a man of habitually dissipated
habits, and his brother cannet under-
stand why Rebert allowed himself to
spend- the night in a shed, especially
when he had a room of his own on
East Seventh street. The two brothers
are sons of an old citizen of St. Paul,
whe settled here forty years ago, and.

Some half a dozen attorneys, ‘about
twice that number of other persons,
who were more or less directly inter-
ested inthe proceedings, and about three
dozen outsiders who were merely spee-
tators crowded Judge Willis' court
room all day yesterday. The attrac-
tion was the hearing of the application
of C. Gotzian & Co. and other creditors
to have a receiver appointed for the
Snow-Church company, instead of the
assignee, Matt Clark. The petitioners
were represented by Gilbert & Morphy,
and thirteen other ereditors by Attor-
ney Ovitt; Attorney Kellogg, of Minne-
apolis represented the Snew-Church
corporation, while Attorney Hall, of |
Minneapolis, appeared for H. P. Rich-
ardson, secretary and treasurer of the
company, and A. E. Boyesen, for the
firm of Kellogg, Johnson & Co., and
the assignee. The proceedings were not
without their interesting features,
even to the point of the sensational at
times, though it seemed difficult for
anybody, even the court, to tell just
“where they were at’ occasionally in
the effort to unravel the tangle.

Mr. Boyesen stated to the court that
the firm of Kellogg, Johnson & Ce.
simply desired to protect the assets of .
the company until a receiver was ap-
pointed by the court. There was noob- |
jection to the appeintment of a re-
ceiver, provided a proper person was
80 appointed.

There had been made several attempts
to transfer the business to other par-
ties—once to G. P. Johnson, who a
short time ago began an action to re-
cover some $1,500 he had put up to
purchase the business; once to Scrib-
ner and once to Kellogg & Porter.

Thomas T. Fauntleroy, who repre-
sented Johnson as attorney in his at.
tempt to buy out the St. Paul branch,
was called to the stand and testified
at' great length, being kept on the
stand most of the afternoon, the prin-
cipal object of his testimony being to
show that the St. Paul branch was a
part of the corporation, and not dis-
tinct, as claimed by Attorneys Kellogg
and Porter and President Edwards, of
the Minneapolis office.
