Against Retailers.

„. Judge Kerr yesterday filed a de-Judge Kerr yesterday filed a de-
cison in which he holds that the law
prohibiting the sale at" retail of poul-
try that has not been completely
dressed is invalid on cons titut.anal
grounds. The matter came before
the court on an application for a
writ of - habeas corpus for the • re-
lease of Anton Kasmirsky, who \va3

convicted in the municipal court a
few days ago for offering such poul-
try for sale. Judge Kerr grants the
writ, adding the following interest-
ing memorandum to his order:

"The relator was arrested and con-
victed in the municipal court upon a
complaint charging him with exposing
for sale at retail as suitable for hu-
man food and for family use, divers
and sundry plucked ch.ckons, which
were not drawn, and the entrails and
intestines of which had not been re-
moved. The law which it is claimed
justified said conviction is Chapter 201
of the General Laws of 1895. The title
to said act Is: "An act to suppress the
sale at. retail of decayed, tainted and
unwholesome plucked poultry of all
kinds, and of game as hereinafter i
specified." Section l of this law makes
the acts charged in the complaint as
aforesaid, a misdemeanor.

"The only question raised is as to
the constitutionality of said law. The
relator contends that the subject of
section 1 is not expressed in the title of
the act. This would certainly be true
unless undrawn poultry is necessarily
decayed, tainted or unwholesome. The
body af the act :>s manifestly drawn
upon that assumption, and the com-
plaint, as- we have seen, does not al-
lege that the chickens in question were
decayed or tainted or unwholesome, but
simply that the entrails and intestines
had not been removed. Obviously a
chicken in that conditon is not neces-
sarily decayed or tainted. That would
depend upon time and circumstances.
The offense as laid In the act is com- i
plete if thus offered for sale within a \u25a0

few minutes after the' fowl has Im«i
killed. Vy "J\

"Is plucked poultry at all times un* j
wholesome if not drawn before sale? !
It will be conceded, I think, that it ]
would not be wholesome ifcooked and
prepared for human food In that way.
am! the defendant contends that the
offense as specified in section 1 con-
sists not merely in offering it for sale
in that condition, but in thus offering
it for saleV'as suitable for human
food and for family. use," thus express-
ly or impliedly representing that it is
fit for food in that condition. The re-
lator urges that no cne having com-
mon sense would purchase with that
understanding. If the view of the
defendant Is adopted, a still more se-

.us objection to the law arises in view
of section 2 of the act. This section
excepts four classes from the operation
of the act:

Shippers, or persons who ship
such poultry, etc., from without into,
or from within out of the state, to any
person for any purpose. \u25a0 _._

"Second— Persons who ship for cold
storage purposes at any point, either
Within or without the state.

"Third— who offer poultry in
that condition for sale in wholesale
lots to any one. V ...

"Fourth—Cold-storage keepers who
offer same for sale in wholesale lots
to any one.

"It will be observed that the term
'dealers* In the third class above is:
not in any mannr qualified. They may
be either wholesale or retail dealers.
If only they offer in wholesale lots,
they are excepted. Moreover, there ls
no qualification as to the purpose for
which cither dealers or cold-storage
keepers offer such poultry for sale. It
may br?> thus offered, 'as suitable for
human food and for family use,' and
yet no offense is committed if offered
In wholesale lots. The test is the quan-
tity sold, and that alone. This is not
an act to regulate the sal" of or dealing
in such articles by license or otherwise,
in which the courts recognize a distinc-
tion between wholesale and retail
dealers, sufficient to Justify a different
classification (State ex rel. Mr. Mc-
Mahon, 64 X. W., Chap. 92), but it is
an act to absolutely prohibit the sale
of such articles of food, in that con-
dition, as unwholesome.

"Are they any less . unwholesome
.when offered for sale as suitable human
food and for family use, Ina wholesale j
lot. than when offered In a quantity so
small as to clearly constitute what is
("ic-.-ominated 'retail.' Itmay be fairly
Inferred from the record that the re-
lator is a 'dealer.' If then he exposed
for sale and sold to a boarding house
or restaurant keeper or to a private
family enough plucked but undrawn
chickens to constitute a wholesale lot,
and sold them as suitable for human
food and family use, he would be in-
nocent, but ifhe exposed for sale and
sold to the same person one such fowl
or a quantity small enough to consti-
tute a sale at retail, he would be guilty
of the offense here charged. And why
should a cold storage keeper, unless he
offers the birds forsale after they have
been subjected to the cold storage pro-
cess, which is not required by the
terms of the act in question, be given
the special privilege of selling to any
one for all purposes in wholesale lots?
Such classifications will not stand the
test laid down by our supreme court
in many cases, notably in Nichols vs.
Walther, 37 Minn., 264, and Johnson vs.
Railroad Company, 43 Minn., 222.

"In my opinion the act contains un-
fair and unreasonable discriminations,
which are within the spirit of the con-
stitutional inhibitions. Another ob-
