Fitzsimmons' manager,
stating that the big fight would be
brought off on Thursday of this

grams were received in this city this
evening from both Brady and Julian,
saying that the fight will positively
come off on Thursday. Brady says it
will "be In private, for a < ide bet of
$".,000 or $10,000, and that Fitzsimmons
will put up his money as soon as he
reaches Hot Springs. Julian says:
"The light will positively come off in
private in Hot Springs on Thursday."

WESTERN UNION EXPECTS IT.
ST. LOUIS, Mo.. Oct 28—In antic-

ipation of the possibility of a fight be-
twen Corbett and Fitzsimmons being
pulled off, the Western Union Tele-
graph company tonight sent nine oper-
ators to Hot Springs, Ark., to handle
any press matter that may be filed.

WARRANT OUT FOR FITZ. \
Effort to Prevent Him From

Reaching; Hot Springs.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., Oct. 28.— 'Matters pugilistic took a sensational
turn today when Attorney General
Kinsworthy filed information in the
second division of the Pulaski coun-
ty circuit court asking for a warrant
for the arrest of Robert Fitzsimmons
and Martin Julian. It develops that
while arrangements have been pro- j
ceeding quietly at Hot Springs for a
fight to a finish between Corbett and I
Fitzsimmons, to take place despite i
the supreme court's decision, Gov.
Clarke has not been idle, but has ,
himself been doing a little prepar- j
Ing "on the quiet." It develops that ;
the governor has had a detective or j
confidential agent at Hot Springs

all the time, and has been kept thor- 'oughly posted on every move made '
by the promoters of the fight Last
night this detective advised the gov- I

ernor that arrangements had been i
completed to bring the fight off, and I
as a result of this information Attor- i
ney General Kinsworthy, acting un- j
der instructions from Gov. Clarke, at
9 o'clock this morning applied to
Judge James W. Martin for the
warrants for Fitzsimmons and Jul-
ian, which were issued and placed In
the hands of Sheriff Booker. Deputy

Sheriff Heard was given Charge of j
the matter, and at once started for
Texarkanna, where Fitzsimmons and j
Julian are expected to enter the- j
state. Instead of going to Hot
Springs the deputy sheriff will bring I
Fitzsimmons and his manager to I
Little Rock.

"I have never wavered in my de-
termination to "stop the fight," said
the governor to a reporter. "Cor-
bett and Fitzsimmons will never
meet in Arkansas. Just as soon as
Fitzsimmons enters he will be ar-
rested and brought before Judge
Martin in this city."

The governor also said that in the
event of Fitzsimmons' arrest Cor-
bet would be removed to some con-
venient county free from local in-
fluences. Attorney General Kins-
worthy left this morning for Hot
Springs. Just before leaving. Gov.
Clarke instructed him to tell Judge
Duffy not to be alarmed; to stop
the fight under any circumstances.

Frank Flynn a well-known sport-
ing man of Hot Springs, who is' in
this city today, gives out the infor-
mation that the figr* will certainly
occur at Hot Springs on Oct. 31 at
Whittington park. Last night the
Hot Springs Athletic club sent cipher

letters to every sporting club in the
United States, notifying them of the
arrangements for the fight. The
Iron Mountain railroad today put a
large force of men at work in North
Little Rock, building temporary side-- tracks. When it was asked what it
was for, frhe railroad folks said that
they expected a large number of spe-

cial trains in a few days:

JULIAN REAPPEARS.

The Same Old Story Told in An-
other Place.

SAN ANTONIO, Tex., Oct. 28—Mar-
tin Julian, manager for Fitzsimmons,
gives out a statement to the press
in which he says that Corbett is the
coward, and that he fluked to avoid
meeting Fitzsimmons. He says he
(Julian), before leaving Hot Springs,
made a very reasonable proposition
looking to the selection of a referee,
and fSffered to fight in private for a
side bet of $10,000 and a purse of $5,000,
all of which Brady refused. In conclu-
sion he says: "Robert ' Fitzsimmons
stands ready to fight any man In the
world for the championship, before
any ciub that is not composed of the
Brady-Corbett-Vendig combination."

CAN CLARKE STOP IT?

Kinsworthy Doesn't Think It Is
Possible.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., Oct 28.—At-
torney General Kinsworthy returned
from Hot Springs tonight. When asked
what he thought of the situation at
Hot Springs he replied that he be-
lieved there is going to be a fight.
Asked if Gov. Clarke would stop it,
the attorney general replied he did notsee how he could.

While at Hot Springs today Attor-ney General Kinsworthy had a confer-ence with Prosecuting Attorney
Teague and instructed him to release
Corbett from the bond under which
ha was placed soon after he came here.

NEW YORK, Oct 28.—The arena of
the new Manhattan Athletic club was
w 11 filled tonight with the wearers of
the cherry diamond and their guests
who gathered to see George Dixon and
"Young" Griffo in a ten-round go at
catch weights. The first bout on - the i
card was between Sammy Kelly, of
New York, and Jimmy Kaveny, ofBos-
ton, eight rounds at 115 pounds. Kav-
eny got badly finished, but the referee
declared the bout a draw. The second
event was a ten-round go at 110 pounds
between Casper Leon, of New York,
and Patsey Haley, of Buffalo. Leon
got much the worst of it in the first
half, but did better in the fifth and
sixth rounds. The judges awarded the
fight to Leon and the spectators hissed."

Dixon and Griffo entered the ring at
10:25 o'clock. The "feather" looked !
well but was twenty pounds heavier
than Dixon. The latter was roughly
handled by Griffo all through and
seemed to get very much the worst of
it, being repeatedly pressed to the
ropes. Announcer Burns- said that
the men had an agr.ement that if they
were Well and strong on their feet at |
the end of ten rounds the bout would
be declared a draw.

Griffo party would not agree to a de- !
cision. Griffo then said: "Ifit is to be
a decision I will fight five more
rounds."

OVER 150 PEOPLE PERISH.

Sanguinary Encounters Which
Are Alleged to Be the Out-

come of Conspiracy.

LONDON. Oct. Maj. F. C.
Rasch, M. P. for Southeast Essex
(Conservative), who was at Constan-
tinople during the recent riots, said
today that the situation there is
most grave. The sultan sees nobody

and is utterly unmanned by fear of
assassination. During the past fort-
night he is reported to have shot
two of his attendants whom he sus-
pected of having designs upon his
life. Maj. Rasch states that the

officers of the Turkish army are
utterly out of sympathy • with the
regime at Constantinople. They are
said to be ripe for revolt, and he
asserts that they will probably get

rid of the present sultan.

MURDER AND MUTILATION.

Story of the Slaughter of 150 Ar-

menians.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct 28.—

other terrible massacre of Armenians,
accompanied by assaulting of women,
is reported to have occurred quite re-
cently in the Baiburt district between
Erzeroum and Trebizond. According
to the news received here a mob of
about 500 Mussulmans and lazes, the
great majority of whom were armed
with Martini-Henry rifles, made an at-
tack upon the Armenians inhabiting
several villages of that vicinity and
set fire to their houses and schools.
As the Armenians fled in terror from
their dwellings they were shot down,
and a number of men and women who
were captured by the rioters were fast-
ened to stakes and burned alive. It is
stated that the churches were dese-
crated and the villages pillaged, the
cattle and all portable property of any
value belonging to the Armenians be-

_
Ing carried off by the maurauders.

! During the disturbance 150 Armenians
are reported to have been killed. The
surviving villagers applied to the gov-
ernor of Baiburt for protection, who
after hearing their complaint sent
three policemen to the scene of the
massacre after the slaughter was end-
ed. The Turkish officials, it is claimed/
know the ringleaders of the outbreak,
but apparently no steps have been ta-
ken to arrest them.

The number of Armenians massacred
at Erzinjan is now said to be several
hundreds. The' Turks have also at-
tacked the Armenians in the district
of Gumushdagh, near Trebizond, and
have slaughtered many of them.
It is officially declared here that the

Armenians provoked the Baiburt Ma-
rash and Zeitoun disturbances by fir-
ingon the Mussulmans and that many
persons were killed and wounded on
both sides before the gen d'armes sup-
pressed the rioting. A dispatch re-
ceived here today asserts that Maj.
Bekir, of the notorious Hamidieh cay- \u25a0

alry, was burned alive on Oct. 4 in a
church at Diadem. :

LONDON, Oct 28.—A dispatch to the

Exchange Telegraph company from
Constantinople says that the outbreak
at Baiburt was provoked by the Ar-
menians. At the Turkish embassy
here it is believed that all the recent
disturbances in Armenia are the direct
result of an organized conspiracy, cov-
ering various parts of the country.

NOBLE ON TRIAL FOR MURDER.

French Marquis in Court for Kill-
ing His Step-Son.

BOURGES, France, Oct 28.— The
trial of the Marquis de Nayve, who is
charged with the murder of his step-
son in 1885, began here today. The
case is a sensational one and has at-
tracted considerable attention. The
city is full of strangers fromf every
country In Europe, and also present
are some persons from America, who
have come to witness the trial. The
Marquis de Nayve has been in prison
since July, 1894, on the charge of mur-
dering the natural son of his wife, born
previous to their marriage. The mar-
quis was wild in his young days, dis-
sipated a large fortune and then mar-
ried a rich heiress, Mile. Marie de
Bautreuil, whose illegitimate son he is
charged with murdering by throwing
him from the"cliffs along the Sorrento
road into the Bay of Naples, after
having previously stunned the boy by
hitting him over the head with a
heavy instrument. The marquis was
denounced by his wife, but his friends
assert that the lad, who was of a de-
spondent nature, committed suicide by
jumping over the cliffs and that the
marquise had concocted the story to
rid herself of her husband, in order
that she might marry a priest who had
been the boy's tutor.

BROKERS IN TROUBLE.

Difficulty of Meeting Their Mining

LONDON, Oct. 28.— The situation in
the mining market is causing much
anxiety. There was a further sharp
fall today in the most prominent
shares and several firms are known to
be in trouble. It is considered doubt-
ful if assistance to tide over pay day
will be obtainable in view of today's
drop in prices. The mining market
closed with a more cheerful tone and
with prices better.

SHE'S A FEMALE HOBO.

A Woman Who* Has Tramped All
Over the Country.

A rather ordinary-looking' woman
sat in the office of Humane Agent
Sherlock at Kansas City the other
day. There was nothing in the wom-
an's appearance to attract more
than a passing look, yet she has had
a record-breaking experience. Her
name is Mrs. Georgia Mcßay, and
she has tramped pretty much all
over the United States— from Penn-
sylvania to Montana, and from the
forests of Wisconsin to Ooolagah, I.
T. Mrs. Mcßay was born in Center
county, Pennsylvania, about forty
years ago, apparently. Her father
was a farmer, and she says that
when she was a girl she did a man's
work in the field. Early in life she
manifested a desire to travel, and as
she did not have the money to grat-
ify her wishes she started out to
make her way around the country
without it. Dressing herself in man's
attire, she started away from home,
and since then has turned her sin-
ewy hand to almost every kind of
manual labor. At one time she
worked with lumbermen in Arkan-
sas. While thus employed she found
no difficulty in swinging the wood-
man's ax, but the company she was
forced to keep was terribly rough,
and she only remained there a few
days. Several people in Kansas City
have known Mrs. Mcßay for years,
and all agree that but for her un-

i womanly nomadic habits she would

be an excellent member of the hum-
ble society to which she would nat-
urally belong. None of her friends
has ever heard anything disreputable

jlaid to her charge, and Mrs. Mc-
Ray herself speaks of this fact with
pride. She is simply a female hobo, j
whose habits of tramping hither and
thither has probably reached the
chronic stage, and is now beyond
cure. Her face has the peculiar j
leathery look common to those who
are accustomed to facing. all weath-
ers, but any one passing her on the 'street would at once put her down
as the hard-working wife of a strug-
gling farmer. .

Several years ago she appeared in
Kansas City clad in male attire.
She was arrested as a masquerader,
but on promising to leave town was
liberated. She had a similar expe-
rience in the little town of Coal Hill,
Ark., but was sent to jail there.
That same evening she broke out
of the little lock-up, caught a train
and before her absence was discov-
ered was far on her way to Missouri.

Agent Sherlock was much inter-
ested in the woman, and gave her
temporary relief. He also promised
to aid her in getting employment of

•some sort In reply to his query as
to whether she intended to continue
her present nomadic career, Mrs.
Mcßay said:

"Why not? I like the life I am
now leading, as it gives me a chance
to see -the country. I shall stay in
Kansas City this winter, and start
out again in the spring."
