VICTIMIZED TACOMA.

Ex-City Treasurer Boggs an Em-
bezzler of $100,000.

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 29.—A Ta-
coma dispatch to the Chronicle says
that ex-City Treasurer Boggs, who
held office from 1830 to 1894, is an em-
bezzler to the extent of $109,000, and
that the sheriff is on the road to Jack-
sonville, Or., to arrest him.

IN THE INSPECTION OF FLAX
SEED HERE AND IN CHI-
CAGO

AND OTHER EASTERN POINTS

MEETING OF RAILROAD COMMIS-
SIONERS AND OTHERS IN-
TERESTED

TO TRY TO BRING IT ABOUT.

A Committee to Go to Chicago and
Another Meeting to Be Held
Later to Take Action.

A conference was held yesterday
in the office of the state railroad and
warehouse commission between the
commissioners, several members of
the Grain Receivers' association, of
Minneapolis, and representatives of
the Twin City oil companies for the
general purpose of taking the nec-
essary steps to secure a uniform in-
spection of flaxseed in the different
markets in the country. It appears
that the methods and standards
vary somewhat in Chicago, Cleve-
land, Milwaukee and New York, and
some action will be taken looking to
the adoption of a uniform standard
in all markets. While no definite
complaint was made as to the meth-
ods in vogue in the Minneota in-
spection, it was stated that in sev-
eral instances the same seed had
been more rigidly passed upon in
Chicago than in this states, and vice
versa. A score of flaxseed shippers
were present, as were also Messrs.
W. T. Benton and W. S. Archer, of
the Minnesota and St. Paul Linseed
0il companies, of Minnecapolis and
St. Paul, and Messrs. Maxfield, Ha-
vens, Woodward and Dodge, of the
recelvers’ association.

Mr. Havens submitted a statement
showing that in fifty-one cars in-
spected in Minneapolis and Chicago,
twenty-four were graded exactly
alike; that seventeen were inspected
more rigidly in Chicago than in Min-
neapolis, and that ten were more
rigidly inspected in Minneapolis than
in Chicago, showing a net difference
of seven cars in favor of Minneapo-
lis, or, in other words, that the state-
ment showed greater liberality in the
Minneapolis inspection.

The whole matter will be carefully
looked into, the methods in opera-
tion in other markets will be stu-
died, and a committee will be sent
to Chicago o that such recommend-
ations as may appear necessary to
reach the object aimed at will be
made at a meeting to be called later,

MUIR TUNNEL FIRE.

General Manager Dickinson, of
the Northermn Pacific, Describes
It. "

‘Word has been received at the gen-
eral offices of the Northern Pacific
road in this city that fire is still rag-
ing in the Muir tunnel in the state of
Montana, and that the company is
compelled to operate its trains over
the old overland line which has been
put into- excellent condition and pre-
vents any disruption of time sched-
ules. General Manager George W.
Dickinson, off the Western division of
the road, who was in St. Paul a week
or more ago, has made a close exam-
ination of the tunnel, and has writ-
ten the following description of its
condition:

‘““The fight with the fire in Muir tun-
nel i3 a very interesting affair. The
length of the tunnel is 3,706 feet, and

portal. The natural draft through the
tunnel is from east to west, on ac-
count of the west end of the tunnel’
being somewhat higher- than the east
end. On account of this we were able
to get into the tunnel right up to
the fire on the east end, so that we
will have about 1,200 feet of undam-
aged tunnel on that end.

““The point where the fire caught and
where it is burning is in a rock sec-
tion; that is, solid rock all around,
but on account of this rock flaking and
pieces falling from time to time, tim-
ber segments were placed through the
section the same as in softer ground.
On top and on the sides back of the
timber segments there is a lagging of
cordwood, so that the space in en-
tirely taken up between the timber
segments and the rock wall, to pre-
vent anything falling, and it is this
material that is burning.

““We made efforts to get in from the
west end, taking advantage of days
when the wind was blowing from
west to east. The draft, however,
from west to the east does not con-
tinue long enough to clear the tun-
nel of fire damp, and, although we have
notbeen able to get anywhere near the
fire from the west end. Consequently
we have procured a large coal mine
fan, and will have that working to-
day or tomorrow. This is set in the
west portal of the tunnel, housed' up
behind it, and when running will cre-
ate an artificial draft from the west
to the east, and with the aid of this
draft there is very little if any ques-
tion but what we will be able to get
up to the fire from the west end.

“We have pumps and a good sup-
ply of water at both ends of the tun-
nel, and when we get this fan to
working, the subjection of the fire is
merely a question of time. There have
been no caves in the tunnel, and the
travel of the fire has been slow, owing
to the dampness of the timber and the
filling, so that I do not expect to have
to renew the timbers to a greater
length that 300 feet after extinguishing
the fire. In the meantime our over-
head line, which is three-quarters of
a mile long on the west side, and two

miles on the east side, and which was,

| rebuilt, including bridges, in three

. days by the division forces, is operat-
ing perfectly, and our passenger trains
and all other trains are moving on
time. I think the tunnel will be in
operating condition in a week.”

Mr. Dickinson’s statement of the
situation in the tunnel is the first re-
liable information which has been re-
ceived in St. Paul from the fire, which
has created widespread interest in
railroad circles throughout the coun-
try.

BARR IS APrOINTED.

General Superintendent of thg
Great Northern to Succeed Me-
Kenna,

On and after Friday J. M. Barr will
be general superintendent of the Great
Northern railroad until further no-
tice. As predicted in the Glob e over
a week ago, Mr. Barr was yesterdty
appointed general superintendent of
the Eastern district of the road, to suc-
ceed E. W. McKenna, who resigns to
enter private business. The circular
was issued form the office of the gen-
eral manager late in the afternoon, em-
bracing that portion of the line west
of Havre, Mont., so that at least for.
a time he will be in charge of the en-
tire line, with headquarters in the gen-
eral offices of the company.

Mr. Barr is a railroad man of wide
experience, having occupied responsi-
ble positions at different times on vari-
ous important lines. Prior to 1888 he
.wassuperintendent of the Chicago,Bur-
lington & Northern road. From Feb-
ruary of that year to January follow-
ing he was superintendent of the Wyo-
ming division of the ‘Unilon Pacific,
and later was placed in charge of the
Nebraska division of the same road.
Late in 1890 he was named superintend-
ent of the Chicago & Evanston, Chi-
cago ‘& Milwaukee, and Chicago &
Council Bluffs divisions of the Milwau-
kee road, resigning that position to ac-
cept the one he has since held with
the Great Northern. He will probably
arrive from the West to take up his
duties the latter part of this week.

ST. PAUL ROADS IN LINE,

Agreement on Chicago and St.
Louis Business.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Oct. 29.—Freight
traffic officials of roads in the West-
ern Trunk Line committee continued
their session today. In addition to
those in attendance on the previous
day there were present representa-
tives of three of the roads 'that were
not here yesterday. The Kansas
City, Fort Scott & Memphis was not
represented, and in the absence of
that road it was found impossible,
or at least inadvisable, to proceed
with the consideration of the general
agreement. Traffic Manager Wash-
burn, of that road, has promised to
be on hand tomorrow.

The day was not wasted, however.
Representatives of lines Interested
in St. Louis-St. Paul and Chicago-
St. Paul business remained in con-
ference until a late hour and suc-
ceeded in reaching a satisfactory
settlement of their differences. To-
morrow Omaha or Sionx City busi-
ness will be taken up, and it is ex-
pected that a similarly satisfactory
agreement will be reached without
difficulty. While not officially an-
nounced, it is generally understood
and it is true that the Western lines
are making an efforit to return to the
pooling plan which was in operation
until the committee collapsed a few
months ago. It was upon this basis
that the St. Louis-St.Paul lines came
together today, and it is upon this
basis that the other roads will at-
tempt to agree. The division of
traffic is regarded as the only feasi-
ble means for securing the mainte-
nance of ratss.  Even this plan
failed recently, but it is the only one
which stands any chance of suc-
cess.

RUMOR OF A STRIKE.

SEATTLE, Wash., Oct. 29.—It is said
that James J. Hill will be compelled
to accede the demands to be made upon
him by the American Railway union
or have visited upon the Great North-
ern railroad an extensive strike. There
is now at Devil’s Lake, N. D., a com-
mittee of eight, chosen from various
lodges of the order, including one rep-
resentative from this state, and to-
gether they are revising the schedules
for submission to President Hill.

BARON FAVA’S LIBEL SUIT.

Mgreno Is Guilty of Making False
Charges.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.—The trial of
Caesar Celso Moreno, charged with
criminally libelling Baron Fava, the
Italian ambassador, began in the dis-
trict court today. Baron Fava was ac-
cused of being concerned in the im-
portation of padrones. The publisher
of the paper in which the article ap-
peared testified that Moreno was the
author of it. Correspondence between
Fava and the government officers, urg-
ing the suppression of the padrone
system, was put in evidence, and other
testimony introduced to show the am-
bassador had endeavored to Kill the
padrone system.

The defense sought to prove that
Baron Fava and not the United States
government had instituted the libel,
and also that there was no malice, but
was not very successful, the jury
promptly returning a verdict of guilty.

Dr. Scott was then permitted to tell
his ;story, which concerned his having
been called in to examine Pletzel's
body after its discovery. He explained

about the room, but were inside the
jar.. The doctor dwelt on the discovery,

largé quantities of the drug had been
used. ;

After the noon recess Dr Scott was
turned over to Holmes for cross-ex-
amination.

‘‘Are you prepared to say,” he asked,
“that the decomposition of the body
would not have occurred had it been
in a darkened room?”

“Yes, sir. Had it been in a cool,
,darkened room, putrefaction would not
have come so quickly. Here it was in
warm: weather, and the body ‘so ar-
ranged in relation to the windows that
the rays of the sun would fall upen it.”

“Did you at that time express any
opinion as to the length of time the
man had been dead?” ¢

“I said from all appearances he had
been dead three or four days.”

Holmes then subjected Dr. Scott to
a lengthy and detailed examination
touching: the effects of chloroform, but

. obtained few answers that would tend

to throw the balance in the slightest
degree in his favor. The witness was
regarded by the commonwealth’s. offi-
cers as one of their medical experts,
and he was positive and uncontradicted
in everything he said, in spite of the
fact that his questioner, the prisoner,
is a medical man by education. Holmes
kept up a steady fire of questions and
never felt obliged to pause for a word
or thought. The calmness with which
he volubly exchanged technical terms
and discussed chemical and medical
possibilities with the doctor was ad-
mirable.

NO DELAYS. -

At the conclusion of Dr. Scott’s tes-
timony, Dr. William K. Mattern, cor-
oner’s physician, was called. Holmes
at once arose and begged the court
to grant his a continuance until to-
morrow. He pleaded that, as Dr. Mat-
tern would prove a most important
witness, he felt unequal to the strain,
the cross-examination of Dr. Scott
having exhausted him. He hoped to
feel stronger tomorrow.

Judge Arnold asked the district at-
torney whether he would agree to this,
and Mr. Graham replied with empha-
sis: “No, sir, I want to go on. This
is only more by-play.”

The taking of
testimony was about to be resumed
when Holmes, who could probably be
more aptly called the ‘“‘archactor’ than
anything else, brought out a new piece
of by-play.

-“If your honor please, I have a re-
quest to make. In conequence of the
severe physical strain to which I have
been subjected, and also because of
thecriticismleveled against my former
counsel, Messrs. Shoemaker and Ro-
an, I have, within the past half hour,
sent for them and asked them to again
assume charge of my defense.
