Released on an Error, He Went'
'"\u25a0 Back to Thank the Judge.

CHICAGO, Nov. 14.—A desire to ex-
press his gratitude resulted In Daniel
N. Sullivan going back to jail last
night. A^A:.--

Ten days ago Sullivan, who had been
a clerk in the freight office of the Chi-

* cago & Northwestern railroad, plead-
ed guilty to an indictment accusing
him of defrauding the company out of
$300. Sullivan had charge of the over-
weight and underweight department. I

"Itwas said that by making reports of
underweight when he found cars con-
taining overweight he was enabled to
take possession of the articles produc-
ing the overweight in many cases and
sell them. After the evidence was all
heard Judge Payne took the punish-
ment of Sullivan under advisement,
and sent him back to jail.

Monday the state's attorney struck
from the calendar another case that
has been pending against Sullivan. In
some manner a discharge got over to
the county jailon this "strike off," and
Sullivan was released.

Yesterday afternoon Sullivan ap-
peared in Judge Payne's court to thank
him for his release from jail.
