Prince Habbibullah, should go to
England instead, but the ameer, hav-
ing virtually handed over the reins
of the government to the heir appar-
ent, decided that he could not al-
low him to leave Cabul. The duty

of representing the ameer then de- j
volved upon the second son. No ex-
pense was spared in selecting pres-
ents for the royalties of Europe, fully

two lakhs of rupees being expended
at Cashmere for the purchase of rich
shawls and other costly articles. In-
addition, large sums were paid out

for the purpose of giving all the

crowd of his son's followers suits of
clothing, money, etc. The eccen-
tricities of Prince Nazrullah amused
and astonished all- Europe. It was
expected that on his return to Af-
ghanistan he would wed the daughter

of a wealthy chief. But this part
of the programme seems to have been
disregarded, owing to the disfavor
existing '.ecause of the failure of
the political end of his mission. One
estimate was made showing that his
few weeks' visit in London cost the
English government £6,600 for enter-
tainments and traveling expenses, ex-
clusive of the large bills brought in
by the proprietors of the hotels where
the prince stopped, because of the
peculiar methods of the ninety na-
tives of his suite, some of them even
killingand preparing, at the rooms
of the hotel, after the manner of the
