Crawford Livingston, the presi-

dent of the st. Paul das Light com-
pany, gave the Parker retrenchment
i-ommittee tin- benefit of his views

on the lighting question yesterday.
Some of them have already been
published by the Globe. In sub-
statu-e. Mr. Livingston advised the
commit that the city could ex-
pect plenty of competition if it ad-
vertised for bids for electric light-

ing: that, in his opinion, gas would
prove a cheaper and more efficient
moans of lighting than electricity.

and that a new gas had been discov-
ered, and was being manufactured,
possessing illuminating powers that

rendered it more than likely to dis-
place electricity.

Before Mr. Livingston was heard.IVt'otv Mr. Livingston was heard,

the committee resumed its considera-
tion of the general subject of as-
sessment and taxation. The pro-
ceedings opened with an informal
discussion regarding the assessed
valuation of St. Paul property. It

was conceded by Col. Clough. Judge
Lusk and Gen. Sanborn that, the
valuation, amounting to $123,000,000,
was too high. It was their opinion
that the property had been assessed
at a high figure for the purpose of
establishing a basis of credit.

X. P. Langford. who referred to
this matter the day before, believed
that the valuation ought to be re-
duced to .-'*\u25a0;."'.' 000, and the rate of
levy raised. This would- effect a big
saving in the annual tax paid to the
state.

Mr. Langford, at this point, took
occasion to arraign the board of
public works for its action in a
matter that had interested him. Mr.
Langford related to the committee
how the board of public works had i
exempted the Atheneum company
from the operation of a final order
calling for a cement sidewalk on
Exchange street. As his own prop-
erty was directly opposite, and he
was required to pay for a cement
sidewalk, Mr. Langford called upon
the board of public works' .to ascer-
tain why the Atheneum company
was excepted from the provision of
the final order and was permitted to
lay a wooden sidewalk instead. He
was informed that the exception
was made- at the request of the al-
derman of the ward, but that the
board would except him if he- de-
sired, lie so desired, and the ex-
ception was made.

"But on the way home," contin-
ued Mr. Langford, "I got thinking
the matter over, and concluded to
have nothing to do with such an ir-
regular proceeding. So I ordered a
cement sidewalk, and used the plank
in the old wooden sidewalk to help
construct a new floor in my barn."

Mr. Langford said that he consid-
ered this proceeding a grave charge
to lay against th - board of public
works.

"The board of public works," he
added, "is almost a judicial body,
and its corruption is almost as seri-
ous as corruption of the judiciary
would be."

Mr. Langford's statements amused
as well as surprised the committee.
President Gorman, of the board of
public works, was at once sent for.
When he arrived Col. Clough put
this question to Capt. Gorman:
. "Is it a practice, captain, for the
board of public works to make vari-
ations or exceptions from the terms
of final orders for sidewalks?"

C pt. Gorman answered that perhaps
there had been some exceptions made
generally, however, at the request of
the aldermen.

Gen. Sanborn— When you know that
that request is against the order of the
council?

Capt. Gorman— Yes, sir, when the
parties interested are willingto pay for \
another kind of work.

Col. Clough—lt doesn't look quite
straight; does it?

Capt. Gorman thereupon explained
that after the board of public works
had received a final order from the
council it had allowed parties to lay
their own walks before the filialorder
was published, but not after its publi-

Reference to the record showed that
the final order in this case had been
passed three weeks before the board
of public works grant the Atheneum
company the right to lay a wooden
sidewalk.

Col. Clough—Then, Capt. Gorman,
the board exceeded its authority in this
ease.

Mr. Livingston re-ad from a written
statement showing the scale of reduc-
tion .in the price of gas during the past
ten years In Minneapolis and in St.
Paul. The statement showed that Mm
neapolis had been paying for nine years

, past from $** to $1.60, while St. Paul had
enjoyed a uniform rate of $1.50 per 1,000
feet during the existence of the present
live-year, contract Mr. Livingston dis-
cussed the cost of electric lighting and
called the attention of the comnMttee
to the fact that many Important requi-
sites had been omitted by the electric-
experts, who had estimated the cost
for tin- benefit of the committee. As
for the statement that the most recent

electric apparatus reduced the cost of
manufacturing electricity] Mr. Livings^
ton quoted high authority to the effect
that the must recent Inventions In
dynamos were not more than l per cent

better or more efficient than dynamos
in use fifteen years ago.

Mr. Livingston informed the com-
mittee that a new gas known as ace-
tylene had been discovered or manu-
factured, which possessed superior
illuminating power, and that this gas

was rapidly coming into use and
would unquestionably be adopted In
St. Paul in much less than live years.
This illuminant, Mr. Livingston be-
lieved, might displace electricity.

Mr. Livingston reiterated his views
recently published by the G lobe, as
to the superiority of gas over elec-
tricity as an illuminant of streets. Not
a city in the country was lighted by
electricity except Detroit, Mich. Mr.
Livingston said that electric light did
not have the diffusive power of gas.
If an arc light could be divided up in-
stead of lie-in^- massed at erne- point,
then it would be more efficient than gas

lamps.
As a citizen, Mr. Livingston was not

prepared to recommend the substitution
of electricity for gas in the business
district, but as president of the gas
company he would recommend it, be-
cause the public seemed to want elec-
tricity. In conclusion, Mr. Livingston

assured the committees that if the city

advertised for proposals for electric
ligniing, it would receive the benefit of
sufficient competition.

The committee then adjourned until
3:15 p. m. tomorrow, when it will grant
a hearing to C. W. Horr and others
who desire to point out what they deem
to be the virtues of the Howard char-
ter.

WHERE VISITED YESTERDAY.

Much Pleased "Willi What They

Suit and Heard in Their Uriel
Investigation,

The delegation of gentlemen from
Carlton county, which has been in
St. Paul since Monday making in-
vestigations relative to the question
of the adaptability of their county

for stock raising, yesterday visited
the stockyards at South St. Paul
and the Minnesota transfer. Al-
though the visit was of less impor-

tance than the one made Tuesday
to the state agricultural school at
St. Anthony Park, they gained con-
siderable information of value, which
strengthened the conviction that
stock raising in Minnesota can be
made more profitable than grain
raising. The results obtained from
this investigating trip are, for this
reason, of importance not only to
the farmers and other residents of
Carlton county, but those of every
county in the state. What is of in-
terest to one is necessarily of inter- |
est to all, and it is safe to predict
that representatives from other
counties will pursue a similar plan
of investigation, the result of which
may lead to a large increase in the
stock raised in the state.

The fact has unquestionably been
demonstrated by experiments that
the raising of stock yields a much
larger amount of money per acre
than grain, and a visit by the farm-
ers to the state agricultural school,
where these experiments have been i

made, cannot result otherwise than i

in the production of a change, to |
some extent, in their pursuit.

The Carlton county gentlemen I
left the city at 9 o'clock yesterday
morning for South St. Paul, accom-
panied by Maj. Mark D. Flower,
president of the St. Paul Union
Stockyards company. They first
visited the exchange building.where
they spent some time looking
through the different depart-
ments. They then went to j
(he? yards, where they re- j
mained until noon visiting the var-
ious places of interest, under the
guidance of Maj. Flower, to whom
they feel indebted for tho many
courtesies shown them. The group j
of largo sheep sheds was the first
point to which they were taken.
There they saw a drove numbering
over 2,000. They were then taken
to a place where about .'it") sheep
are being kept unprotected by build- I
ings. They are thus treated .is a I
matter of experiment to determine j
if they can thrive out of doors dur-
ing the winter months. Last winter
a large drove was thus kept, and
with the same amount of food they
increased in weight more than those
which were kept in the sheds. This
was a very important item to the
visitors. It was quite the opposite
of what they had expected, and will
mean the saving of many dollars for I
shed building for those who intend j
to go into the sheep raising business, i

They were- then shown through the j
various packing houses. While the

\u25a0 visit to these places had no direct

I bearing upon the object of their in-
I vestigation, they greatly enjoyed it

and saw much of interest. At the
government inspection they were
given several points as to the se-
lection of the proper kind of stock
to ship to the markets. The rea-
sons why certain stock was reject-

ed was explained to them in detail,
-and this knowledge will of course be
!of value. They were also given some

instruction in the

This is always of interest and

value to farmers, and the gentlemen
\u25a0 greatly appreciate the attention
j shown them by the government in-
spectors.

At 1 o'clock they returned to the
city, and several took an afternoon
St. Paul & Duluth train for their

homes. The majority of them, how-
ever, went directly to the Minnesota
transfer, where they remained until
evening. Several made purchases of
stock, among tin- purchasers being
Martin Came, of Barnum, who
bought thirty head of horses, for
which he paid 52.500 cash. The vis-
itors returned home last evening.

In speaking of the two days' visit
in the city and the results derived
therefrom, C. A. Mac-key, editor of
the Pine Knot, of Cloquet, said to a
Globe reporter: "The visit of
these fifty members of the Carlton
County Agricultural association to
St. Paul has excited considerable en-
thusiasm among them in regard to
live stock raising. ! dare say it has
done more real good for the county

I than any other one event. Although
