mid Murphy Must Pay.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 27—Chair-
man Gideon, of the L. A. W., said today
that Cyclists Cabanne, Titus and Mur-
phy, who were temporarily suspended

for alleged crooked racing in Class B
races at St. Louis, on Aug. 17, have
been suspended for life by the racing

board.
ST. LOUIS, Mo., Nov. 27.—Luclen

Duthiel, better known as "Dute" Ca-
banne, one of the class B riders sus-
pended for life by Chairman Gideon, of
the national racing board, L. A. W.,
lives in St. Louis, and Is an insurance
commissioner during the winter
months. He was greatly affected by
the news of his permanent suspension.
He denied that he was a party to or
even cognizant of any sort of agree-
ment between Titus and Murphy re-
garding the races at the Pastime
grounds in this city. He said: "I de-
cided to retire from bicycle racing as a
professional anyhow, but this convic-
tion brings disgrace to me and my

folks. It also costs me considerable in
a financial way. Since the day of my
suspension I have riddem in many races
and won many hard-fought victories,
but the prizes have all been withheld.
These I will lose unless I can get pos-
session of them by court proceedings.
There are about $2,500 worth coming to
me. In addition to this Ihave received
no salary since the day Iwas suspend-
ed the first time. All my expenses were
paid by myself, amd the collecting of
evidence in my behalf has cost me a
considerable amount. The course of
the League of American Wheelmen rac-
ing board has in this matter been on
the star-chamber order all along. 1
was prevented from getting the evi-
dence I particularly desired, by my ab-
sence from this city. More than fifty
prominent business men of this city
have written to Gideon in my behalf,
and the ex-chairman of the racing
board, Raymond, himself wrote a
strong letter to Gideon offering sugges-
tions favorable to me."

Mr. Cabanne then stated that he
would go to New York and prepare to
sue the L. A. W. in Boston, which is
considered the headquarters of the L.
A. W.

To Avoid Paying Depot Charges—

The Suit Is Drought to Set- 'O'
' tle the Question. i:

The application for an injunction
restraining the St. Paul Union Depot
company from interfering with the
use of the union depot tracks by the
Chicago Great Western road for its
local train, filed with the district
court Tuesday, has brought to light
a little history, which, while not very
important, explains at least one rea-
son for the special meeting the depot
company held Saturday in General
Manager Winter's offlce, and which
it was stated at the time was purely

routine in its nature. In a nut-shell
the difference between the railroad
and depot company has been hanging *

fire for more than a year, and it was |
decided that the time had come for
its settlement in the courts one way

or another. For some time the Chi-
cago Great Western has been run-
ning a local mixed train, which has
enjoyed fullpassenger facilities, such
as the sale of tickets, the handling

of baggage and the care of passen-
gers, as well as the use of the pas-
senger tracks under the union depot

shed.
Itis alleged that in spite of this the

road officials have stoutly refused
to pay for the freight cars on the
basis of passenger cars, as all the

other roads have done and are do-
ing in the case of race-horse cars,
carloads of silk transported on pas-
senger trains, etc. Bills were pre-

sented, and payment as often refused
until spring, when the matter was
left to an arbitration consisting of

the solicitors of the Union Depot

company, W. H. Norris, who is also
local counsel for the Milwaukee
road, and Counsel Daniel W. Lawler,

of the Chicago Great Western. Upon

the statement of .Mr. Norris that no

agreement could be reached, the spe-

cial meeting was called, the train
having been allowed to run all the
time.

As this road was the only one run-
ning a mixed train into the depot,'

the meeting, at which all the roads
were represented, simply voted to re-

use any mixed trains passenger 4-
cilities, and also denied such trains
entrance to the passenger tracks ex-
cept in an emergency, where the
transfer tracks were blockaded.
This move resulted in the applica-

tion for an injunction, and the court
will settle the vexed question, the
train being, of course, unmolested
in the meantime. ...

Several other matters were taken

up at the meeting. The same road,

it was stated, is violating its contract
with the depot company by not run-

ning its motor line trains in and out

of the depot. By not doing .so - the-
road saves car charges. At present

the motor line trains for Invar Grove

leave from the foot of Jackson street.
but the road has been notified that
on and after Dec. 1 the cars will be
charged for as running through the
depot, just as the Burlington short

| line trains, which go down the oppo-

site side of the river are charged.

A member of the union depot com-

pany stated to the G1 o b c that if the
depot company was wrong about the
mixed train matter, the members
were entitled to know it, whereas If
they were right, the road should pay

its just indebtedness.

TRACK IS CLEAR.

Western Passenger Men Have Vir-

tually Reached an Agreement.

CHICAGO, Nov. 27.— The troubles of
the Western roads in the formation of

their passenger association are appar-

ently at an end. Late this afternoon

it was only needed that the Canadian
Pacific should give its consent to the
agreement to have it In full working

order. The representative of the Can-
adian Pacific who was in attendance
at the meeting was unable to bind his

road to the agreement, and wired for

instructions. It is expected, however,

that the response will be -favorable,

and that the roads will then have an
association covering all the business

between Chicago and the Pacific coast.
If the agreement goes into effect the

Southern Pacific will have to content
itself with such a share of the west-

bound emigrant business as will be al-

lowed it by the emigrant clearing

house.

Work Done on Wisconsin Reap-

, portionment Bill Useless.

'\u25a0I, MADISON, Wis., .Nov. 27.—After
all the trouble taken by Secretary

"J. H. Turner in drafting the new
apportionment bill the chances are
it is unconstitutional. In his argu-
ment before the committee yesterday
-afternoon Col. J. L. Rusk, of Chip-
pewa Falls, hinted strongly that he

believed there was a possibility the
bill was unconstitutional. Today he
went further and declared he was
certain of the fact, and gave these
points as the ones in which it vio-
lated the apportionment rule as laid
down by the supreme court: First,
that in making up his representation

Mr. Turner had increased the num-
ber of assemblymen in districts
where there was but one senator,

but where their population was
larger than the number required for
a senator, in order to equalize the
legislative representation; and, sec-
ond, because the assembly districts
were not arranged first and the sen-
ate districts apportioned on them.

Senator Spensely agreed with Mr.
Rusk, and so firm were these gen-

tlemen in their point that it was
finally agreed to submit the bill to
Senator Spooner. This was done this
afternoon, but Mr. Spooner only had
time to make a cursocy examination
of it. His off-hand opinion was,
however, that it was unconstitution-
al. In order to give the senator fur-
ther time on the subject the com-
mittee adjourned until Thursday,

Dec. 5, when an opinoln will be pre-
sented by Senator Spooner and oth-
er lawyers. The arguments before
the committee today were unimpor-
tant, being confined to the question

of the division of Sauk county.

FLAMES AT RUSH CITY.

VALUABLE EQUINES CREMATED
AND BARNS IN

ASHES.

WEARS* HABEAS CORPUS CASE.

It Develops Features Which
Muke Continuance for Ar-

gument Necessary*

CHEROKEE, 10., Nov. 27.— Word was
received here today that Henry Roddis
left Fulda for Cherokee. He has not

been in hiding, as stated in dispatches,
but attending to business. This city is
in a fever of excitement over the
charges which have been made against
Roddis and which have been hereto-
fore published in the Globe.

George B. Roddis, the eldest son, was
seen by a reporter today and he flatly
denied. everything, saying that It was
the culmination of an unsuccessful at-
tempt to blackmail his father. The
Roddis side of the story runs about as
folllows: About a year ago a grizzly
looking sort of an individual, whose
appearance would suggest that he had
spent most of his days in a brewery,
called upon Mr. Roddis at his office in
Cherokee, and, as politely as possible,
informed him that he was a lawyer,
and that he represented Mrs. Roddis
No. 1, of Milwaukee; that she had dis-
covered his whereabouts, after suppos-
ing him dead for years, and was going
to wage war; that he had come as a
peace maker, and intimated that about
120,000 would ignite the pipe of peace
and all would be well, and In case a set-
tlement was reached the affair would
be kept a secret. Supposing that the
man was crazy, Mr. Roddis kept at a
safe distance, lest he might fall a vic-
tim to the prowess of a maniac, and
when the opportunity presented Itself
he excused himself under the pretext
that his office work was crowding him.
As the strange individual left the office
he saluted the bust of Shakespeare,
which adorns the front of the Opera I
House block, and cast a wistful glance
at a short-order sign across the street:
as he shackled off towards the depot.
However, he did not leave the city, but
called upon Mr. Roddis the next day
and informed him that through sym-
pathy he had concluded to reduce the
blood money to $10,000, and would grant
him thirty hours' grace In which to
raise the amount, but before leaving
the office, after an urgent request made
by Mr. Roddis for him to do so, he
was willingto accept $5,000 and say no
more about it, and that if the money
was not forthcoming he would publish

him to the world. The demand was re-
fused and the individual left the city.
In a short time Mr. Roddis received a
communication from Milwaukee from
which an inference could be taken that
any money consideration would be ac-
ceptable.

Mr. Roddis now realized that he was
being made the victim of an attempted
blackmailing scheme and paid no atten-
tion whatever to any of the above-men-
tioned accusations or communications,
the author of which, having failed at
an attempt of extortion, has made use
of the public press, as threatened by
him, in an effort to ruin the reputation
of a highly respected citizen and an
honorable and upright man. „y7y

The friends" of Mr. Roddis say that
if his accusers have any case against

him their place to prosecute him is In
the courts and not in the newspapers.

LUMBERMEN GO FREE.

Statute of Limitation Invoked in

Their Behalf.
' MADISON, Wis., Nov. 27.—The ac-

tion of the United States govern-
ment against McCord, Heydlauff,
Osborn and others for alleged con-
spiracy against the government in
pre-empting pine lands, utterly col-
lapsed this afternoon. Ex-Senator
Spooner, as soon as the evidence for

the prosecution was all in, raised the
point that the statute of limitations

St. Paul Fishing Club Loses a Law-
suit at Hudson, Wis.

HUDSON, Wis., Nov. 27. — Judge
Bundy has just rendered a decision in
a famous fish case. Suit was brought
by the Willow River club, composed of
St. Paul capitalists, who bought sev-
eral hundred acres of land in this vi-
cinity for fishing purposes. Twelve
cases were on the September term
against residents for fishing on private
grounds. Judge Bundy decided against
the club and holds that "it has been
the settled law of this country, ever
since the landing of the Pilgrim
Fathers, that the fish belong to the
state for the benefit of the people; that
the state planted trout in Willow
river, where the trespass occurred;
that the spawn was pail for by public
taxation and co.uld be taken by the
public except as it was subject to the
rights of trespass; 1. c., one entering
a stream on a highway can, with boat,
or from the bed of the stream, angle
for fish If he does not trespass on the
banks or do damage. The decision
holds that the plaintiffs could not sue,
because not in possession.

These cases are the first ever decid-
ed on the points presented and pre-
sent interesting constitutional ques-
tions, which will probably be carried
by the St. Paul syndicate to the su-
preme court for final adjudication. To-
day's decision meets with general ap-
proval here.

The above telegram was shown to
several members of the Willow River
club last night, but as the legal mat-
ters have been left in the hands of the
club's attorney in Hudson little light
was thrown on this new phase of the
case. The suits brought by the club
