IT BEATS THE SCHEDULE FOR
THREE-QUARTERS OF THIK

On the Last Stretech a Mishap
Cauased Delay That Made the
Train Late,

BUFFALO, N. Y., Dec. 2. — The
New York Central railroad today
demonstrated its ability to run the
fastest regular train in the world.
The train failed to make the sched-
ule time laid out for it, on account
of an accident, but other portions
of the run showed conclusively that
the fast schedule time can be accom-
plished and even excelled. Up to
six months ago the train known as
the “Empire State Express” had the
world’s record as a regular train for
fast running. The London railway,
of England, running from London
to Aberdeen, began to run a trifle
faster than the Empire State’s rec-
ord of fifty-one miles an hour. To-
day the Central began a new sched-
ule for its train, which necessitates
an hourly run of 53 1-3 miles, about
two miles an hour faster than the
English rival. Leaving New York
this morning at 8:30, and with every
condition against her, this train
made more than three-quarters of
the distance in even faster time than
the new schedule calls for. The reg-
ular Empire State express had added
to it a special car of Vice President
Webb, weighing 106,400 pounds; in
addition to this extra weight a driz-
zling rail was falling, making the
track very slippery, and the extra
weight was carried on the end of the
train instead of next to the engine,
making the resistance greater.

The run from New York to Albany,
a distance of 142.88 miles, was made
in two hours and thirty-six minutes,
and the train got into the Albany
depot four minutes ahead of the new
schedule time. Leaving Albany on
schedule time, 11:13 a. m., and with
a change of \engines, Engineer Chase,
at the throttle of Engine 999, pulled
the train through to Syracuse so that
she rolled into the depot two and a
half minutes ahead of the new sched-
ule and twelve minutes faster than
the old. With the gain on the Hud-
son River division this made a total
of twenty-one minutes between New
and Syracuse. At Syracuse Engine
904, Engineer Pellings, took charge
of the train and pulled out of the
depot two minutes late.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Dec. 2. — Judge
Sanborn, of the United States circuit
court of dppeals, today handed down
an opinion in the case of the St. Paul,
Minneapolis & Manitoba Railway
company,appellant, vs. Russell Sage,
trustee, affirming with costs the
opinion of the United States circuit
court, district of Minnesota, which
was in favor of Mr. Sage.

The suit involves 26,000 acres of
land, and has been in the state and
federal courts since 1866. While Min-
nesota was yet a territory, in 1857,
a railroad company, since absorbed
by the present plaintiff, was granted
rich concessions, which were not tak-
en advantage of promptly. Mean-
time the Hastings & Dakota rail-
road, in which Russell Sage has a
controlling interest, was granted ter-
ritory overlapping the St. Paul, Min-
neapolis & Manitoba grant. The

affirming the circuit court’s decree is
that the latter company was dilatory
and in consequence its concession
remained in the market. Mr. Sage
is ahead about $280,000, while the
costs have aggregated nearly  $100,-

000.

final decision of the appellate court

BACO-CURO WINS

In a Notable Suit Brought
By a Rival.

“Don’t Stop Tobacco,” and Proy.d Ye:
it Are the Things Which Place
*‘Baco-Curo” in the Li3ad.

Valuable and Record-Making De-
cision by Circuit Judge Ro-
manzo Bunn, the Veteran
Federal Jurist.

‘““Baco-Curo’”’ recognized by the medi-
cal profession as the only scientific,
sure and harmless cure for the tobacco
habit, in all its forms, has just won a
victory in the Federal courts as note-
worthy as it was deserved. The case
attracted wideattention wheninstituted
and the decision will govern in the
future.

On the 3rd of last April the Sterling
Remedy Co., of Indiana, proprietors of
*No-to-bac,” brought suit in the U. S.
court against the Eureka Chemical &
Mfg. Co., of La Crosse, Wis., proprie-
tors of “Baco-Curo.” Complainants
asked $20,000, for alleged damages, for
an injunction seeking to restrain de-
fendant from using the word *‘Baco-
Curo” and . from the use of certgin
‘boxes, labels, racks, ete., which, it was
clalmed, were so similar to those used
by complainant as to induce the public

-to believe they were buying complain-
ant’s medicine. The cause was heard
before U. S. Circuit Judge Romanzo
Bunn, of Wisconsin, Oct. 18th last, and
that veteran jurist, on Nov. 25th, hand-~
ed down an exhaustive, clear and able
opinion‘at the conclusion of which ap-
pears the following order.

Judge Bunn’s Order.

“There will be a decree dismissing
complainant’s bill with costs.”

F. M. Stewart, clerk of the court, on
Nov. 26th, notified Messrs. Losey &
Woodward, attorneys for the defend-
ant, that the final decree in accordance
with order of court, had been duly en-
tered.

The public does not care to read why
the suit was brought nor what outside
methods were taken to injure the repu-
tation and restrict the sale of “Baco-
Curo.” Suflice it that the Court held
that the Eureka Chemical & Mfg. Co.
had, and has, an undoubted right to
