that whenever their attention is called
to an ordinance that has been over-
iocoked they immediately see that the
same is properly enforced, and I be-
lieve now that if the chief of police and
the officers of his department have
their attention called to the provisions
referred to in section 5 of articie 78 of

micipal Code of 1884, that the same
11 he enforced, hut it is a. fact which
cannot be contradicted that it has been
overlooked up to the present time to a
great extent.

“You complain that my letter was
given to the public press instead of
humllng‘ it, to you or going to you per-
sonaily. I understand it to have been
the practice of this office as well as
your own, that the press be furnished
with any -communications, not pex-
sonal, and as this was a matter
public interest I knew of no reason why
it should be suppressed. I might re-
peat the same inquiry to you—why your
letter of Dec. 3 and the criticism therein
imposed upon me for proffering a sug-
gestion to you was given to the press
before it was delivered to me, and 1
think that the facts stated in my com-
munication were of sufficient import-
ance to the public and taxpayers of the
city to warrant its publication. My
letter was written in the interests of
the public and with no disrespect to
you. As much cannot be said of your
letter. It contains nothing in the in-
terest of the publie, but is full of per-
sonal abuse and reprimands.

“Judge Kerr, in rendering his de-
cision, did not hesitate to announce
the law, and I know of no reason why
I should be afraid to call the atten-
tion of your honor or that of the public
to the condition of affairs which must
necessarily daily result in great loss to
the city and injury to our people.
have no apology to extend for giving
to the public the law as laid down by
our courts or in calling your attention
to it. That is one of my duties for
which the public and taxpayers are
paying me.

‘T do not agree with you when }ou
say that the consequences are not seri-
ous to the city or individuals. It is
serious to the city to the extent that it
increases the taxes of every taxpayer.
It is serious to the individuals injured.
No one would be willing for the amount
they received to accept the injury and
the chances of the consequent results
therefrom.

“You are at liberty to attach such im-
portance to my communication as your
own views would indicate to be proper.

“T leave it to the public to decide
whether in_writing the letter referred
to T have done anything or said any-
thing other than is required from a
servant of the people.”
