[Which Will Consider the Report

In Two -Waiting for
the Parker Report.

The conference committee received
yesterday afternoon the city comp-
troller's estimate of the expenses of
the city for the year 1896. The esti-
mate calls for the sum of $1,481,907 to
be raised by taxation, which repre-
sents a saving of $419,519, compared
with the amount allowed last year.
After the conference committee has

dissected the budget and the common
council passed upon it, it is expected

that the saving will be even greater,
though the committee is already in
receipt of requests which, if granted,

Will involve additional expenses.
There was a full attendance of the

conference committee, and Assem-
blyman Parker, Judge Lusk, Gen.
Sanborn and Capt. Castle, of the re-
trenchment committee, were also
present.
Comptroller McCardy passed

around copies of his estimate the
first thing. President Bement, of the
water board, moved that the com-
mittee adjourn consideration of the
budget for two week:.

Mr. MeCardy thought that two

weeks was too long a time.
Mr. Bement explained that the ob-

ject was to wait until the Parker
retrenchment committee had submit-
ted its report, which would aid the
committee in passing upon the budg-

et. Mr. McCardy said that after the

conference committee had gone over
the budget and made its recommend-
ations, then it would go to the coun-
cil for final action, and that the re-
port of the retrenchment committee

would be submitted at the same time.
Aid. Markham, the chairman of the

ways and means committee, an-
nounced that Col. Clough had in-

formed him that if the conference
committee desired the report of the

retrenchment committee he would
submit it by Dec. 20. ."" .

President Wheelock insisted that as
the entire report of the retrenchment
committee would comprise recommen-
dations that could be carried out only
by state legislation, that lt submit a
preliminary report embracing only
such recommendations as were within
the scope of the conference committee
to act upon.

Chairman Parker, of the retrench-
ment committee, said that the report

must be first submitted to the council
under the resolution creating the com-
mittee, and that when presented It
would be complete. Mr. Parker added
that Col. Clough would have the re-
port ready a week from today or a
week from Wednesday. The report will
be in pamphlet form.

Mr. McCardy suggested that th© con-
ference committee adjourn for one
week. Mr. Copeland approved of such
a course, but Mr. Bement's motion to
adjourn until two weeks from date
prevailed. The conference committee
will accordingly meet on Monday, Deo.
23. at 2:30 p. m., to consider the budget.
By that time the report of the re-
trenchment committee will have been
presented to the council and published
and the members of the conference
will have had ample opportunity to
familiarize themselves with its recom-
mendations. • •"' -\u0084 \u25a0

Four communications were received.
The first one was from the commis-
sioner of health. It stated that the de-
partment needed a laboratory, which,
Dr. Stone declared to be an Imperative
necessity ln order to secure the he-st re-
sults. It also required a portable dis-
infecting plant and an ambulance for
conveying Infectious and contagious
diseases. The communication was
placed on file. A communication was
received from the board of school in-
spectors asking the conference com-
mittee to fix 2.2 mills as the rate of
tax levy for the school department It
was likewise placed on file.

Aid. Hare's resolution requesting the
conference committee to place $1751.000
In the tax estimate for reconstructing
the southerly end of the Wabasha
Btreet bridge, was similarly disposed of.

The last request was made .by a
committee from Merriam Park. Col.
Shandrew, the s]»okesman of that com-
mittee, asked the committee to include
in the tax estimate the sum of ?600
with which to rent an armory at Mer-
riam Park for the use of Company E,
Third Regiment, M. S. N. G. The re-
quest will be considered with the
others.

FISH) AND GAME MEETING. .
Executive Agent Fullerton: Has

Done Excellent Work.
The Minnesota game and fish com-

mission will hold its annual meeting
this morning at 10 o'clock In the office
of President Timberlake, In the St.
Paul Fire and Marine building. The
reports of the treasurer and executive
agent will be read, and the matter of
pound net licenses in Lake of the
Woods will be considered, beyond
which the meeting will not do much.
There are no officers to be elected this .
year, and no new members to be in-
ducted into office. i'Pp.'p.;

The report of the executive agent
will show that the present year has
been the most active in the history of
the commission. More than $5,000 has
passed through his hands from fines,
licenses, seizures of flsh and game, etc.
From game and fish seized, the net
sum of $1,825.29 has been turned into
the treasury, a sum which would have
been $4,000 but for the policy of paying
express charges on all seizures. From
pound net licenses in Lake of the
Woods, Ely and Tower, $2,860 came
into the treasury. Sixty-six dollars
were received from men who wanted
to fish in November, and $55 from men.
who wanted to flsh in interstate
waters. During the year, the exec-
utive agent . and his wardens seized
60,000 feet of nets and destroyed them.
One hundred and twenty-four arrests
were made and the total fines amount-
ed to about $600. Pi " y

The deer taken from the Indians
near Lakel George last week' were
brought to St. Paul and sold for $286.77,
after paying express charges.
