It Is Progressing Much More Rap=-
idly and Smoothly Than the

Former Trial,

The appeal of the City of St. Paul
vs. The Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul Railway Company came up in
the supreme court yesterday morn-
ing on a motion for a rehearing. The
case was heard during the early
part of the last term and an opinion
rendered later in which the court
held that the license granted to the
defendant company was a revocable
one, and that the land claimed by
defendant along the river front is
a public levee. H. J. Horn present-
ed the case for the city, and Frank
W. M. Cutcheon, of the firm of Flan-
drau, Squires & Cutcheon, appeared
for the company. The case was ar-
gued and submitted and an opinion
is expected very soon.

It is claimed by the defendant that
Ordinance No. 286 and its own action
1ereunder gave rise to an irrevo-
able contract between plaintiff and
defendant, under which defendant
is entitled to maintain and occupy

its freight house and river siding
where they now are, at least so long
as the same shall stand; and that

this contract is protected against
impairment through action of the
city by section 10, article 1, of the
constitution of the United States,
section 1 of the fourteenth
g 1dment thereto, as well as by
section 13 of article 1 of the constitu-
tion of Minnesota.

On the other hand, it is claimed by
the city that the ordinance con-
ferred upon defendant merely a revo-
cable license or permit; that by rea-
son of the institution of this suit it
must be presumed that the license
or permit has been revoked; and that
therefore the city is entitled tc judg-
ment of ouster against defendant as
to the portion of the land occupied
by defendant's freight house and
river siding that is involved in this
suit.

Testimony for the State In—Case
Running Smoothly.

County Attorney Butler completed the
introduction of testimony for the state
in the trial of Dr. Johnson yesterday
and the defense opened by calling de-
fendant to the stand.

In the trial of the suit of the Alkema-~
nia Insurance company to recover.from

of the company, and his bondsmen,
some $1,200, the plaintiff alleged to be
due, the unusual spectacle of an attor-
ney asking the court for an attachment
to compel the appearance of his client
in court was presented in Judge Otis’
court vesterday. T. T. Fauntleroy rep-
res:nted the defendants while Attorney
Squires appeared for the plaintiff.

Fauntleroy wanted him present in the
interest of his bondemen, whom the
same attorney ropresented.

The deputy
sheriff who was sent out to serve it
brought back a doctor's certificate that
Mr. Bredenhagen was ill and could not
attend.

Augusta Heard, as guardian of Isaac
V. D. Heard, insane, yecsterday filed in
the district court a complaint in an ac-
tion to recover $35,060 from Henry
Kittson and the other Kittson heirs
The plaintiff says that Isaac Heard was
employed as attorn:y for the defend-
ants during the years 1888 to 1891 inclu-
sive, but never received any compensa-
tion for his work. She says that his
mind became impaired by overwork,
and he was placed in an insane asylum.

Conference With North Dakota
Delegates Is Held,

At a meeting of the representatives
of South Dakota present at the rail-
road meeting at the Commercial club
last night, a conference was held be-
tween 8. W. Narregang, of Aberdeen,
T. C. Conniff, of Pierre; Gov. Sheldon
and President Schurmeier and Secre-
tary McGinnis, to discuss the immi-
gration outlook in that state. Mr.
Schurmeier said:

‘‘Gentlemen of the Northwestern Im-
migration Association: It gives me
much pleasure to meet you once more
after adjournment of the Northwestern
immigration convention, which we be-
lieve has inaugurated a successful
movement for making known the great
resources of the Northwest to the
world at large, and will lead to a more
rapid development of our country from
the great lakes to the Pacific in the
future than has been known in the past.
This work must be done through local
state, county and city organizations,
and it is a tribute to the earnestness
of those who attended the late conven-
tion to know that such local organiza-
tion has promptly followed in the wake
oOf I3 o aanents

“The Northwstern Immigration as-
sociation, which you have the honor
to be members of, has been advised of
the calling of conventions for state or-
ganization in North Dakota, Maniioba
and Idaho. Minnesota has aiready ef-
fected an organization, and is now act-
ively at work advertising its resources,
We hope for the same result from
Scuth Dakota.

“The wealth of yecur mineral and

agricultural resources and their:unde-
veloped condition, warrants you in tak-
ing prompt and effective action. You
have millions of aecres of the most
fertile land on the face of the globe,
as vet untouched by the plowshare.
You are learning how to adapt your
farming methods to your climatic con-
ditions. Intelligent farming on such
a soil as yours will result in increased
prosperity, and where you have hun-
dreds you may in the future expect
thousands to occupy in happiness and
prosperity the vast, fertile plains of
your great state.”

“I desire again, on 'behalf of the
Manitoba delegation, to thank Presi-
dent Schurmeier and the other mem-
bers of the immigration committee for
their kindness and consideration to our-
selves. We appreciate very highly the
attention which we received from our
friends in St. Paul, and hope to be
able to return the compliment at an
early date. We are endeavoring to or-
ganize a convention here and will
soon be prepared to send you a formal
invitation to attend.”

Applicants are requested, however, to

First—There are, every year, several
hundred applicants in excess of the
number it is possible to employ.

Second—The number of good teachers
who are eagerly seeking this work is
such that the state superintendent is
compelled to decline the services of
many who are either personally known
to him as able instructors or are recom-
mended as such by those in whom he
has confidence.

Third—While it is essential that those
who engage in this work should have
a foundation of broad and accurate
scholarship as well as of successful
experience, the possession of these re-
quisites cannot, as is evidenced from
what has been said, insure appoint-

ment.
Fourth—It is not possible for the state
