Of the twelve decisions handed
down by Justice Mitchell, of the su-
preme court, yesterday, the orders
and judgments of the lower courts
are reversed in five cases. A case
in which a good deal of interest has
been expressed is that of George J.
Flint against Ellen J. Flint, his wife,
from whom he is divorced. The hus-
band seeks to secure the custody of
the child, but the court holds that
the rule that the father, if a suitable
person, shall have the custody and
care of a minor child, is not an ab-
solute legal right beyond the control
of the courts, and the care of the
child is given to the mother because
the father has no female inmate of
his home except a fourteen-year-old
daughter by a former marriage. The
syllabus in the case follows:

Nothing of a sensational character
developed in the hearing yesterday.
Attorney Thompson put Deputy Clerk
of the Court Harry A. Sundberg on
the stand to testify to the fact that
Lowe has been convicted of murdering
Clara Bergh.
