EASTERNERS CALL MINNESOTA
A ROTTEN STATE AS TO

INSURANCE.'

RESOLUTIONS ARE ADOPTED.

C. M. OriKK-s. of St. I'aul, Chosen
President of the New

Organization.

The subject of reducing the ex-
pense of insurance was considered
yesterday by a small body of men |
in convention assembled at the board j
of trade rooms. It was the thought !
of the convention not to make need-
less war upon the insurance com-
panies as the enemies of the insured,
but to consider what means may be
taken to secure for Minnesota an i

equal standing with other states;

that rates may be reduced to the
proper proportion. The efforts con-
sidered are along the line of improv-
ing risks, equalizing and making !

equitable rates and securing full j
and unrestricted competition. It j
was a convention of the insured j

rather than the insurers, though a
number of insurance men have
watched the proceedings with inter- j
est.

About a score of gentlemen were i

present at 10:30 when A. L. Crocker ;
called to order. In the absence of I
Mayor Pratt, he welcomed the visit-
ors, and immediately called for nor- i

inations for chairman. H. E. Fletch- j
er was speedily selected and Gen. ;
C. C. Andrews, of St. Paul, was |
elected secretary.

In taking the chair, Mr. Fletcher
spoke of the great necessity for

economy in business and expressed
the opinion that economy in insur-
ance had been very generally over-
looked. It was entirely legitimate,
he said, for the insured to be or-

ganized in order to secure the best
insurance for the least money. ::

While Mr. Fletcher was speaking
Mayor Pratt came in, and was at
once introduced. After he had wel-
comed the convention the following

committees were suggested by A. L.

Crocker and duly indorsed by the

convention:
Resolutions — "of Winona;

Hackett, St. Paul; Wyman, Duluth;

S. T. Johnson was introduced as

the first speaker, and said:
FOREST FIRES.

Gen. C. C. Andrews, state fire war-
den, was introduced and spoke on the
prevention of forest fires. He out-
lined the provisions made for prevent-
ing forest fires in Minnesota and urged

that after all, the best means of pre-
vention was an active public | senti-
ment. He believed that the prevalence

of forest fires in the Northwest.by sug-
gesting to Eastern people the careless-
ness of Western people, had a consid-
erable influence in keeping up Insur-
ance rates..

The latter point was indorsed by Mr.
Johnson. He said that insurance peo-
ple down East were frequently told
that Minnesota was a "rotten state"
for insurance; that "whole counties
burned up in Minnesota;"

C. W. Hackett, of St. Paul, was the
next speaker. His topic was "A Busi-
ness Man's Interest in. Insurance Leg-
islation." Mr. Hackett' explained the
special interest of- business men as
against the rural inhabitant on ac-
count of the larger proportion and
higher rates paid by merchants and
manufacturers. It was.a general prin-
ciple; he asserted, that, in order to se-
cure low prices, free competition must
be had. In Minnesota there was' not
free competition. Rates were fixed ar-
bitrarily and the business of ; insur-
ance was virtually a trust. Legisla-
tion was needed which would '< Invite
competition; which would encourage
the formation of home companies and
induce outside companies to enter the

I state. Legislation should' also assure
to the insured the payment of a loss
after it had occurred. At the same

| time Mr. Hackett urged that laws
should not encourage fraud. The com-

| panics should be fully protected
jagainst incendiarism. As to rates,' the

I speaker said that the ordinary rate
I was supposed to be high enough to
cover extraordinary losses, but when-
ever a great fire did occur, rates were
sure to go up until the companies
were reimbursed for the special fire-
while the regular rate should have
covered this emergency. On some
risks Mr. Hackett said present rates

I were prohibitive.
"Incendiarism" was the subject of

jK. Kneutson, of Mankato. He said
j that of the $140,000,000 annual fire loss-

es of the country, 65 per cent were due
to incendiarism.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
Senator A. T. Stebbins, of Rochester,

Minn., presided at the afternoon ses-
sion and Introduced John G. Thomas,
of Chicago, who read a paper on
"Methods and Desirability of Improv-
ing Risks." in which he advocated the
use of automatic sprinklers as potent
factors In the "economy" of fire pro-
tection. He also advocated solid brick
instead of brick veneered walls, and
advised manufacturers to employ
"slow-burning" process of construe-
tion rather than the cheaper methods
usually employed. Speaking of the
contempt usually had for the old fash-
lon "fire bucket," he cited some sta-
tistics to show what had been accom-
plished by the pail. These statistics
were compiled by the Boston, Manufac-
turers' Mutual Fire Insurance com-
pany, and showed the result of their

MAYOR ORDERS ALL SALOONS TO.. -CLOSE AND INCREASES
THE POLICE.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Dec. 17.—
This city is all but at the mercy of
a gang of hoodlums, and the trac-
tion strike is not yet twenty-four
hours old. Tonight not a street car
of the Union Traction company is
running, and that company controls
every line in the city. The police
were absolutely unable to control the
mob's violence today. From early
morning until dark, as each branch
line made desperate efforts to start,
howling mobs surrounded each car,
stoned jand hooted the motorman

and conductor, smashed the windows,
cut the trolley ropes and wreaked j
all possible destruction. Then the
attempt was abandoned. The strik-
ers took little, if any, part in the
work of destruction. This was in
the hands of the inevitable rowdy

element. Many persons were in-
jured by flying missiles and there is

fear that when complete reports have

been received they will include fatal-
ities. Thousands of dollars worth
of valuable property was destroyed.

Compared to the events of the day,

the streets tonight are quiet, al-
though filled with surging crowds.

Five hundred extra policemen were
sworn in by Mayor Warwick to- '.
night, and these, with the regular

force of 2,100, will make an attempt

to quell the rioters tomorrow. They

t have orders from Mayor Warwick to
I cary their batons unsheathed.
jShould this fail, the governor will
be appealed to to order out the

I militia. The city-; executive de-
; clared tonight that the strike is no
i longer a contest between a railway

jcompany and its employes, but a bat-
! tie between the city and violence,
; and the city will win, if it takes the
United States army.

Every pane of j
glass was smashed, trolleyropes were
cut, cushions slashed and fenders I
wrecked. During this disturbance 1
Reserve Policeman Keppier was seri-
ously injured by stones. Along|
Eighth street the same condition of j
affairs prevailed. It was not until
late in the day that sufficient quiet
existed to warrant the removal of
the wrecked cars under police escort.
There was no more attempt to run
them. -The fiercest riot of the day occurred
at Sixth and Vine streets about noon.
The mob reached almost to Market
street two blocks below. . It en i
trenched itself along the sidewalks and
bombarded every car which attempted ]
to run the gaunlet. Superintendant
Linden, with a great force of police,
finally succeeded In dispersing the
crowds after sixteen arrests had been
made. At Sixth and Market streets
a veritable pandemonium broke loese
as the first two cars reached that point.
In an instant every window was smash-
ed and a perfect fusillade 'of dinner
kettles, fire buckets and blocks of wood
poured from the upper floors of busi-
ness houses on either hand. Motor-
men and conductors fled for their lives.
Later in the day another violent scene
was," witnessed at Eighth and Market
S'ti^eets. A West Philadelphia car made
its; appearance. Motorman, conductor
and the few passengers inside were
ordered to leave, and after the fender
had been ripped from its attachments
and- the same general ..work of dis-
traction perpetrated, the car was upset
at the "intersection of the two lines of
track. This blockade was not raised
for two hours. Similar scenes occur-
red on the Northeastern section, and
all through the city less destructive at-
tempts were made to prevent the run-
ning of the cars.
