SCHOOLS HOLD . JUBILEE.

Christmas Festivities Before the
Close—=News of Minne-

A few minutes before noon yester-
day pedestrians on Nicollet avenue,
between Third and Fourth streets,
were startled by a mighty crash Im-
mediately several plate glass win-
dows from the front of the Palace
company's building, 315-323 Nicollet,
fell ypon the sidewalk, and immense
clouds of dust gushed out.

Three entire floors had fallen with-

in the building, and the immense
heap of debris landed on the first
floor, carrying to his death Gale

Walters, head clerk of the hat de-
partment. Oscar Holder was also
caught by the falling mass, and was
at first thought tdo be dead. In an
hour, after valiant work by the fire

. department and police, assisted by

employes of the firm, Walters' hndy
was gotten out. Death must have
been instantaneous.

Holder was caught on the outskirts
of the mass of debris, and after lying
in a dazed condition for a few mo-
ments, crawled out alive and unin-
jured, with the exception of one or
two painful bruises. His escape and
that of Jacob Sicher,who was stand-
ing near, were marvelous.

With the occurrence of the disaster
a fire alarm was turned in and the
department responded promptly.
The employes of the Palace, however,
at once divined the nature of the ac-
cident, as stories had been in circu-
lation of the great weight of the
stock above, and they rushed imme-
diately to the rescue of any who
might be caught or imprisoned in the
ruins. By this time the police were
on the ground, and the fire depart-
ment and salvage corps also, and
the curious and inquiring crowd was
pushed back.

Ropes were at once stretched along
the walk, and, under direction of the
firemen, the work of rescue began.
The suddenness of the occurrence had
dazed its witnesses, but they soon re-
covered and an impromptu salvage
corps was organized.

The rescuing party, in its labors, first
reached Oscar Holther. His escape
from death was wonderful, and render-
ed particularly so inasmuch as he was
standing within three feet of Gale Wal-
ters, the foreman of the department,
when the crash came. Walters was
struck dead instantly by the falling de-
bris. He seemed to be literally smash-
ed into the floor. The ceiling parted in
the center and fell away towards both
sides. Holther was forced by the con-
cussion into a recess under some strong
mahogony shelves. He was covered
fifteen feet deep with plaster and
beams, but came through without a
scratch. The search for Walters' body
was a more difficult matter. Dozens of
men, including the city detective force,
firemen, salvagers and police, worked
desperately in the hope that the buried
man might still be alive. The body was
found at 12:40, badly mangled. For
some time it was feared that there
were others besides Walters who might
be killed, but it was finally settled aft-
er Holther’s rescue that they alone
were in the ruins.

Several of the occupants of the build-
ing had narrow escapes. The recep-
tion room of Lee Brothers, photograph-
ers, was right in the path of destruc-
tion and Mr. Lee just escaped. A pre-
liminary crash gave him an instant’s
warning and he stepped back just as
the mass above crashed down in front
of him. His escape was scarcely a
matter of feet, so near was he to death.
George Richmiller and Johnson, two
employes of the Palace company, are
also devoutly rejoicing at their escape.
They were down in the basement, hav-
ing knocked off work and being about
to go cut to dinner. Rishmiller heard
the crash as the floors above broke
through and stepped back just in time,
Johnson was nearer the path of descent
than his companion, but on the latter’s
warning he, too, retreated to safety.

THE CRIMINAL COURT.

The Teigen Grand Larceny Case
Nolled.

The charge of grand larceny against
Dr. Martin O. Teigen was nolled yes-
terday morning by the county attorney,
Ole Johnson and Knute Swanson, in-
dicted along with Dr. Teigen, being
also dismissed. The charge was that
the three had procured $70 from An-
drew Knutson, on the pretense of giv-
ing him the Keeley cure.

Harry Hazel, the clairvoyant, was
called, and failed to appear. The $300
cash bail deposited for him was de-
faulted, but no judgment was entered,
as the county attorney had received a
letter from Hazel's father, asking that
the case be reset. T. E. Byrnes, Ha-
zel's attorney, is absent from the city,
and the case will probably be taken
up after the holidays.

Edward R. Harroun, the alleged forg-
er, was surrendered to the authorities
yvesterday by H. L. Woodward, his
bondsman, and, failing to furnish a
new bond for $250, was committed to
jail again. Default was once more en-
tered in the case of Charles Daly,
grand larceny.

The morning was spent in taking tes-
timony.

A CALL TO EUGENE V. DEBS.

Strikers Ask the Leader of the A."
R. U. to Come to Their As-
sistance.

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 20.—The
great trolley strike is in all proba-
bility off. Late tonight Mayor War-
wick suceeded in inducing a proposi-
tion to be made looking to an amica-
ble settlement of the trouble. The
proposition comes from the Union
Traction company to the strikers,
and is that if the men will come
back to work and peace is restored
the management will cordially and
considerately recelve a committee
from the ranks of their employes,
will hear their complaints and griev-
ances, and remedy the same within
the range of fairness. The proposi-
tion was given by the mayor to Rev.
Dr. Baker and Mr. Griffith of the
Christian League, and it was author-
ized to be made by the Traction man-
agement.

The strike leaders tonight sent tel-
egrams to Eugene V. Debs, president
of the A. R. U., and John McBride,
of the American Federation of La-
bor, asking them to come to this city
forthwith. A reply was received
from Debs: “Will come on soon as
possible.” He is in Terre Haute,
Ind. McBride is thought to be in
Indianapolis, but no answer had
been received up to a late hour.
There was a possibility of court pro-
ceedings being taken tomorrow to
force the company into arbitration,
under the act of assembly passed in
1893. Every car was again in its sta-
ble tonight, although they ran with
more frequency today than since the
struggle began. The formidable po-
lice force regulations were effective
in maintainiing order pretty general-
ly. There were two outbreaks this
afternoon, both violent. As five cars
of the Thirteenth and Fifteenth
street divisions were passing a
block of industrial establishments at
Thirteenth and Buttonwood, a mob
of five hundred employes attacked
them. The cars were well filled with
passengers, who crouched on the floor
when the stones began to fly. Two,
women were struck and had to be re-
moved to the hospitals, though they
were not badly injured. Another
small riot occurred almost at the!
same time on Fifteenth street. No
one was much hurt. Several arrests
were made. The saloons were closed
tonight. :

NOT READY.

The order posted yesterday for the
men to return to return to work this
morning, on pain of dismissal, was
generally ignored. Several hundred
“scab” workmen from other cities;
mostly from the West, arrived to-
day, but none had gone to work up
to tonight. Ninety rioters were in-
dicted by the grand jury today.

ENDANGERED AMERICAN MIS-
SIONARIES TO BE RES-
CUED,

MARINES MAY BE LANDED.

ORDERS CABLED FROM WASH-
INGTON TO ADMIRAL SELF-

RIDGE, ,

THREE SHIPS WILL AID HIM,

If Necessary n Force of American
Tars Will Escort the Ameri-
cans to Safety,

CHICAGO, Dec. 20.—A special to
the Times-Herald from Washington
says, in accordance with the advice
of Minister Terrell, the administra-
tion has determined to remove Amer-
ican citizens from the disaffected dis-
trict of Marash, in Asia Minor. This
determination was reached at the
cabinet meeting today, and a num-
ber of cabinet members said that
the navy department had been in-
structed to issue the necessary or-
ders to the commander-in-chief of
the European squadron to effect the
removal of the Americans now at
Marash. The instructions were sent
this evening to Rear Admiral Self-
ridge by cable, These are explicit.
He will combine his fleet at Alex-
andretta, and direct the American
missionaries and other American cit-
izens in Marash to come on board.
In case it should be necessary to give
them protection during the journey
from Marash to Alexandretta, he has
been authorized to land a force of
sailors and marines.

The vessels ‘which Admiral Self-
ridge will mobilize at Alexandretta
will be the San Francisco, the Mar-
blehead and the Minneapolis. Should
the escort be sent to Marash from
Alexandretta it would have to march
about seventy-five miles, Marash
being about that distance from the
seaport. The authorities are not yet
fully advised of the particulars of
the outbreak at Marash, but the in-
formation they have at hand shows
it to have been serious.

ADVISED TO LEAVE.

When Selfridge has the missionaries
and othsr Americans on his ship he
will be probably directed to take them
to some Christian port where they will
be put under the care of a state de-
partment repres mtative. The action
of the administration in directing the
removal of American citizens from
Marash is a precedent of similar ac-
tion in the cases of other disturbed dis-
tricts of Asia Minor. Minister Terrell
suggests that all Americans quit Tur-
key. The administration is anxious
that his advice should be taken, but
many of the missionaries prefer to re-
main, surrounded by danger. Their
only hope of safety, acocrding to the
officials, is in getting away from Tur-
kish territory. The administration has
determined to afford them every facil-
ity to leave, and if they refuse .o do
so they will have to take the conse-
quences.

ORDERED TO MASSACRE.

Porte Commands a Bloody On-
slaught on Zeitoun.
BERLIN, Dec. 20.—A dispatch from
Constantinople says: ‘“The porte has
ordered Mustapha Memzi Pasha to at-
tack today with 10,000 men and two
batteries the city of Zeitoun and bom-
bard and destroy it and massacre the

12,000 Armenians in the city.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Dec. 20—An of-
ficial dispatch from Zeitoun says that
the Armenians there on Sunday last
massacred all the Turkish soldiers im-
prisoned in the town. This probably
refers to the 600 Turkish troops who
were captured by the Zeitounlis when
the uprising first occurred.

MR, GUTHRIE SAYS NOT.

Denies Report Slating Him for G.
N. Position.

The eneterprising goss ps have added
one more name to the list of officials
which comprise the Great Northern's
passing show. This time it is none oth-
er than Archie Guthrie, of the big con-
tracting firm of Foley Bros. & Guthrie,
who is slated for a Great Northern po-
sition, and although there isn’'t the
slightest foundation for the story, it
is being w.dely circulated.

Even the Minneapolis papers, who
evidently do not know that J. M. Barr
is general superintendent of theé road,
have arranged to have Mr. Guthrie
succeed E. W. McKenna,who as a mat-
ter of fact resigned and went to Chi-
cago, Nov. 1. As further proof of
their accuracy it is asserted that Di-
vision Superintendent Ponsonby is in
danger of removal, whereas his re-
moval two weeks ago was duly chron-
fcled in all the St. Paul papers.

As to Mr. Guthrie, he was in* the
Great Northern building yvesterday afi-
ernoon attending to have some saw
logs shipped from Kerrick to Milaca,
on the Eastern Minnesota road, and
emphatically denied that he had the
slightest intention of re-entering active
railroad life.

The fact that Mr. Guthrie is a per-
sonal friend of President Hill amd is
often in the general offices of the com-
pany, is probably the only excuse for
the idle report. In the meantime Gen,
Supt. Barr is on his way to Seattle ob-
livious of the fact that his successor
is being appointed daily.

accept the senate amendments and that
the adjournment movement will then
be cheeked.

The house conference took place at
Speaker Reed’s hotel and was partici- |
pated in by Messrs. Dingley, Cannon
and other leaders. While no definite
line of action was talked of, the Re-
publican leaders generally conceded
that whatever legislation is adopted,
if any, in response to the president's
message must necessarily be a tem-
porary plan. To take up any compre-
hensive scheme to reform the cur-
rency or banking system at this par-
ticular time was pronounced wholly
impracticable. One of the leaders, who
was in conference with Mr. Reed, out-
lined as a probable line of action to be
proposed in the house the issuance of
short term certificates of indebtedness
or bonds to maintain the gold reserve,
with a possible advance of tariff rates
in certain schedules, sufficient to bring
the revenue up to the expenses of gov-
ernment. The talk in the speaker’'s
room did not, however, extend to .ue
plans which the house might adopt.
Grave fears were expressed by house
m:mbers of both parties that the sen-
ate might refuse to accept any bond
plan. The popular lecan plan was the
one most talked of by Republicans, and
both Mr. Payne and Mr. Dalzell, mem-
bers of the last ways and means com-
mittee, advocated it. Mr. Payne
favored the plan proposed in the last
congress by Mr., Reed, short term, low
interest, small denomination bonds, to
be sold to the people, on= class to make
up the deficiency and another to sustain
the gold reserve.
