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HEW GARBAGE BIDS;
IS WHAT THE JOINT COMMITTEE

HAS DECIDED TO CALL
FOR.

AFTER A SPICY SESSION

THREE OF THE TWELVE BIDS
. THROWN OUT FOR IRREGU-

LARITIES.

OTHERS WERE CONSIDERED.

Council May Not Adopt the Rec-
omiiicnris-.Kioii — Dr. Stone

Spring* a Sensation.

After a long, but spicy, session of
the joint committee on garbage yes-
terday afternoon, which met to con-
sider the twelve bids for next year's
garbage contract, the committee
finally voted to reject all bids and to
refer the specifications to the health
commissioner, the chairman of the
committee and the corporation at-
torney for amendment. It dees not
follow, however, that the council will
adopt this recommendation, which
wpuld necessitate readvertlsing for
the contract. Judging from the re-
marks of certain aldermen, not mem-
bers of the committee, the board of
aldermen will consider the bids not-
withstanding:, and vote to award the
contract to the lowest responsible
bidder.

When Chairman Johnson called the
committee all the other members were
present, namely. Assemblymen Robb
and R:ardon. and Aid. Murphy, Mil-
ham and Wolf. Mr. Johnson first read
each of the twelve bids to ascertain if
there were any that failed to conform
to the specifications requiring the bid-
ders to state how and where they pro-
pose l to dispose of the garbage, the
committee having voted to throw out
all bids omitting to specify the method
and place of disposal. Under this mo-
tion the bids of Patrick White, Mar-
tin & Strane and Bircher & Riddell
were thrown out. Some members voted
to throw out the last named bid be-
cause there was only on? surety on the
bond, which in the opinion or" Assistant
City Attorney Phillips rendered the
bond insufficient. This bid happened
to be the lowest of the twelve, 19,700,
while that of Patrick White was $19,000,
the highest except the $19,000 bid of the
Capital Garbage company. The bid of
Martin & Straus. $11,940, was next to
the lowest. The bonds of the remain-
ing nine bids were all approved, where-
upon the committee requested all the
bidders to withdraw and then called
them in one at a time and questioned
them concerning their bid with a view
to determininig their responsibility.

Mr. Shepley, of Fielding & Shepley,
whose bid is $14,725, was the first con-
tractor called in. Mr. Shepley, in
answer to the questions of Chairman
Johnson and other members of the
committee, explained how he had fig-
ured on doing the work for $14,725, and
making a profit thereon. ; After Mr.
Shepley had retired, Mr. Robb moved
that the contract be awarded to Field-
ing & Shepley. Aid. Wolf seconded the
motion. Aid. Murphy opposed it. He
was confident that neither Fielding &
Shepley nor any other contractors
could carry out the contract for $14,000
or $15,000. The only proper bid, in Aid.
Murphy's opinion, was that of $19,000
offered by Tierney & Langan, the pres-
ent garbage contractors. It was true
that there had been several complaints
against them, but they had done the
best they could for the money. Aid.
Murphy thought that the committee
ougt to hear other bidders before mak-
ing any award.

The question was then put on the
motion to award the contract to Field-
ing & Shepley and resulted in the de-
feat of the motion by a vote of four to
two. Aid. Wolf and Assemblyman Robb
voting in the affirmative.

The next bidder to be heard was H.
L. Tankersley, who is the present in-
spector of garbage, appointed last |
spring by the garbage eommitte?. Mr.
Tankersley's bid was $15,750, and he I
submitted a written statement to show j
that he could do the work for the j
meney named and possibly grain a
profit of $700. Mr. Tankersley figured on j
keeping a daily average of twenty <

teams the year around, covering 383 j
miles of territory, visiting 23,500 houses j
and paying $10,800 for the hiring of
men and teams. The freight on the I
cars he estimated at $2,250 for 305 days, |
and othrr sundries Including the plant, j
4"" barrels, a hearse and shipping plat- j
form, amounting to $1,000, would make j
a total annual expense of $15,050.

No vote was taken on Mr. Tank-
ersley's bid. Patrick Kiegher, whose
bid was $15,980, was then invited to ex-
plain how he figured upon the con-
tract. He had estimated that he would ;

quire on an average from twenty to j
twenty-five teams a day in the sum-
mer at $50 per team per month.

James Forrestal, who offered to do
the work for $16,336, was frank enough
to say that he did not intend if he
secured the contract to collect garbage
from all the houses: and he was confi-
dent that none of the bidders had any-
such Intention.

Thomas Manning, whose bid was
$17,000, explained how he had made his
calculations on a basis of about $2,500
net profit to himself.

The last contractor heard was Mr.
Langan, of the Capital Garbage com-
pany, whose bid for next year's con-
tract is $19,000. Mr. Langan said that
Mr. Tierney and himself had figured
on making a total profit of $2,400.

E. J. Kirkland, who bid $18,900, M.
Tracy, whose figure is $16,850, and
Thomas Reilly, wiio offered to do the i
work for $16,900, did not put in an ap- I
pearance.

The nine bids thus received and ap-
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proved as to form all provided that the
garbage should be hauled to New
Brighton. ???;,.',;?

The committee was about to discuss
the bids when Health Commissioner
Stone sprung a sensation that caused
not a little feeling as well as surprise.

"Gentlemen," began Dr. Stone, "ow-
ing to the position In which I have been
placed with reference to approving the
monthly bills of the garbage contrac-
tor, I recently instructed one of the
health inspectors to ascertain whether
any garbage was being dumped within
the city limits. He did so, and I will
now read you his report to me, dated
Dec. IS." ,-..-

Dr. Stone then read the report by
11-» Officer Sharood, in which that
official stated that he had found in

the eastern portion of the city nearly

one whole acre of land covered with
garbage. Moreover, h> saw six dead
horses and one cow, both unburied, and
two dead dogs partially buried in the
lot in question. Health Office Sharood
added that he had been unable to dis-
cover that any garbage had been
hauled outside the city limits.

The report caused much indignation,
but before the members of the com-
mittee expressed themselves. Dr. Stone
proceeded In emphatic language to de-
clare his position in the matter. Next
year the health department would deal
with the garbage contractor if he com-
mitted a nuisance the same as with
any other individual; that Is, have him
arrested and tried in the municipal

court. Dr. Stone assured the com-
mittee that he considered the new
specifications too loose and indefinite.
He then read a letter from D. K. Ford,
a citizen, who complained that gar-
bage had not been collected from his
premises for five or six weeks.

Aid. Murphy was dissatisfied with the
report of Health Officer Sharood be-
cause the latter did not appear in per-
son to verify it, but Dr. Stone insisted
that the report was addressed to him

as health commissioner and he was
responsible for the truth of it.

Aid. Milham then moved that all bids
be rejected and that the specifications
be referred to Dr. Stone, the corpora-
tion attorney and Chairman Johnson,
of the committee, for amendment.
The motion prevailed by a vote of three

to two. Chairman Johnson and Aid.
Milham and Murphy voting in the af-

firmative and Assemblymen Robb and

Reardon in the negative, Aid. Wolf
having previously left the room.

Th the committee adjourned.

GOLD HOT WEALTH
LAWYER EHWIN BELIEVES THE

MONROE DOCTRINE OVER-

ESTIMATED.

LOMBARDSTREET AN ENEMY

ORIGIN OP ENGLAND'S POWER

BASED ON HER FINANCIAL
SYSTEM.

U. S. MONETARY INDEPENDENCE

Recommended as the Best Solu-

tion of the Present Interna- j
tional Difficulty.

Attorney W. W. Ervvin was asked
yesterday for his views of England's

position on the Monroe doctrine, and
of the attitude of the laboring classes
in connection with the prevailing
patriotic sentiment: .;?;?;? ?

"Great Britain Is the autonomy of
English thought, English statesman-
ship, and English diplomacy. The la-
conic words of the London Times day
before yesterday, 'We control the sea,'
have a most august significance. The
answer of all mankind should be In-
stant: 'It Is true that you control the
sea, and have controlled It since 1600.
You are the clearing house of the
money of the nations. But you are
such clearing house only by the accept-
ance by the world of your false sys-
tem of political economy. Beware! Be-
ware! For you do not control the con-
sciences of men.'

"Listen while I endeavor to analyze
this colloquy. The political power of
Great Britain is due to its devotion to
the mercantile system of political econ-
omy, which first began to be evolved
at the end of the Thirteenth century.
The mercantile doctrine makes money
and wealth identical, and regards it as
the great object of a community to so
conduct its dealings with other nations
as to attract to itself the largest posso-
ble share of the precious metals. Each
country must seek to export the larg-
est possible quantity of its own pro-
ducts and manufactures, and import
as little as possible of those of other
countries, receiving the difference of
the two values in gold and silver. The
difference is called the 'balance of
trade,' and the balance is favorable
when more money is received than is
paid out. The falsity of this political
economy has been demonstrated satis-
factorily to the intelligence of all man-
kind by Adam Smith in his "Wealth of
Nations." Adam Smith was the first
to assert the truth that the wealth of
nations Is to be measured by an-
nual labor—in laconic parlance, that
labor alone is wealth. England was at
the time of Adam Smith, and ever
since has been, using its fullest powers
to secure and hold national pre-emi-
nence by a constant adherence to the
mercantile political economy. Locke
had convinced England in 1695 that
riches consist in plenty of gold and
silver; that is, as he explains, in hav-
ing more of those metals than the rest
of the world, or more than our neigh-
bors. He accepted the doctrine of the
balance of trade, and urged 'that in a
country not furnished with mines there
are but two ways of growing rich, ei-
ther by conquest or commerce.' Itwas
under a full belief in the veracity of
this policy of 'conquest or commerce'
that England seized the empire of the
seas. Thus having founded her colo-
nies on all' the coasts, she sought by
her so-called 'free trade,' which Is
'armed trade,' to hold to herself the
commerce of all the oceans. This has
ever been her policy. She has taught
her workmen children the doctrine of
Adam Smith, that wages will be high
when a nation is prosperous and low
when national wealth declines. She
stood with all the world a believer in
both gold and silver until she was con-
fronted with the discovery of vast
mines of silver in America, Still be- I
lieving that riches consists in a larger i
proportion of the precious metals, and
not being able by either conquest or
commerce to compete with the Amer-
icas in the possession of silver, she has I
led the way to civilized demonetization j
of silver, hoping thereby to continue i
London as the great clearing house of ]
trade for centuries to come, and the I
eagle of the Americas seems to sleep, j
while bloated and imperial capital in '
the United States sings the psalms of j
moral duty to pay national obligations
in such form as will please the most
Christian British lion. •.-,.?.-?..:•.'-.?

"It is true that the statesmanship, !
the diplomacy, and the governmental i
practice of the United States have been j
carried on under this same sophistry of ;
politcal economy, in just the same i
manner that the rational and |
progressive liberty of Washing- j
ton and Hancock and Jefferson j
has been hampered ln its development :
by the harness and economy of Eng- j
lish laws which were erected upon an i
entirely different and narrower doc- i
trine of liberty, which is known to the |
world as English civil liberty; so has !
the genius of the unfettered conscience j
of the American masses in their prac^ j
tices of life to the effect that the labor !
of nations is the source of wealth j
found its national life chained to this I
modern juggernaut of false political I
economy. The money economy of Eu- j
rope is based upon the doctrine that I
money is wealth. If labor is wealth, j
then the money of a nation believing j
in that doctrine must be founded upon
the theory that labor is wealth. The
political economy of Europe, which j
still practices the conquest and rapine
of nations, is not suited to the genius
of this republic, which maintains for
mankind the doctrine of inalienable
rights, God-given to all the individuals j
of the world.
"I am of the opinion that the wide 'spread and constantly growing antago- |

nism to England among the masses of !
this republic is the natural product of 'the evolution of free labor— of the doc- •

trine that labor is wealth— the slow !
and almost unconscious discontent !

with the false sophistries of the mer- !
cantile economy, now in constant prac- j
tice by all the governments of this \
earth. The new Idea that labor is (
wealth which is slowly forcing Itself <

Into the leadership .of American i
thought feels rather instinctively than
consciously that England, with her
armed occupation of the oceans —her
possession of the national exchanges,
is the natural enemy of men, barring
the progress of the enlightened and un-
fettering consciences of men up along
the lines of the discovery and the insti-
tution of governments founded upon
principles of fraternity, illumined by
the north star of all human thought,
the Divine martyr.

"The present situation emphasizes
this analysis. With universal plenty
smiling upon every home in this repub-
lic, why is it that the doctrine of the
balance of trade threatens our national
wealth by the mere hostility of the
London clearing house? Why have we
not had our own monetary system,
based In truth and fact upon our own
already accepted doctrine that labor
is wealth? -\u25a0?-';?

"In Buenos Ayresyonly twenty three
days from New York, our gold coin and
our drafts upon the sub-treasury stand
at 6 per cent discount every day In the
year. Bishop Newman could not de-
liver his lecture on Gen. Grant, In
Buenos Ayrrs, because there were hot
fifty people in that city of over 600,000
who had ever heard of Gen. Grant.

•

This ignorance of the genius of our (
republic is due, I take it, to the recre-
ancy of our national thought in not
adopting in our national policy the God-
given and divine principle of political [
economy discovered by Adam Smith j
that labor alone is wealth. The con-
sciences of men throughout the world
are upon the same plane. The light
which illumines the conscience of
Americans will light the consciences
of all men if we do but reflect it to all
men. -

"The time has therefore arrived when
this republic must either follow . the
genius of its enlightened souls and con-
sciences, and, founding a new political
economy upon the principle that labor
is wealth, and creating a new monetary
economy founded upon this divine prin-
ciple, beckon the world to advance; or,
we must cancel out the declaration of
our fathers— that light comes
through the consciences of men^go ,
back to the mercantile economy of
nations— strike our flag, and content
ourselves with • mere national glory,
mere national selfishness, a temporary
life and expect an ignominious failure
as the leaders of men for a newer and
better liberty. .. - \u25a0 \

"And here, right here, appears and
looms up the supremest danger to the
American masses. If this struggling
principle that labor is' wealth "shall ;

now be turned aside for that lesser po-
litical necessity of an enforcement of
the Monroe doctrine, in relation to the
limitation of foreign political power
upon the American coasts; if the rising
anger of our masses is to be flung into
battle against England, solely for the
accomplishment of a new rule In the
law of nations instead and in place of
being led to heroic battle for the ad-
justment of a new and necessary politi-

cal economy for men, we may fairly

expect the progress and evolution of
the better liberty prophesied by ; the
creation of our nation to be postponed

until. after some universal chaos shall
have destroyed the powers that now
confront the conscience with the false
doctrine that money is. wealth.

"If we are to have allies in this
struggle of the human race • for a
better liberty, we must put our re-
sistances to English greed and English j
tyranny upon that lofty plane which j
will signal the consciences of men to j
our battle side.

"I regard the panic which today af- j
frights our merchants, our bankers, our j
intelligent business thought, as having ,
all the criminality of a deliberate con-
spiracy to wreck the fortunes of our
successful business men, and thereby
cripple the republic in the most vital
force of its national life. To permit

our business men, our corporations,

our states, our national government,
to borrow money for the hot house
rearing of industry in any form,
acknowledging at the same time the
fatal doctrine that money is wealth,
is a most unpatriotic course for those
who realize and believe In the genius
of this republic. If we are not to
create our own money economy, we
must take down out boast that we are
to be th? emancipators of men. To
leave the financial life of this nation
exposed to the tyranny of the London
clearing house, is to enslave our na>
tional forces and bring upon us, and
not upon the sophist tyrant who cre-
ated these ideas, the national ruin and
disaster which those false Ideas must
certainly entail. Our mountains of
silver stand serenely In God's sky and
beckon us in the pathway of honor and
conscience. The struggling masses of
the world look to us alone for hope— loi
the emancipation of the souls and con-
sciences of men. That power which
stands serene above the cedars and the
stars se;ms to have created and pro-
tected this republic that it miglvt
light his [ children to the practice qf
fraternity, which is the true rule of
human happiness. '

"Again, if you contemplate the pres,
ent situation, it must be apparent that
our acceptance of the money economy
of England makes the financial forces
of this republic the mere slaves and
creatures of the English economy. It
seems to me that the opportunity pre-
sented by this constant adherence to
this false system of money economy
has placed It within the power of the
money kings of London and New York
to work a decline in present value of
our railway securities, ostensibly for
the? sole purpose of picking up the sec-
ond and third mortgage bonds, to-
gether with the stock, of our great

overland systems of railway, to the
propagation of a new scheme of bond
issue and the aggrandizement of cap-
ital. There is no need for any panic
except as we have placed ourselves
under the English money economy, and
if it be true that these panics are to

be perennial, then it is evident to the
commonest patriotism in America that
the republic must at once cut loose

from that system of political economy
which renders us slave. •\u25a0 - \u25a0?;:: : :

': \ In reply to a telegram jfrom New
]York asking what the prevailing senti-

-1 ment was in Minnesota, the adjutant
general sent a reply to the effect that
regardless of party politics the senti-
ment was overwhelmingly with Presi-
dent Cleveland, and that in case of war
this state would be one of the first to
respond with troops.

Speaking of the feeling in this state,
Gen. Muehlberg said yesterday:

"This is the first time that I have 'mentioned it to the newspapers, but I
am' now willingto say that for a week
almost I have received numbers of let-
ters dally from reliable men in all
parts of the state asking for permis-

I sion to raise troops. These letters are
of one general tone.. The writers say \
that public sentiment' in their respect-
ive localities is strongly for the presi- ;
