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WHEAT HOLDS ITS OWN,

Corn and Provisions Go Upward—
A Better Tone,

CHICAGO, Dec. 21.--The grain and
provision market today closed unex.
pectedly steady, the final quotations
in some instances showing material
gains over last night's figures. Prices
have been so low that there was but
little speculative trading on the breaks
and the improved tone of Wall street
closing had a good effect here, May
wheat finishing at last night's figures;

higher, oats and lard being practicai-
1y unchanged.

The situation in stocks is still the
dominating influence in wheat, and as
they suffered a further decline, wheat
followed. There is still much appre-
hension and holders liquidated without
stint. Even shorts were slow to cover,
The export of wheat and flour from
both coasts for the week are only a
little more than 2,000,000 bu. or 400,000
bu less than the week before, but cables
showed the KEnglish markets steady
and New York confirmed the report
that 1,000,000 bu had been taken thers
yesterday for export. After the first
selling impulse was over the feeling
began to improve, and prices reacted,
following the coarse of stocks. But
the feeling was nervous all the session.
The visible supply is expected to show
an increase next week of fully 3,000,~
000 bu. May wheat, which yesterday
sold as low at 574c, and closed at
AT @5T5% opened this morning at

om 5734c to 57%e, but soon began to
give signs of recovery. The price
worked slowly back to 573sc, when it
had another spasm of weakness which
carried it off nominally to 587%c, but
only two or three tives could be bought
at that. New York stocks closed at
some recovery from the lowest prices
of the day, and had a further steady-
ing effect upon wheat, which rese le
per bu from the lowest point quoted,
or to 377%¢c, and it closed at 57c bid.

Corn was slow, and held steady, and
at no time was quite as low as it sold
vesterday. The continued wet weather
was a sustaining factor, and the price
iz so low that few care to seli it
chort. May sold at 273;@27%c, split to
2%c, and only a moderate business in
oats. Shorts were still good buyers
and took up nearly all the offerings,
and maintained a steady market. May
opened at 18%e, sold at 19¢, and closed
with sellers at the latter price.
