of his department, amounting to $36,-
500, there be deducted the sum of $8,000
estimated for inspection of public im-
provements and $500 miscellaneous ex-
penses, leaving $28,000 as the proper es-
timate for the engineer's department.
Mr. Rundlett then proposed a 10 per
cent reduction based on this last
amount, which would leave $25,200. To
insure the raising of this amount, Mr.
Rundlett said that the sum of $27,000
should be placed in“the tax estimate.
Upon motion of Mr. Bement, Mr.
Rundlett’'s suggestion was adopted.

The estimate of $8,000 for inspectors
on public improvements was then dis-
cussed, and on motion of Comptroller
McCardy it was reduced to $7,000. Thus
the flitotal tax estimate of $36,500 was
cut to $34,000.

ACCEPTED THE CUT.

The board of public works fund was
next in order. President Gorman an-
nouncrd that the members of the board
E and the clerks would accept a cut of 10
| per cent straight for the year 1896,
which would mean a reduction of $1,594
on the salary fund. As the total esti-
mate read $17,728, Mr. McCardy moved
that it be reduced to $it,134, and the
motion prevailed by a unanimous vote.

City Treasurer Wagener called atten-
tion to the item of November salaries
for 1895, amounting to $1,328, and ex-
plained that the words “and 1834”
should be added, as the clerks had re-
ceived their salaries for November,1895,
but not: for November, 1894, whereas
the members of the board had not re-
ceived their pay for November, 1895.
Mr. McCardy said that the clerks did
not work in November, 1894, but Capt.
Gorman said they did, but with the
understanding that they must take
their chances on getting paid for their
services. The matter was then
dropped, as the committee had already
passed on the total estimate.

The seventeenth item of the budget
is’ that known as city officers’ salary.
The mayor heads the list with a salary
of $2,500 a year.

“TI will accept a 10 per cent reduc-

tion,” remarked his honor, smilingly.
“I am opposed to that,” declared
Comptroller MecCardy. I think the

mayor should receive at least $2,500.”

“T thing so, too,” assented Mr. Whee-
lock.

Mayor Smith said that he wanted to
be consistent. He was the one who had
urged the justice of a general cut of 10
per cent, and he was perfectly willing
to stand it, but the rest of the commit-
tee disagreed with the mayor, and voted
unanimously to leave

HIS HONOR’'S SALARY
as it is.

The $1,200 salary of the mayor’s secre-
tary also escaped the knife, as did those
of the twenty members of the common
council, who draw $100 a year each.

The salary of the ecity comptroller
and his clerks were specially excepted
from any cut by virtue of the resolution
under which the committee was act-
ing.

City Treasdrer Wagener offered to
accept a reduction of $500, and draw
$£4,500 a year in place of $5,000. In as-
much as his term expires next June,and
his succoessor is limited by law to §4,000
a year, the committee reduced the esti-
mate of $5,000 to $4,216. The salaries of
the city treasurer's eleven employes,
which aggregated $8,000, were reduced
to $7,340, which saving of $660 will be
effected by the discharge of one clerk.

In the city clerk’s department the
committee effected a 10 per cent saving,
on the basis of an appropriation of
$9,600, $5,000 for the clerk and $4,600 for
clerk hire. The actual estimate in the
comptroller’s budget provided only $4,-
300 for clerk hire, ‘but- Mr. Jensen re-
fused to accept.a 10 per cent reduction
unless $300 were added, inasmuch as he
claimed to be entitled to $4.600 for clerk
hire. This was done, and the entire
estimate for the city clerk’'s department
was reduced to $8,640.

Corporation Attorney Darragh is out
of the city, but the committee, pre-
suming that he would fall in line with
the others, made a 10 per cent cut on
the total estimate of $11,700 for that
department, leaving as the reduced es-
timate $10,530.

OVER RUNDLETT'S HEAD.

The next item, that of the street, sew-
er and bridge maintenance fund, was
reduced from $150,000 to $130,000, but only
by the close vote of 6 to 4, Comptroller
McCardy and City Engineer Rundlett
emphatically opposing it. Mr. Whee-
lock urged the reduction on the ground
that the excess in the price paid by the
city for common labor tended to build
up an aristocratic class of laborers. Mr.
Wheelock theught that the ordinance
fixing the wages of laborers paid by the
city ought to be repealed. Such action
would enable the city to get its work
done for $30,000 less.

The committee then adopted, without
change, the nineteenth item, including
$10,000 for repairing bridges and $10,000
for the Raymend avenue bridge; the
twentieth item; providing $44,739 for the
judgment fund; the twenty-first item, of
$25,000 for printing and advertising and
stationery, and the twenty-third item,
of $15,000 for the support of the public
item.

The twenty-second item, which pro-
vided the sum of $15,179 for the munic-
ipal court fund, was reduced $1,290, that
being 10 per cent of the $12,900 paid the
two judges, who receive $4,000 each, the
clerk $2,500, his assistant and one re-
| porter at $1,200 each.

The total reductien effected in the city
! officers’ salaries amounts to $3,434, and
thereby leaving the tax estimate $46,046.

The committee adjourned until 2 p. m.
sharp today, when it will consider the
health department fund and the general
fund.

| The board accepted the resignation,and
| tendered a vote of thanks to Mr. Over-
| ton for his faithful service. Mr. Qver-
{ ton has served the city as superintend-
! ent of water works for thirteen years.
He held the same position for nearly
ten years prior to the purchase of the
works by the city. Mr. Overton will
serve until his successor is appointed.

The annual reports of the secretary,
superintendent and city engineer were
ready to submit, but were deferred un-
til the next meeting, when the report
of the president of the board will be
completed.

THEY INDORSE IT.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE DIREC-
TORS APPROVE PARKER RE-
TRENCHMENT REPORT.

NOT WITHOUT A PROTEST.

A MAJORITY OF THOSE PRESENT,
HOWEVER, FAVORED THE
INDORSEMENT,

SPECIAL ORDER OF DBUSINESS,

Free Discussion in Which Several
Took Exception to the Result
of the Work.

The report of Gen. Sanborn, who rep-
resented the St. Paul chamber of com-
merce upon the Parker retrenchment
committee, was made a special order
of business at the session of the cham-
ber yesterday morning, the result be-
ing that some of the recommendations
were severely criticised and a very
frank discussion of the work of the
committee was indulged in. Although
a resolution was finally passed which
indorsed the work of the committee
and thanked the members for the con-
scientious and public-spirited manner
in which they discharged their duties,
it was done with some opposition.
While all who spoke believed the mem-
bers of the committee had sought to
frame such recommendations to the
city council as would result in the bet-
terment of the city, a few felt free
to state that they believed the com-
mittee had in some cases been misin-
formed and had therefore unintention-
ally done an injustice to some of the
departments. City Engineer Rundlett
was present and said he believed the
committee had not deait justly with his
department, and these remarks were
seconded by Mr. Lightner.

After dispensing with a small amount
of routine business, the report of Gen.
Sanborn was called for as a special
order of business.

GEN. SANBORN’'S REPORT.

Gen. Sanborn stated that no doubt
all the members of the chamber had
read the report and it would thus be
unnecessary for him to read all or
parts of it. He had attended about
thirty sessions of the committee, had
signed the report and fully indorsed
all the recommendations embodied in
it. The committee had been very
painstaking in its work; it had strived
for nothing but such measures as
would be of benefit to the city. It had,
in all its deliberations, tried to be im-
partial. In conclusion he asked that
he be granted further time that he
might be able to make a supplement-
ary report as to remedies of certain
existing evils.

E. W. Peet immediately offered a
resolution accepting and indorsing the
report, and it was relative to the pas-
sage of this resolution that the dis-
cussion ensued. Mr. Peet said that
the work of the retrenchment commit-
tee deserved the highest appreciation.
Its deliberations were able and impar-
tial, and never in the history of the
city had any body acted more judi-
ciously in deliberations for. the bene-
fit of the municipality.

Mr. Woodman said he refused to
go upon record as voting for any res-
olution which - indorsed, as a whole,
the committee’s report. He did not
sanction the recommendations regard-
ing the engineering department, and
hoped that the resolutions would not
be passed.

Mr. Fairchild said he believed the
members had shown

WORTHY SELF-SACRIFICE

in devoting such an extended period
of time of the careful deliberations,
and he commended them for that, but
he woud not indorse some of the rec-
ommendations embodied in the report.

Mr. Smith said that there were one
or two features of the report which
he refused to indorse.

Gen. Bishop stated that if Ilonger
time were given for the consideration
of the report the indorsement of the
chamber would be more significant
than to rush it through hurriedly.
He believed the best plan would be
to wait until next Monday for fur-
ther discussion.

Mr. Butler thought that the report
contained certain recommendations
regarding some of the municipal

courts which he did not indorse, and
he would therzfore vote against the
passage of the resolution. At the next
session he would bring certain docu-
ments, he said, which would prove
his pcint. He disliked to see the
chamber of commerce indorse the re-
port with those objectionable recom-
mendaticns, and he felt sure that he
could convince the chamber of his
points.

Col. Clough then spoke at some
length in defense of the report of
the committee. The committee began
its work with the fundamental prin-
ciple that the city could not spend any
more moneyv than it received, and
that the retrenchments recommended
were therefore necessary. He said
there was not a line or figure in the
entire report but that has a good rea-
son for being there. Every word was
significant of careful previous investi-
gation, and all the

DEDUCTIONS WERE FROM FACTS.

The members of the committee were
impartial, and had strived to put the
city on an economical basis; that they

had made comparisons of wages and |

work with corporations, and that
even after making a cut in the sal-
aries the officials were getting more
than the comparison would indicate
they should receive. He then made
some comparisons of the salaries of
the city engineer and assistants with
those employed in similar positions
with the Great Northern railway which
showed the advantage of the city em-
ployes over the railroad employes.

Mr. Rundlett, city engineer, then
spoke. He said he would put aside all
personal considerations and state what
he thought of the dealings of the com-
mittee with his department. He believ-
ed an injustice had been done, and that
some of the other municipal depart-
ments had been treated with more con-
sideration. He had a list of salaries
paid to railroad_engineers, and thought
Col. Clough was in error regarding his
comparisons. The railroad engineers
do not have to look after ‘sidewalks,
curbings, etec., and are not being contin-
ually dictated to by a half dozen com-
mittees and boards.

Mr. Lightner believed that if there
were any impracticable points in the
report the committee would thus he de-
feating its own end.

Gen. Bishop said that for the last
forty years the city had been contend-
ing with this question of paying sala-
ries. It was human nature for those
whose wages were to be cut down to
make an obja#tion, and that this over-
pay, which called for increased taxa-
ticn, had dome much to impede the
growth of the city. He was glad that

we had at last arrived at a place where
they would.adjqqt matters properly.

BELIEVES IT UNJUST.

Mr. Lightner closed the discussion by
saying that he was not an officeholder,
and that he, as a private citizen, was
simply arguing against what he thought
would injure the city. He believed that
the committee had unjustly recom-
mended some reductions, particularly
those of the city engineer, and that in
his opinion the chamber could ill afford
to indorse the report. After being
slightly amended to read as follows,
the resolution was adopted by a vote
of 25 to 6: N

Resolved, ’l‘ha{' the chamber of com-
merce hereby givds its hearty and earn-
est indorsementfto the report of the
committee on retrenchment in muni-
cipal expenses, which has recently con-
cluded its labors; that we commend
the recommendatfons to the considera-
tions and actions of the city council,
and that we tender to the committee
our thanks for the painstaking, con-
scientious and .public spirited manner
in which it has performed the duties.

A motion wassalso passed granting
Gen. Bishop additional time to make
a supplementary-report.

A number of minor communications
were read and referred to proper com-
mittees. r

FRANCES GAGE'S STORY.

A St. Paul Girl Writes of the Mas-
sacre at Marsovan.

The parents: of Miss Frances C.
Gage, formerly a teacher in one of the
public schools of this city, and at pres-
ent principal of the American girls’
school at Marsovan, Asiatic Turkey,
have received several letters from her
in regard to the Marsovan massacre,
which occurred  Nov. 15. Under the
date of Nov. 22, Miss Gage says: “At
the noon call to prayer, last Friday, a
massacre began in the city, in which
about 100 were killed—perhaps more—
but so many we know; and in the Ar-
menian quarter of the market, about
300 shops, with goods valued at 35,000
lires, were rifled. Monday we sent a
telegram to Constantinople, which we
asked to have repeated to Boston, and
which we suppose, will be published in
the papers, and we hope written to
you.”

Miss Gage also says that the school
buildings belonging to the American
beard were not burned, as was stated
in an Associated Press report from
Amesburg, Mass., under date of Dec.
29. From Miss Gage's letters it ap-
pears that an attempt was made to de-
stroy the buildings in October last, but
it was fortunately frustrated. From
subsequent communications, it is
learned that up to Dec. 2 both the
boys' college @&nd the girls’ school at
Marsovan were running as usual.

Previous to her departure for Arme-
nia, Miss Gage was an active worker
in the Young Women’s Christian as-
sociation, from which she is well
known throughout the state.

AS LABOR WIEWSIT.

CUT HIGH SALARIES, ITS COMMIT-
TIE SAYS, AND GIVE OTHERS
THEIR DUES,

LABOR COMMITTEE’S REPORT.

A LONG, REPORT TO BE SUBMITTED
TO THE TRADES AND LABOR
ASSEMBLY. ~

WOULD ABOLISH ONE DBDOARD-—

That of Public Works—and Inves-
tigate the Assessor and His
Assessments,

A very different view of municipal
retrenchment from that held by the
special council committee will soon be
presented to the trades and labor as-
sembly by the special committee ap-
pointed to consider it -last night. It
advises the abolition of the board of
public works, favors the reductions of
salaries paid to employes of the city
engineer’'s office and to high-salaried
officials of the fire and police depart-
ments, but not to the workers in the
ranks. The committee also goes deep-
Iy into the matter of lighting, street
cleaning and other public contracts,
and alludes, satirically perhaps, to the
comparisons made by the original com-
mittee with salaries paid to railroad
employes. The report is as follows:
To the President and Members of the St. Paul

Trades and Labor Assembly:

Your committee appointed to consider the
report of the municipal retrenchment com-
mittee respectfully beg leave to report that
they have performed their duty, and report
as follows:

First—That it is inadvisable to make any
reductions in the salaries of employes receiv-
$75 or under.

Second—We favor the recommendations of
the city committee to increase the school
hours to six per day; to abolish the expensive
luxuries of supervisors, and also to discon-
tinue the manual training school.

Third—We are opposed to the discontinu-
ance of the high school departments at the
Humboldt and Cleveland schools, believing
that they are a great convenience to the dis-
tricts in which they are located.

Fouth—We disapprove of the proposed dis-
continuance of the Tilden, Logan and Quincy
schools. :

Fifth—We favor the abolishment of the
hoard of public works and the,transfer of the
work to a joint Touncil committee and special
assessment commissioners, to be appointed by
the courts.

Sixth—We favor the proposed reduction of
salaries in and proposed reorganization of

.the engineer’s office, but believe that, inas-

much as the work of that official is directly
under the supervision of the council, that
the -engineer should be elected by the city
council instead of being appointed by the
mayor as the committee recommends.

Seventh—We are positively opposed to the
pmppsed contract system for street cleaning,
repairs, etc. We believe that the city under
proper regulations can do that work much
cheaper. We are opposed to the term ‘“‘mar-
ket price’ of labor, and believe that the city
should pay fair wages, irrespective of what
competition men’s necessities create as ‘“‘stand-
ard” wages. It is poor policy for cities
through contractbrs to pay men $1 a day for
labor and then have to dole out them through
the relief agencies sufficient to enable the men
to live and maintain families.

8. We favor the inspection of the city
lighting being done by the police as at pres-
ent. If we are rightly informed the pro-
posed reduction of $1,200 of the city com-
miitee by abolishing the lamp inspector’s
office was performed by the last legislature.
The committee probably padded its report in
this respect.

9. We favor the reductions in the fire de-
partment, as follows:

16. We favor the reductions proposed
the city committee in the (~it3 a{)ttorne;,'g
office, except the stenographer and clerk,
who skould not 1eceive less than $300 each
per annum.

17. We favor an appropriation of $350,000
for park maintenance, an increase over the
proposal of the city committee.

18. In regard to the office of the city comp-
troller and city treasurer, we entirely dis-
agree with the city committee. If we take
iqm cons.ldera.tlon the salaries of railroad
vice presidents and other important offices,
the city comptroller is worth $35,000 a year,
and we favor an fIncrease in that official's
salary to thae amount, clerk hire to remain
as same. We are opposed to any decrease in
salaries or force in the city treasurer's office.

The assembly is fully convinced if a more
equitable distribution of the personal prop-
erty taxation of this city were indulged in |
that the poorer classes of taxpayers would be |
greatly relieved, and would enable the au-
thorities to materially reduce the assessable |
valuation of real estate. An investigation into
the assessments upon diamonds, art galleries,
moneys in bank and wholesale stocks reveals
the fact that they are entirely out of propor-
tion to the taxes upon household furniture, |
and could consistently be increased 35 per
cent without oppressing any one. We believe
the city retrenchment committee should be |
continued to pay some attention to a fruitful |
field of operation in the office of the city as-
sessor.

MUZZLE THE DOGS,

i Ramsey County Medical Society Fa-

vors a Stringent Ordinunce.

The Ramsay County Medical society
held its regular monthly meeting at the
Ryan hotel last evening. Following
the usual social hour, immediately after
dinner, the society was called to order
for the business session. Dr. Arthur
Sweeney read the paper of the evening,
an exhaustive discourse upon the sub-
ject of “Rabbies.” Dr. Sweeney's pa-
per was doubly interesting to the mem-
bers from the fact that it dealt partic-
ularly with the cases of hydrophobia
which have appeared in this city. The
case of young Heoshaw, the clerk in
the Northern Pacific office, who was
bitten by a mad dog last December, and
subsequently died from. the poison in-
oculated into his system by the dog,
was referred to. Considerable discus-
sion took place after Dr. Sweeney’s pa-
per regarding the steps which should
be taken by the city in reducing the
number of stray canines and compell-
ing the muzzling during the summer
months of those possessed of owners.
It was conceded that some action should
be taken in this matter, which the so-
ciety deemed of the utmost importance.
Nothing definite was done concerning
it at last night’s meeting, but it is the
intention of the society at some future
time to make certain recommendations
to the health department in order that
the chances of hydrophobia in St. Paul
may be reduced to a minimum.

MR. RUNDLETT'S REFPORT.

It Will Have Figures on Many
Topies of Loceal Interest.

The city engineer in his annual re-
port, which is now almost completed,
will include comprehensive statistics of
the various departments of work as
usual. Among them are 125 miles of
street sprinkling, 7 miles of “boule-
varding’’ and tree planting, and 7 miles
of new sidewalks laid. X

The principal construction of work
of the season has been the repaving of
a little more than five miles of streets,
mostly with asphalt. A little over half
a mile of new cedar block pavement
has also been laid on South Robert
and St. Peter streets. About $265,000
has been thus invested. The sewer
work has been confined to a few later-
als; the cost, about $9,000, having been
wholly assessed on property benefited.
The grading has amounted to still less
—one-third of the total—3$3,0000 having
been spent in alley improvements.

For the water board considerable new
work has been in progress. The con-
duit between Pleasant and Otter lakes,
and the pump and well at Lake Vad-
nais for artesian water, 42,600 feet of
water mains have been laid or relaid,
and some tunnels excavated in the
sand rock. The conduit right of way
has also been fenced.

Considerable preliminary survey
work ‘has been done at Lake Phalen
for the park bhoard.
