who at that time represented Venezuela
in London, which was written at the
time the posts set to mark the Schom- i
burgk line were removed in compliance
with the request of Venezuela, will
doubtless be given a conspicuous part
in the forthcoming parliamentary blue
book, as it is known the government at-
taches much importance to it. While
it is admitted in a letter dated March
30, 1844, Lord Aberdeen stated that in
removing the posts Great Britain had
not ceded any rights.

"Foreign Office, Jan. 31, 1842— under-
signed, etc., has the honor to acknowledge
receipt of a note addressed to him on the 10th
inst by Monsieur Fostique, etc.. representing
the alarm and excitement which has been cre-
ated in Venezuela on account of the marks
fixed by Mr. Schomburgk at different points
in his survey near the mouth of the Orinoco, j
and renewing his request that her majesty's
government will order the removal of these
marks.

"The undersigned begs to inform Monsieur
Fostique in reply that, in order to meet the
wishes of the government of 'Venezuela, her
majesty's government will send instructions
to the governor of Britist Guiana, directing
him to remove the posts which have been
placed by Mr. Schomburgk near the Orinoco.
But the undersigned feels it his duty to dis-
tinctly declare to Monsieur Fostique that, al-
though, in order to put an end to the appre-
hension which appears to prevail in Vene-
zuela with regard to the object of Mr.
Schomburgk's survey, the undersigned has

, consented to comply with the renewed repre-
sentations of M. Fostique upon this affair,
her majesty's government must not be under-
stood to abandon any portion of the right of
Great • Britain over the territory which was
formerly held by the Dutch in Guiana.

COAL IN MINNESOTA.

The Great Northern Secures Valua-
ble Lands.
