They have unit-
ed upon everything else, from finance to
whisky. Speaking of the present attitude of
the Republican party to the temperance ques-
tion, it reminds me of the situation in a
small frontier town, where they had only one
large building. The grouna floor was used
as a floon, while the upper 392 was used
as a church by the good Baptists 3f tha
town. That is the Republican party; down
stairs the worship of wine, up stairs worship
divine; down stairs singing of ‘We Won’'t Go
Home Till Morning;’ up stairs singing ‘Near-
er, My God, to Thee.’”*

MERRY CRACKSMAN.

The Gund Brewing Company’s Safe
Drilled Through.

Monday night the local gang of safe-
crackers donned their business clothes
and started out for a night's opera-
tions. It was the same old gang and
the same old story. Early in the night
they broke into Quinn’s blacksmith
shop on Second street south, between
First and Second avenues, and stole an
immense sledge hammer. The burglary
was discovered shortly after by Officer
James Novack, and reported at police
headquarters, but no trace of
the cracksmen could be found. The
police therefore waited for the safe-
cracking which they knew would sure-
ly follow the blacksmith shop burg-
lary.

The gang went immediately to the
offices of the John Gund Brewing com-
pany, at 419-429 Twelfth avenue south,
near the railroad tracks, and started
operations. They drilled several holes
in the safe door to blow it open, and
pounded with their sledge hammer,
but all to no purpose. A police officer
passing along the street scared the
gang, and they sneaked away, unob-
served, without having obtained en-
trance to the safe.

Wall Collapsed.

The Tenth avenue side wall of the Minne-
sota Linsed Oil company’s large elevator on
the Milwaukee tracks at Tenth avenue south
and Washington, collapsed yesterday fore-
noon, scattering 80,000 bushels of flaxseed,
and wrecking the building. The damage
could not be estimated yesterday. The build-
ing itself is probably a total loss, but the
flaxsed can be saved with the loss of but a
few bushels.

The cause of the collapse is unknown, but
it is thought that one of the iron brace rods
running through the building must have
given away, throwing an added load upon the
wall. The building was a wooden structure,
built like any ordinary grain elevator. For-
tunately no one was injured by the accident.
A few moments previous to the collapse an
employe at work in the roof heard a startling
sound, and he escaped to the ground in time
to avoid being caught in the wreck. The roof
was twisted out of all shape, and a large
tank of linseed oll was burst and the oil min-
gled with the flax. .

Day Is Aggrieved.

George W. Day, a logger, feels aggrieved at
the treatment accorded him by State Auditor
Dunn, the latter having written a letter
speaking of Day as an ‘“‘unmitigated nui-
sance.”” Day says:

“I did the state a good job as far as I went.
I ran the line of four sections and subdivided
one and scaled up between 1,100,000 and 1,200,
000 feet on sections 34 and 35.

Gen. Booth Orders His Son to Resign
His American Leadership.

NEW YORK, Jan. 14.—The Press this
morning says: Salvation followers received
a violent shock last night when it was ru-
mored that an order had come from Gen.
Booth in London to the effect that his son-
in-law, Commander and Mrs. Ballington
Booth, must relinquish their American lead-
ership at he end of March. It is supposed
that the London authorities object to the
strenuous efforts made by the leaders to
Americanize the movement. The commander
and his wife recently became American cit-
izens, and have now a large proportion of
Americans in the ranks of their paid officers.

John E. Russell, of Boston, and L. F.
Cooley, of Chicago, an engineer of
world-wide reputation. The “three
members of the Canadian board are
expected later in the week., Speaking
of the work of the commission, Presi-
dent Angell said today:

‘““At present we do not even know what
probable route would be most advantageous.
It is even possible that two such canals may
be best for the eastern end, one terminating
at Quebec, the other at New York. It would
not do to side-track New York, in any way.
While Canadians will probably prefer an out-
let of their own, if New York is decided upon
as the eastern terminus in this country the
project will involve deepening the Detroit
and Sault rivers, Of course,
embryo yet, and we are scarcely prepared to
talk intelligently on the subject. We expect
to be in session all this week, and will call on
the lake carriers during their annual meet-
ing here. We shall not be prepared to report
to congress for several months yet.”’
