Firm Close of the Market on a Good
Volume of Business— Bonds

NEW YORK. Jan. 16.—The principal topic

of discussion in Wall street today was thetreasury circular announcing a modification of
the terms of payment for the impending issue
of government bonds. The change admits ofthe payment of the 80 per cent remaining,
after the 20 per cent required to be deposited
on the acceptance of the bid, in installments
of 10 per cent, at intervals of thirteen days,
instead of ten days, as previously called for.
This spreads the entire payment over a pe-
riod of 120 days instead of 40 days, and great-
ly lessens the danger of a critical disturb-ance of the money market. Ever since the
open call for subscriptions to the new loan ,
was made considerable anxiety has been man- |
ifested by conservative financiers. As bearing j
upon this point some apprehension is begin- j
ning to be felt over the increasing number !or assignments or commercial houses in vari-ous sections of the country.

Although money on call is quoted at orbelow the legal rate, the transactions arebased on what is termed gilt-edged, that isunexceptionable stock exchange collateral. Onthe other hand, there is practically no market
for commercial paper, except of the very
choicest character. This condition has ob-tained ever since the semi-panic, occasionedby the temporary wholesale throwing over ofour railway securities by London, .incidental
to the war scare. Subsequent to that, un-
certainty in regard to the general financial
outlook in this country has prevented im-
provement. Today's stock market was quiet
throughout and the movement of prices unin-
teresting, aside from the vagaries of some of
the industrial shares. The opening, though
dull, was at general advances, partly in-spired by improvement in the prices of the
so-called international American shares.

In the early dealings advances of about apoint were scored by Sugar, Chicago Gas and
Leather preferred, mainly on covering of
shorts. The market soon developed a sagging
tendency, partly on apprehension of extensive
shipments of gold by Saturday's steamers and
partly on moderate selling, traced to repre-
sentative foreign banking houses. The fail-
ure of an old established and highly reputed
sugar concern had some unfavorable effect*.
Sugar stock slumped 1% per cent and Tobacco
broke 2% per cent to 77%. The later depres-
sion was variously ascribed to a reported im-
portant failure in the trade in this city and
to the news of a combination of Southern to-
bacco manufacturers. The last development
•was considered to foreshadow trouble for the
American Tobacco company. Late in the day
the declining tendency of the market was
checked by a sharp advance of 3% per cent
for Leather preferred, carrying the price up
to 64%, The common gained 1 per cent. The
movement was heavy on buying for both ac-
counts on reports alluded to last evening in
these dispatches. The general list took on
strength in sympathy. Tobacco recovered 1%per cent of the early decline and Manhattan
rose 2 per cent. The upward movement in
Metropolitan Traction, recently noted, re- :
ceived a check today, the stock reacting 1%per cent to 103%. The loss was recovered to I
within a slight fraction later, on reports that [
the annual statement of earnings, to be issued
shortly, would be favorable. The market
closed firm on an increased volume of busi-
ness.

Bonds ruled higher on moderate dealings.
