Programme of the Last Day of the
Sport— llls Crowd Ex-

pected*

The St. Paul winter carnival of-1896
'Kill end in a blaze of glory tonight,
and, judging by the attendance upon

the other special events, will be wit-
nessed by a big share of the popula-
tion of the Twin Cities. The fire king
with his all merry devils will be on
hand, and after repeated assaults will
overpower the allied forces of Borealis
Rex and the Sioux Indians, burning
the stockade and block house. It will
take a long time to do this, however,
and the rex who sways the icy sceptre
.will put up a strong fight.

The storming of the fort will be the
grand climax of the carnival, and those
who have witnessed the last night of
former carnivals well know what a
magnificent sight it will be. The fire-
works display will last about one hour,
commencing as soon as the grand pa-
rade of carnival clubs reaches the fort
from the city. In this part of the pro-
gramme every conceivable device
known to i.he art of pyrotechnics will
be employed.

When the clubs ;reach the grounds

each member will be supplied with a
number of Roman candles, and while
these are being utilized Maj. Pardee
and his assistants will see that the air
is kept full of rockets and bombs and
shells and all the other kinds of ammu-
nition appropriately adopted to use of
a mighty fire king. The forces will
march upon the block house and, after
seeing it nicely enveloped in flames,
will complete their victory by driving
the Indians from the stockade and
burning.

The parade will be a grand feature
of the night. An important change
has been made in the line of march.
Instead of forming at the Hotel Ryan,
as before, the clubs will gather at 7
o'clock at Third and Jackson streets,
and make as early a start as possible.
The procession will then move up

Third to Robert, along Robert to Sixth,
up Sixth to Summit, on Summit to Nel-
son, out Nelson to Western, over to
Marshall and along Marshall to Kent,
and from thence will make the entrance
to Fort Karnival. The following pro-
gramme will be followed out:

MJCMXOCH KEEPS WIXXIXG. '

*'"° More Races Go Down to His
Credit.

J. K. McCulloch scooped in two moreraces at Aurora park yesterday morn-
ing. The races were the one and theten-mile events, postponed from Tues-day afternoon. The time, consideringthe poor condition of the ice was ex-cellent. \u25a0 '

The one-mile race was started withthese entries:
Jack McCulloch, Winnipeg; LouisJohnson, Ed Pannell, John F Davidson, George Sudheimer, Frank McDan-iels, Olaf Rudd and Thorwold Thomp-

son. 1

At the start Pannell, Sudheimer and
Davidson went away in front with theCanadian trailing in the rear andskating easily. This is his customary
manner of racing. He does not makean effort to get at the head until the
last lap, and all. of his victories have
been gained in this way. Those who
took the lead at the start held it untilthe end of the half, when McDaniels
and Rudd came forward and battled
for the lead. McDaniels finally won
and held first place until the last lap,
when McCulJoch came up. Rudd also
made a good spurt before the finish,
and got in a close second. McDaniels
was third. '„!_".

The time was three minutes fiat. Con-
sidering the condition of the ice it wasa remarkably fast mile.

The judges were: G. R. Swartz, P.'j.
Metzdorf and Frank Barren. Time-keepers, T. J. O'Leary and A. DSmith. •-.

Twenty minutes later the ten-milerace ; was called, and the same fieldlined up for the struggle. The same
judges and timekeepers officiated.
It proved another easy victory for the

Canadian. At the crack of the pistol
they all started off,, with Thompson
slightly in the lead, and Sudheimer
right back of him. For five miles they
kept this order, McCulloeh modestly
staying back in the bunch. The pace
and the distance were too hot and too
long for J. Davidson and Pannell, and j
they soon dropped, out. and the; race
was virtually left to McCulloch, Rudd 1
and McDaniels. The Canadian, spurt-
ed on the last mile,. and went away to
the. front, with Rudd and McDaniels
fighting for the place. McCulloch wenl*

across the line an easy winner, with
McDaniels second and Rudd third.

McCulloch had such a good lead at
the finish that all the interest of first
place was taken out of the race. The
scramble for place, however, was live-
ly, and not until the line was crossed
was it at all certain who would get
the second prize. McDaniels and Rudd,
v.'ho had a race on the side in the
quarter-mile event, alternated in the
lead, but the fine spurt made by Mc-
Daniels near the finish won him second
place. The time for the race was
34:39 1-5.

Much credit is due Manager Metz-
dorf, of the park rink, for having the
track in condition for racing. He, with
a force of men. worked all night upon
it, filling up the worn places and
smoothing off the very rough parts.
Without this work it would have been
impossible for the races to have been
skated.

The
course was from the stockade to the
central platform. The braves also in-
dulged in a two hours' dance during
the afternoon. It was the ordinary
war dance, and about the same as
given by them previously.

The tug-of-war pulls proved interest-
ings features at the carnival last night.
They were given as a result of the
great interest manifested in the ones
of the night before. The Western Un-
ion and the Red Men teams made the
first pull. The two teams were com-
posed as follows: Western Union— W.

E. H. Harding, Edward Fitch, H. Pe-
terson, William Peterson, William War-
ner, Edwin Smith. Red Men—Fred W.

The Western Union anchor made a
drop, while the Red Men's anchor sat
flat upon the cleats at the start, and
by this means the former got an inch
and a half of the rope. The team was
not .strong enough to hold it, however,
and in less than thirty seconds th»
knot was at the mark. The Western
Unions made heroic efforts to regain,
but the rope slowly slipped away from
them, and when time was called the
Red Men had six inches the best of it.
Their work was done by one long,
steady pull, no heaving being done.
Tf they had resorted to this method
they would doubtless have pulled their
opponents off for the cloats. for they
were much superior in weight.

ICE IS NEEDED.

Still Thrre Wa« Plenty of Sport for
All Yesterday.

Although yesterday's weather was not
all that might have been hoped for
with carnival, interests at stake, the
carnavalier was, nevertheless, much in
evidence, and both the fort and Aurora
park were well patronized. It must be
admitted, however, that the upward
tendency of the mercury had its influ-
ence both upon the carnival programme
and attendance. It was generally un-
derstood that no curling, polo, hockey
or skating races would take place in the
afternoon, and many staid away for
this reason. But the programme was
by no means a failure, and those who
attended could have no just claim to
disappointment. In the evening two
excellent skating races took place, in
both of which the time was good, con-
sidering the condition of the ice.

The Indians furnished the entertain-
ment in the afternoon. After indulging
in a two hours' war dance upon the
platform they joined in a foot race. This
was a new feature and showed that
their list of accomplishments is not
confined alone to mastery of the terp-

sichorean art. It was a good. swift race,
with a large number of starters and an
interesting finish.

All the skating events were post-
poned in the afternoon on account of
the soft ice, and they will take place
this morning if the track is in suita-
ble condition. Although the ice in
the track would not admit of any
skating, the rink holds up remarka-
bly well and was yesterday thronged
with skaters. Seibert's band furnished
music during the afternoon and even-
ing, and the programme in that part
of the carnival was far from being a
failure, the postponement of the races
notwithstanding. William Doherty
gave several exhibitions of fancy
skating, at each of which he was
greeted with a large crowd of admir-
ers. The patrons never seem to tire
of his work, although he has given
several exhibitions every day since
the big winter show began. J. C. An-
drews, another standard attraction,

was on hand yesterday with several
jumping exhibitions. The poor ice
would not admit of any record break-
ing, but his work was, even at that,
good enough to demonstrate to all the
spectators that he is an expert in the
art. He made several jumps, all of
which were over fifteen feet.

The toboggan slides received their
customary amount of patronage last
evening. They have been popular all
through the carnival, and have proven
one of the best of the standard at-
tractions.

The tug-of-war contest was the prin-
cipal feature of the evening pro-
gramme. The rivalry between the dif-
ferent clubs was marked. It was
withal a capital attraction, and the
only regret with the carnival manage-
ment is that the feature was not in-
troduced earlier.

The semi-finals in the Merriam medal
curling contest were to have been
played, but the ice in the rinks was
in such poor condition that they were
postponed.

NEW ORLEANS, Jan. 29.-In the
Republican: Btate convention today,
when the Reed men nominated Gui-
chard, for temporary chairman, the
McKlnley men waged a personal war-
fare upon him, making all sorts of
charges. Finally Guichard announced
that there was but one issue, and that
was Reed or McKinley as the choice of
the convention. He said it was held
that Reed was the natural successor
of Blalne, and was entitled to the col-
ored support, as he was an outspoken
advocate of the force bill, which means
a free ballot and a fair count for the
negro in the South, while McKinley
and Harrison had dodged the question
in the last Republican convention. The
Reed forces finally elected Guichard,
and proceeded to name the commit-
tees.

The latter will not report until to-morrow, and the convention will then
be permanently organized. As soon as
the delagates are seated the battle forsupremacy will begin anew. The Mc-
Kinley men will endeavor to secure an
indorsement of the ticket nominated by
Republican sugar planters, which
would give the latter a right to claimprecedence for the McKinley delega-
tion which it would send to St. Louis.

Tonight, however, there Is much agita-
tion among the Democratic members
of the legislature and a break Is an-
ticipated on new lines. The sound
money Democrats insist' that there are
those who were in the caucus who feel
that they have stood by Blackburn as
long as could reasonably be expected
and that they want another candidate
that can secure all the Democratic
votes and also the support of Populists
Poor and Edrington.

Those who are leading in the agita-
tion for a break insist that Senator
Blackburn knows himself that he can-
not get the support of the sound money
Democrats or of Representative Poor.
Those favoring a new candidate re-
gard ex-Gov. James Y. Brown as the
most available. They say that he can
secure the solid vote of the Demo-
crats if Blackburne will withdraw,
and that he can also get the vote of
both Poor and Edrington.
