The extent
of these massacres la not fully known, but
enough Is known to reveal the horror of the
situation and to call for the indignant protest
of all civilized and Christian people.

The entire severance of church and state
in our country should not be allowed to stifleour sympathies 'or hamper our action In acase like thla. It should rather - stimulate
them. It ls a case which especially appeals
to us as men and Americana. As citizens of
this republic we have learned to know and
dared . to . maintain that no form of religious
belief should expose Its adherents to perse-
cution.

district of Sivas, the people are given over
to indiscribabio miseries and outrages. Vil-lages are sacked, property is destroyed, andmen. women and children are tortured andput to death for holding to the faith and
practice of tho Christian religion.

It le as representatives and maintainors
of this essential American principle that weappeal for national action In this matter of
ft foreign persecution whoso details are too
horrible to depict or enumerate.

We sincerely trust that some measure ormeasures consistent with the national tra-
ditions and the national dignity may be de-
vised and that speedily, which shall bring
the whole force of. the national sentiment
to bear upon the solution of this subject;
the cause the Instant suppression of mas-
sacres to succor the unhappy and Impover-
ished survivors of • them and to secure for
the future ample guarantee for the safety
of a Christian people in the exercise and
maintenance of their faith.

We foel profoundly that our nation shouldcease to recognize the Turkish government
as a civilized power so long as Its barbarous
treatment of tho Armenians continues, and
that It should bring ©very influence to bear
upon tho civilised nations of Europe whichmay cause them to present a united front In

Formal notice was lodged in the

Great Northern building regarding aland matter in which the old Sioux City& St. Paul road formerly played aprominent part. In effect the notice
sets forth that Registrar Evans, of the
United States land office at Dee Moines
10., has fixed the date of the opening
of the 21,000 acres of land in O'Brien
county, lowa, for Feb. 27. This landwhich has for many years been In lit-igation, was originally ceded to theSioux City & St. Paul road upon the
condition that the company would com-
plete the construction to Sioux City.
The company struggled on with the
work of building until lie Mars was
reached, when not • another tie was
laid. The government land office at
Washington recently declared the land
forfeited to the government, and ap-
plications are dally reaching the land
office for it. The road was originally
granted ' every odd numbered section
within a radius of ten miles on either
side of the right of way. This land was
sold.and about 8,000 acres of itwill go to
the purchasers from the railroad by an
act of congress passed In 1887. This act
gives all innocent purchasers from rail-
roads the first chance at. their ! own
lands, the title*ever reverts 'back \u25a0: to

WASHINGTON, Feb. After a two
hours' contest in executive session to-
day the senate -confirmed the nomina-
tion of Gen. J. J. . Copplnger, a colonel
In the army, to be brigadier general,
by the decisive vote of 44 to 17. The
nomination was sent to the senate very
soon after the convening of . congress,
but had been scarcely made" public
when protests against confirmation be-
gan to pour in from .the: A. P. A. so-
cltles in all parts of the country. After
a .delay of, about six . weeks the Ben-

ate committee on military affairs made
a unanimously favorable report to the
senate. The opposition to the confirm-
ation was led today by Senators Bur-
rows, Gear,-. Perkins/Teller, Pettlgrew,
-Squire and Wilson, all of whom made
speeches during .the course of, today's
session. Senators Hawley, Bate and
Palmer, all members of the committee,
champlored the general's cause, detail-
ing the results of the investigation of
the committee, which: they said were
entirely favorable to Gen. Copplnger.

The opposition to confirmation based
their course of action almost entirely
on the fact that Copplnger had been
promoted over the heads of thirteen
colonels who were his senior In rank,
which was dwelt upon as an unjust pro-
ceeding. When they were met with the
statement that Copplnger was selected
because of his superior military record
they asserted that there were others of
equally meritorious record. They also
made the point that In case of war
the probabilities were altogether favor-
able to younger men coming to the
front. The opposition did not fall to
point out that Mr.Copplnger had served
In the American army for almost
thirty years before he took out natur- '
alization papers, and _ one senator;. at !
least said that he would not vote for
any. man who had fought, as It was ad- ;

mitted Copplnger had, against Italian
unity In 'the 'Garibaldlan ware. "
