The
traders were as nervous and unsettled in
their views as they have been for a week.

May
opened at 73%c, advanced during the day to
73%c, was sold down in the last hour to
72%c, and . closed nervous and unsettled at
that price. The decline brought out a lit-
tle export business,- some .32,000 bu spring
wheat being worked.

I was the leader in extent of trading. The

jket was the conviction that the. government

Prices recovered, and an .upward movement
started, which was in turn stemmed by a de-
termined drive at Missouri Pacific, attended
by rumors of a probable receivership, and also
of dissensions between the president of the
company and Russell - Sage, who are under-
stood to hold jointlythe bulk of the floating
debt. The stock broke 3% per cent to 20%, but
rallied to 23% on unqualified denials of the
rumors, and in sympathy with a general bull
flurry late in the day, in which the top figures
were recorded. In addition to the' expected
favorable outcome of the government loan,' bull
sentiment was heightened by the nonconcur-
rence by the house ways and means commit-
tee in the recent free silver resolution and by
a number of favorable railroad exhibits for
January. In consequence, the dealings were
less exclusively professional than usual. re-
cently. The improvements in prices extended
to 3% per cent in Leather preferred. The ad-
vance was presumably due ;to Inside . pur-
chases in connection with the meeting of the
executive committee of the company, held to-
day. The fact of the conference was not
known in the street. The Grangers, Sugar,
Consolidated Gas, Tennessee Coal, New Jer-sey Central, Louisville & Nashville, and Den-
ver & Rio Grande preferred figured for 1%@2
per cent, while less important gains were
scored in a number of instances.

The closing was fairly active and at the
best figures. : - . •

The railway bond market sympathized with
the strength of the stock market, but the
advances reached full figures only in a few
Instances. The aggregate sales were $1,230,000.
The bid prices for governments were' ad-
vanced sharply, especially fbr the new 4s.
