Judge Otis yesterday filed a decision

in the suit of Dorothea Schwabs against
Henry F. Schwabe, Charles S. Schwabe
and others.

RESOLUTION OF THE ALDERMEN
ON THE SUBJECT NOT SUFFI-

CIENTLY CLEAR.

THREE LIBRARY PROPOSITIONS

Received and Referred to Commit-
tee—Will Be Acted Upon at a

Special Meeting.

; Before the assembly was called to or-
der last night, the members gathered
In one of the committee rooms behind
closed doors and scrutinize:", the reso-
lution of the board of aldermen, which
instructs the city clerk to advertise
for bids for electric lighting and gas
lighting. The result of this examina-
tion-appeared when the resolution came
before the assembly in the i--gular or-
der of business. Assemblyman Robb
moved that it be adopted, but atten-
tion was called to the failure of the
resolution to state the time and place
of receiving and opening the bids.
Neither did it Instruct the clerk when
to begin advertising.

Asked for his advice as to the suffi-
ciency of the resolution, Assistant Cor-
poration Attorney Phillips said that
it would be better for the council to
comply formally with the provisions of
the charter by adopting a resolution
specifying the time and place of open-
ing the bids.

Mr. Lewis then arose and pointed out
the objection to the resolution frcm the
board. Mr. Lewis said:

"If we should adopt this resolution
as it stands, and the city should omit
to state in' the advertisement the time
and place of opening the bids, it would
unhorse everything. Or, should be set
the time of receiving bids, say as late
as April 15, that would be manifestly
unfair to all the bidders save one. The
question is, have we a right to delegate
this power to the city clerk? I think
not, and I believe that he prefers that
we should not. It is clearly our duty
to adopt a proper resolution, and I
therefore offer this as a substitute:"

Thereupon Mr. Lewis introduced a
resolution instructing the city clerk to
advertise for bids for gas and electric
lighting in accordance with the speci-
fications submitted by the board of
public works and the city engineer.
The resolution also instructs the city
clerk to begin advertising in the of-
ficial paper, Feb. 20, and to continue
until Feb. 29, inclusive. It further pro-
vides that the proposals- shall be open-
ed at special. sessions, Qf+fhe board of
aldermen and the assembly to be held
on Monday ev.i»i_g,--l_rch 2, the board
to meet at 7:30 p. m. and the assembly
at 8:30 p. m. In conclusion the resolu-
tion requests, .the mayor, to call the said
meetings.

The purpose of the Butler-Ryan com-
munication is to ascertain the opinion
of the common council upon the ques-
tions: First, should the market house
property be used or disposed of for
the .purpose of securing a library
building; and. second, whether the
westerly portion of that property is
a suitable site for a library building,
and, if these questions be answered
favorably, what kind of a libratry
buildingis satisfactory. After the de-
termiatnion of these matters, working
plans and detailed specifications will
be prepared, and estimates of the cost
made before the financial merits of the
proposition can be intelligently deter-
mined.

The communication does not con-
tain a detailed offer. . The plans ex-
hibited are for the purpose of pre-
senting a general outline of the possi-
bilities under existing conditions.

The third proposition bore the simple
signature. "H. A. Campbell, . Agent."
Mr. Campbell offers on behalf of cer-
tain unknown parties- to lease the mar-
ket house for a period of twenty-five
years, for which the said parties will
pay the city of St. Paul the sum of
$250,000 in quarter yearly installments
In consideration of this, the party or
parties will agree to expend in the im-
provement of the property not less
than $25,000, and at the end of the
twenty-five year lease, all improve-
ments shall revert to the city. Action
on this proposition must be taken be-
fore March 1, or the proposition will
be withdrawn. In case the proposition
is accepted, possession Is desired not
later than May 1, 1596.

As previously stated all three pro-
positions were referred to the com-
mittee on public buildings, which hold
a special meeting at 2 p. m. tomorrow.
The assembly, when it adjourned to
meet next Thursday evening at 7:30 for
the purpose . of considering the report
of the committee on those propositions.

Measures Urged * by So-Called
Friends Would Absolutely De-

stroy Its Value.

James J. Hill' finds in the marked
success of the recent popular bond
issue a refutation of the idea that the
nation's prosperity may be impaired or
even destroyed by the arbitrary action
of a few men occupying high positions
in the flnancial world, and believes that
existing financial troubles would soon
end were it not. for the constant chang-
ing by congress of the monetary stand-
ard,. and the efforts of so-called silver
men to keep, -that precious metal on a
parity with gold. 7"}i.'A

At the time the plan of a popular
bond issue . was first broached, even
when the country was discussing the
possibility of war with England, Mr
Hill prophesised that the idea would
be favorably received by American
tankers and financial men, and now
sees his prediction more than verified,
his comment yesterday being that he re-
gretted that the issue had not been
made double the amount fixed by the
administration. Mr. Hill had the fol-
lowing to say anent the subject yester-
day:

"The large amount of subscriptions
clearly indicates the ability of the
country to take reasonable care of its
finances, when it enjoys a fair degree
of immunity from congressional ob-
struction. ' In December when it was
known by the government that foreign
bankers were not likely to subscribe
owing to the possibility of hostile com-
plications, and it was forced to the al-
ternative of placing its gold loan
through American financial institutions
(mainly the New York banks and
others associated with Mr. Morgan) the
prospect for placing one hundred mil-
lions at even 105 or 106 was very doubt-
ful; but as the possibility of a foreign
war or other complication cleared away
and the people had an opportunity to
think the matter over, the premium on
the bonds steadily increased, so that on
the whole the loan *l may be considered
a very great success. Ifcongress would
only let the monetary standard alone,
and if men who profess to be the
friends of silver would insist on des-
troying the only hope that silver has,
through maintaining it on a parity with
gold, matters would soon right them-
selves. The constant disposition on
the part of the senate to Interfere with
the standard of money values, has
already cost this country, since 1830,-
--in depreciation?, of"securities, losses in
business, etc, not less than $1,000,000,000,
or as much as the entire silver product
of the country for twenty-five years.

"No one has a greater interest in the
widest use of silver than those I rep-
resent ,and I say. with sorrow that the
measures, urged by some of the so-
called friends .'of silver are such as
would absolutely destroy its value and
also that of every 'industrial Interest
in the country. It would, I think, have
been very fortunate -could, the admin-
istration have foreseen the success of
this loan, and have made, the amount
.100,000,000, and in that way put at rest
the notion that a few* men on account
of their positions can. for the time
being, destroy or sadly impair the busi-
ness of the whole nation."

MALTESE RECORD. BROKEN.

Adriel Commandery, K. M., Initiates
105 at Once.

Adriel Commahdgry, Knights of Mal-
ta, received a big boom last night in
the initiation of 105 candidates at Vasa
hall. East Seventh street. This is the
largest number of candidates. ever ini-
tiated at one time by any lodge of the
order in the United States, and marks
an epoch of growth and prosperity in
local Maltaism.

The City Trust, Safe Deposit and
Surety company, of Philadelphia, with
a capital stock of $500,000, is also ad-
mitted, as is the San Francisco Town-
ship Insurance company, which takes
risks in Carver county.

WINTER WHEAT A FAILURE,

AND THE NORTHERN GROWN ARTI-
CLE MUST LARGELY TAKE ITS

A PLACE.

FOREIGN PRODUCT LIGHT, TOO.

All In All, He Does Sot See How the

Price Can Help Going

Up.

Oliver Dalrymple, the greatest of
American wheat farmers, is confident
that the wheat growers of the North-
west will be rewarded this year by

remunerative prices for their product.
He said yesterday to a Globe re-
porter at the Merchants' hotel:

"I think that the outlook for wheat |
ls better than for several years. I
feel pretty sure that it will not only
hold this last rise of 10 cents, but, by

the time the lake is open and wheat be-
gins to move, I expect to see a further

rise of 10 cents. Yes, the quotation for
May wheat in that month, or along
in the latter part of April, ought to
be in the neighborhood of 80 cents. Of
course there was a bulge to that price
last May, after wheat had lingered on
both sides of 60 cents for several
months, but the spurt was only tempo-
rary. It Is going to be different this
year. Already a man can see the
strength of the market. During the
rise of the past week or so people kept
saying that as soon as wheat halted,
there would be a big break, but the
break hasn't come, and, if it does come,
it will not stay. The farmers of this
conutry have no large part of last years
crop on hand except In Minnesota and
the Dakotas. In these states more
than the usual proportion of the crop
is still In the hands of the producers.
You see, they had an extraordinary
crop last year, and besides, they did
not sell more than they had to because
of the low prices. Last year's crop was
from half again to twice what the
usual crop Is. It isn't reasonable to
suppose that there will be a very good
harvest this year. The land must have
exhausted Itself for the time being, by
its big product last season. I think
that we will have in 18% rather less
than a normal crop. Then, as I just
said, there is not much of a surplus on
hand for the country at large. It ac-
cumulated only In the Northwest.
Winter wheat is in a wretched condi-
tion. The government reports show
that the winter wheat crop has never
before been in such an unfavorable
state at this season, and I do not
imagine it will be possible for the crop
to amount to much even If the condi-
tions change from now on. So, we
have a compafitlvely" small surplus in
this country, with almost the assurance
of a bad winter wheat crop, and the
probability of a 'small crop of spring
wheat. Abroad the . only uncertain
factor is the Russian crop. They raise
both spring and winter wheat, but |
little is known yet of the prospects for
either. In India and Australia, on the
other hand, the crop is already harvest- I
ed and it Is a very poor one. The I
Argentine republic is the only other j
rival we have to fear. Their usual big
crop —which is all winter wheat —has
been seriously injured by excessive
rains. I cannot but 'think, on the
whole, that ..there, is every prospect of
good prices for wheat during the re-
mainder of this year." "
