CORN WAS A SHADE EASIER,

"While Oats Were Heavy, Influenced
by Wheat—Lower Prices Rule

for Provisions,

CIIICAGO, Feb. 10.—There was a break in
the run of bull news which wheat has been
having for the past week or two, and short
sellers recovered some of their losses, May
closing #%c¢ lower than Saturday’s closing
price. Corn is practically unchanged, and
oats %4e lower. Pork declined 7l%%c, lard 2%c
and ribs Se.

In wheat there was a pretty good trade,
the market having lc range. The feeling de-
veloped was weaker during the early hours,
but later a steadier tone prevailed. The early
news was quite bearish, and holders were in-
clined to realize. Northwestern receipts
were heavy. Liverpool and Berlin markets
were weak, and the Black sea ports shipments
were reported as much more heavy last week
than they have been of late. The fields are
already well protected against severe cold,
and reports from Eastern millers were to
the effect that wheat was relatively higher
than flour, and precluded the idea of further
purchases of spot grain in this market pend-
ing the readjustment of its value to the price
of the manufactured article. All this had
& decidedly weakening tendency, and May
wheat, which on Saturday closed worth 67%

6734c, opened this morning at from 66%¢c
down to 66%c, and had worked down to
BB%c in the course of another hour. The
{nnrket was steadied by the liberal exports,
ithe total of wheat and flour aggregating 572,-
000 bu. There was a good cash demand re-
ported at the decline, and this was also some-
thing of a factor, the total sales being 190,-
000 bu. The decrease in the visible was 615,-
000 bu, against a reduction last year of 1,054,-
000 bu. More selling was induced on antic-
ipated large local receipts for tomorrow, and
the price had a further decline, first to 66e,
around which point there was a protracted
gtruggle, and then to 65%c, where the con-
test was arrested for a time. The weakness
continued during the last hour, and May
Mwheat went to 65%c. After that it rose quick-
Jy to 66%c again and left off at 663sc. The
recovery was due to the report that in Jan-
uary the world's stock of wheat and flour
decreased 21,965,000 bu and to the taking of
about 200,000 bu of cash wheat here for rail
shipment and twelve boatloads at New York
Mfor export.

. Corn was quiet and a shade easier with
.wheat, but light receipts and free exports
‘prevented any material loss. Trade was dull
‘and narrow. May opened unchanged at 303%c,
'sold to 30%@30%c and off to 30%c. There was
ja little rally in the closing hour, and May
reacted to 303c, at which it closed.

SUGAR CONTINUES TO LEAD

In Point of Activity, While Tobacco
and St. Paul Are Not "'ar Be-
hind,

NEW YORK, Feb. 10.—The speculation today
was characterized by pronounced strength.
The volume of business exceeded any total
since the stormy days following the Vene-
zuelan niessage. The dealings were very wide-
ly distribuied, and took in a number of usually
neglected shares. Higher prices for American
securities in London, purchases for that ac-
count in this market, stimulated by a fuller
appreciation of the improved outlook on this
side, as defined by the success of the govern-
ment bond issue; an easier condition of the
time money market and weakness in foreign
exchange rates, all contributed to encourage
the local dealers. The change of front on the-
part of London, which had previously been a
persistent and fairly large seller, was consid-
cred particularly encouraging. Leading com-
mission houses reported an influx of orders
and a decidedly cheerful tone prevailed. The
news of the appointment of & number of banks
as government depositories for the new bonds
was regarded as tending to prevent extreme
disturbance of the money market. The pur-
chasing movement carried Manhattan railway
up 4% per cent to 113. A variety of favorable
reports and rumors regarding the property
that have recently been current were again
made to do service, but all as yet lack official
verification. Tobacco fell off a fraction, and
then, on heavy purchases, jumped 4 per cent
to 79%. The movement was chiefly based on
the covering operations of the professional
bear dealers. The attending story was the old
one of a truce between the company and the
opposing plug tobacco manufacturers. Lack
of confirmation of the report resulted in a
slump of 2 per cent to 77%4, but in the late
dealings the up tack was resumed, and the
stock advanced to 80%.

Sugar maintained its leadership of the mar-
ket in point of aectivity, despite unusually
heavy totals in a number of shares, notably
Tobacco, which figured for 56,600, and St.” Paul
for 40,000 shares. Sugar gained 2 per cens,
but the improvement was not sustained, as
Washington advices that a bill had been in-
troduced providing for the repeal of the dif-
ferential on the staple encouraged a raid on
the part of the traders, and proviked liquida-
tion by outsiders. The stock fell 3 per cent,
but recovered partially afterward, and it
closed unchanged on the day. The general
list rose 1@2% per cent, with the grangers,
Louisville & Nashville, Western Union, Con-
solidated Gas and General Electric the lead-
ers. Leather preferred was a conspicuous ex-
ception to the movement, receding 2% per
cent on reiterated statements of the improba-
bility of action on a dividend at the coming
meeting of the directors. Around 1 p. m., the
execution of realizing sales on a liberal scale
unsettled the market. Manhattan ‘lost % of
the rise, and important recessions occurred
in many other stocks. In the late operations
prices again took on strength under the lead-
ership of Tobacco and Sugar. The closing was
active and strong at general fractional con-
cessions, from the best prices, bfit with ma-
terial net gains the rule.

The bond market displayed considerable ir-
regularity today, but the undertone was firm.
The sales were $2,076,000. Governments stif-
fened slightly on purchases of $362,000.
