INSIDE FACTS GIVEN OUT.

ENGLAND AND GERMANY PUBLISH
CORRESPONDENCE IN THE
! MATTER.

SALISBURY LOST NO TIME,

And Kept the' Wires Hot From the
Moment an Outbreak Was
Considered Possible.

LONDON, Feb. 12.—A blue book upon
the Transvaal troubles was issued to-
day. It shows the promptness with
which the secretary of state for the
colonies, Joseph Chamberlain, acted.
He telegraphed to the governor of Cape
Colony, Sir Hercules Robinscn, to neg-
lect no measures to prevent trouble.
The-British agent at Pretoria, the blue
book demonstrates, telegraphed, on
December 31, that in conseguence of
Dr. Jameson’s invasion with the Brit-
ish flag flying, President Kruger had
asked for the intervention of Germany
and France.

On the same day Mr. Chamberlain
cabled to Gov. Robinson to represent to
the premier of Cape Colony, Cecil
Rhodes, that Dr. Jameson had been
guilty of filibustering and that if it was
proved that the chartered company was
privy to his intentions, the company
would be confronted with a demand
for the revocation of its charter, and
that in any case the company would
have to pay an indemnity. Gov. Rob-
inson replied that Mr. Rhodes had de-
clared to him that Dr, Jameson acted
without authority.

Mr. Chamberlain replied that he was
glad Mr. Rhodes disayowed Dr. Jame-
son, who, the secretary of state for
the colonies added, must be mad.

Mr. Chamberlain also said he could
see no need that Mr. Rhodes should re-
sign the premiership of Cape Colony.

On January 1, 1896, Mr. Chamberlain
telegraphed Gov. Robinson, in reply to
an inquiry from President Kruger as
to the destination of the flying
squadron, that the government had no
present intention of sending the
squadron to South Africa, as three
British warships had already been or-
dered to Delagoa Bay, where the for-
elgn warships were lying. Mr. Cham-
berlain on January 31 telegraphed Gov.
Robinson that there was a possibility
that President Kruger might be in-
duced to rely upon the support of a
foreign power in resisting the granting
of reforms, or in the making of de-
mands on Great Britain. Continuing,
Mr. Chamberlain said:

“In view of this, T beg to inform you
that Great Britain will resist at all
costs the interference of any foreign
power in the affairs in the Transvaa}.
The suggestic- / that Germany medi-
tated interfer fice has been met in
Great Britain 'by an unanimous out-
burst of public feeling. The govern-
ment has no reason at present to an-
ticipate a conflict of any interests with
foreign powers; but Great Britain will
not tolerate any change ir her rela-
tlons with the Transvaal. While she
will loyally respect its independence on
the subject of conventions, she will

maintain her position as a paramount
power.
Mr. Chamberlain telegraphed on

January 13 that the government of the
United States had been informed that
Mr. John Hays Hammond, a citizen of
the United States, was a prisoner
charged with treason. Mr. Chamber-
lain added:

“I ask you to take on his behalf the
same measures as in behalf of British
subjects and to extend to any other
citizen of the United States involved
similar protection.” In later dis-
patches Mr. Chamberlain repeated the
foregoing instructions, in regard to pro-
tecting the interests of Americans.
Finally the blue book contains the let-
ter from Thomas F. Bayard, the
United States = ambassador, dated
January 17, expressing the apprecia-
tion of the United States government
at the comity and courtesy exhibited by
the British government towards it, and
towards its citizens.

GERMAN WHITE BOOK.

No Action to Which England Could
Take Exception.

BERLIN, Feb. 12.—A white book was
issued today on the Transvaal develop-
ments. In it is published the first dis-
patch sent by Baron Marschall von
Beiberstein, the minister for foreign
affairs, to Count von Hatzfeldt-Wilden-
burg, the German ambassador to Lon-
don, dated February, 1895, with refer-
ence to the remarks of the Earl of Kim-
berly, the then secretary of state for
foureign affairs, upon President Krug-
er’'s toast in honor of Emperor William
upon the cccasion of the latter’s birth-
day. In this message Baron Marschall
von Bieberstein declares that Ger-
many’s material interests require the
maintenance of the Transvaal as an
independent state in the sense of the
treaty of 1884, and the upholding of the
status quo regarding the railways and
harbor of Delagoa bay. He added that
Dr. Jamescn’s idea that Rhodesia was
to become a commercial union or a
federatipn of all the South African
states was antagonistic to German in-
terests. The German ambassador at
Lendon replied, saying that the Mar-
quis of Salisbury had stated to him
that he concurred with Germany in
the wish that the status quo in the
Transvaal should be maintained.

On Dec. 30, 1895, the Germans of Pre-
teria telegraphed to Emperor William
imploring him to intervene to avert
misery and bloodshed. Baron Mar-
schall von Bieberstein on the following
day telegraphed to the German con-
sul at Pretoria, saying that in case of
emergency, after consulting with Presi-
dent Kruger, and for the jurpose of
piotecting the German consulate and
the lives and property of Germans, he
was at liberty to request a landing
party from the German cruiser Sea
Adler so long as the disturbances con-
tinued.

At the same time the German minis-
ter at Lisbon was requested to ac-
quaint Portugal that Germany intend-
ed only to serve humane purposes, and
ccunted confidently upon the assent of
Pcrtugal to land at Delagoa bay a de-
tachment of sailors not to exceed fifty
men. Count von Hetzfeldt-Wilden-
burg telegraphed on Jan. 1, 1896, that
it was his impression that Dr. Jame-
son’s expedition was in every way dis-
tasteful to the British government.
On the same day the German consul
at Pretoria telegraphed that all dan-
ger was over.

The white book concludes with a dis-
batech from Baron Marschall von Bieb-
erstein to Count von Hatzfeldt-Wilden-
burg, protesting against the view taken
by the.- English press that Emperor
William’'s--telegram to President Kru-
ger was an act of hostility to Great
RBritain or an encroachment upon Brit-
ish rights. 2

Another Use for Cathode.

IWASHINGTON, Feb. 12.—The possible use
of the new process of photography, involving
the applicgtion of the cathode rays, in deter-
mining th’ exislence of secret flaws in metal,
are now ahout to be tested thorsughly at the
Carpegie works, where a large amount of

balayal construction is under way. The prop-
er apparatus has been secured and the ex-
perts there are now at work to demonstrate
whether or not the new rays will penetrate
thick bodies of metal. If this can be done,
the importance of the process, from an in-
duster;al standpoint, can scarcely be overesti-
mated. . .

FOR RETRENCHMENTS SAKE,

What the Teachers of St. Paul Are
Really Doing.
To the Editor of the Globe.

“The hand that rocks the cradle
rocks the world.” Nay, verily, now-
adays not quite! Almost before the
cradle ceases its swaying the little in-
mate is sent to the kindergarten (at
three years to the private—at five, the
public institution). Henceforth,
mother, your mission is largely out of
your own hands, yvou have divided it
with the kindergartner and her suc-
cessors—the grade teachers.

‘What kind of women shall they be?

Dr. Winship, in his recent spirited
ad¥iress before the teachers, said in
substance that on no institution or in-
fluence are the man and woman of
twenty years hence, who are to be and
do all that, then is or is done, so pro-
foundly dependent as upon the schools
and the teachers of the present and
immediate future. What kind shall
they he?

The Pioneer Press of Friday, says in
substance, that “teachers need not com-
plain if salaries are cut down, hours
lengthened, extra meetings imposed
and rooms crowded, Clerks, book-
keepers, stenographers, ete., are tired
to death, too, and receive less pay.”
True enough. Teachers, as individuals,
have not an iota more of claim to con-
sideration than the rest of mankind.
No one cares; no one ought to care, for
the teacher’s physical condition, consid-
ering her as a person, as an individual,
more than for the physical condition of
any saleswoman in the city. The ques-
tion is not what do you want her to
bear, but what can you afford to let her
bear? §She is the woman who lives
more hours every day with your chil-
dren than you do yourself. Have you
not a right to demand that your chil-
dren have her at her best, not when
her vitality is at ebb tide? Can you,
ambitious fathers, who are raising men
to be the bright lights of the next cen-
tury or the clear-headed, right-mind-
ed average men of the next generation,
can you afford, I say, to leave them for
six hours (not five) every day in the in-
fluence of a woman troubled, worried
by work undone for lack of time and
vitality, or fretted by the nagging, sap-
ping nerve-tapping of fifty (not thirty-
five) other pupils besides your own boy?
‘Will your son get the best that is in her?
Is she, hurried and worried, likely to
train him in clear, impartial, cool, good
judgment? Will she, wearied beyond
expression by tiresome standing, by
late work the night before and the dis-
ciplining of forty youngsters—any three
of whom tires the average mother—will
she, I say, have the patience to listen
to his original thought, and follow or
guide him patiently through an original
investigation?

Time approaching fifteen years have
I been associated with educators, and
never, until T read it in the Pioneer
Press, have I heard of seventy-five as
the proper number of pupiis to the
teacher. In her idlest dreain no city
teacher contemplates it as the regular
thing. Fifty comes nearer what is ex-
pected, practically. Teachers have
been-told within the week in this cily
that they may consider temselves for-
tunate if they escape with less than
sixty. The room. .containing less. .than
forty is the exception, to be regarded
as a ‘“snap.” e N s

The man who talks of five hours as
the teacher’s time of work knows
nothing of the matter. Pupils enter
the rooms at 8:46 and 1:15. From that
time the teacher must be on the alert
Schools close nominally at 3:30, but
show me one teacher who ever leaves
her building bhefore 4 o’clock, except
on teachers’ meeting days, and 1 wiil
show you fifteen who stay until after
5. Talk of even -this as the teacher's
work! You might as well talk of the
lawyer as working only -‘during the
time he is in the court rocom, leaving
out the hours of investigation,working
up of his case, brief making, etec. So
with the teacher, hours upon hours
are spent by her also in investigation
and working up of her various
“cases,” and should be ‘paid for just
as the lawyer is paid for all his work,
not merely the time spent before judge
and jury.

As for the teachers’ meetings, for
myself I hardly see how it would be
practical to do away with tnem. It
seems out of the question to dream of
a supervisor's visiting each of fifty
buildings and instructing one or two
teachers in each, when a grade meet-
ing can bring them all to her for an
hour at a central place for instruction.

In conclusion, let me remind that the
teadher exists for the school. It is a
mere matter of fact and statistics that
seventeen times the vitality is used up
in a given time in dealing with the
growing than would be used in dealing
witk the adult mind.

Therefore is the teacher’s work not
to be compared with that of a foreman
over forty or fifty adult workmen.
Nevertheless the latter is often better
paid. The clerk or saleswoman deals
with goods, the teacher deals with the
imperishable mind, the immortal soul
of the children that we claim are dear-
er to us than life itself. Shall they be
considered as giving the same sort of
service—shall they be reckoned for on
the same schedule?

The officers under the present regime
are doing manfully all they can to
keer our schools up to the most envia-
ble standing they have climbed to dur-
ing the last ten years; but it rests,
after all, with the great army of de-
voted fathers and mothers to uphoid
them by insisting that the girls and
boys shall be under the infiuence of
wemen of the most womamly kind, un-
spoiled by the effort to carry a double
load for retrenchment's sake. -«

Chicago Confederate Monument.

LOWELL, Mass, Feb. 12.—In the"

course of his address at the annual en-
campment of the Massachusetts G. A.
R. today, Commander Thayer alluded
to the dedication of a confederate
monument in Chicago on last Mem-
orial day. He sald:

“The lesson taught by the monument
is an erroneous one; this statue of a
confederate soldier, which they placed
upon it, in rags, with wasted body,
intended as an implication that our
government maltreated its prisoners, is
a standing falsehood, and the dedica-
tion of the memorial upon a day which
we have set apart for memorial serv-
ices in honor of our fallen comrades
was an insult to every man who wore
the blue. My protest was sustained by
the posts of this department, and by
thousands of loyal men all over the
country. Don’t let them use the monu-
ment at Chicago as an entering wedge
of other cities of the loyal North. We
may join with them in extolling the
heroism of the people of the South, but
we must not be asked to countenance
or to palliate the gigantic crime which
they committed in seeking the destruc-
tion of the Union, or to allow attempts
to distort the facts of history to go
unrebuked.
