erty.

WASHINGTON, March 9.--Senator
Morgan today introduced in the senate |
a long document in the shape of a res-
olution embodying his ideas of a plan

for the reorganization of the Pacific
railroads. It instructs the committee |
on Pacific railroads to report the bill |

introduced by Mr. Morgan giving juris-
diction to the court of appeals of the
District of Columbia in cases brought
by the United States involving liens
on railroads. The resolution also in-
structs the committee to report a bill,
either as an original bill or an amend.- |
ment containing provisions for refund-
ing the outstanding government Pa-
cific railroad bonds held by bona fide
owners who are not indebted to the
United States, and also the flrst mort-
gage bonds; the refunding bonds to run

for thirty years at the option of the
government, and subject after ten
years to b: called in and paid by the

United States and to bear interest at |
the rate of 3 per cent. The refunded |
bonds are to be held by the Unitedi
States treasury, and be exchangeable
for the old bonds. They are to be se-
cured the pres=nt bonds are. A
ginking fund is provided for, to be de-
posited by the companies at the rate |
of 6 per cent per annum, to pay the
interest of the bonds if not paid by
the railroad companies. Direction is
also given for taking possession of
the roads by the government under the
provisions of the act of 18%6. In that
event, the United States is to operate
tha roads as its property, the present
board of directors in each road to be
superseded by others consisting of nine |
citizens to be appointed by the presi-
dent. No person now an officer or
stockholder of the roads, or of any rail-
road or transportation or telegraph
company, or a member of congress, or
an official of the government is to be
appointed on these boards. The board
of directors is to manage the Central
Pacific and Union Pacific and branch }
roads as one line, and have power to |
fix 1ates. No dividends are to be paid {
on unregistered stock, and the stock !
is all to be reduced to correspond with !
the value of the property. The func-
tions of the present officers of the roads
are suspended, and the books, papers,
contracts, deeds, ete,, are to be turned
over to the new board of directors on
penalty of fine and imprisonment for
refusal to turn them over. {

The document closes with a declara- |
tion that the government is possessed
in its own right of all the property of
the Pacific railroads; that it holds it
as the means and instrumentality of
national government and of interstate
and international commerce; that it is
necessary that the roads should be con-
solidated as one through line; that the
government will preserve the property
as far as it Is consistent with justice
for the payment of all lawful demands,
and when the roads are freed from
debt will permit the owners of stock
to share in the ownership occording |
to the value of the property.
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ENTIRE PRESERVED

In the Proposed Reorganization of
the Oregon Short & Utah
Northern.

NEW YORK, March 9.—The plan
for reorganization of the Oregon Short
Line & Utah Northern Railway comi-
pany, which has bezn agreed to by all
the contending interests, will be official-
Iy issued tomorrow. It calls for a fora-
ciosure, and a new company, to be
known as the Oregon Short Line Rail-
road company. It preserves the entire |
evstem, and also control of the block
of Oregon Railway & Navigation stock,
which secured the $13,000,000 collateral
trust bonds, the new Short Line com-
pany paying the assessment upon the
navigation stock., There are 1,480 miles
in the Short Line system, and prioxr
liens of $21,755,000 upon about 1,180
miles will remain undisturbed, but
the total indebtness will be only about
$125,000 per mile. The annual fixed
charges of the new company will be
$1,853,270, as compared with $2,788,575
for the old company. This reduction |
in charges is accomplished by convert- |
ing one half of the present $10,894,000
consolidated fives, into non-cumu- |
lative “A" income bonds, likewise one- |
half of the $3,476,000 Utah Southern
general and extension 7 per cent mort-
gages, the other half to get new 5 per
cent bonds, and by converting the $13,-
000,000 collateral trust 5 per cent bonds
into non-cumulative “B” bonds, to re-
ceive interest if earned, 3 per cent for
three years, and 4 per cent thereafter,
The “B” bonds have two directors in
the company. Any income from the
Navigation stock to secure their own
8 or 4 per cent income, and no lease
of the new company can be made with-
out their majority consent, or a guar-
antee of their income. No lien ahead
of the “A” and “B” bonds can be cre-
ated without the consent of a majority
of each. The present $26,180,200 com-
mon stock pays $12 per share, in four
installments, and receives therefor the
new consolidated 5 per cent gold bonds,
and 50 per cent of stock in the new
company, the other half of the stock |
going to the holders of the $14,370,000
consols and Utah Southern bonds in
the ratio of 100 per cent of their hold-
ings, making the total stock of the new
company $27,460,100,

POWERFUL SERMON AT ST. JO-

DEPART FROM ME, YE CURSED.

TERRIBLE WORDS THAT THE CRU-
CIFIED WILL ONE DAY HURL
AT SINNERS,

WICKEDNESS AND WOE ALONE

The Lasting Results of Mortal Sin,
FPenalties Never Relaxed by the
Inexorable Judge,

Second in time, but not in interast,
was the address delivered at St.Joseph's
church last evening by the Rev.
NFr, J. P. Moran, of the Dominican
fathers, who are conducting the spir-
itual mission at that church now, Fr.
Moran, like Fr, Bloomer, who pre-

Last evening *“Mortal Sin” was his
topic.

Ihe text was from Matthew, 25th chapter,
41st verse: ‘‘Depart from Me, ye cursed, into
everlasting fire, which was prepared for the
devil and his angels.”

“flow terrible this sentence,” said he,
“when it shall resound in the ears of the
damned on that dread day when the arch-
angel’s trumpet shall have assembled the
children of Adam in the valley of Jehosaphat,
there to receive from the hands of an all-wise,
all-powerful, all-just Judge the inestimable
reward of a well spent life, or the fearful pun-
ishment of a sinful course.

“What is it that can induce a good and
merciful Creator to devote to such a cruel fate
His noblest handiwork, His fairest creature;
that creature for whose use and benefit He
made the sun to shine by day, the moon and
stars by night; that creature for whose sake
He sent His only begotten Son to take upon
Himself the similitude of the corrupt nature,
that by a life of suffering and the most cruel
death of the cross, He might reinstate its lost
inkeritance.

‘“Ah, well may wa ask this question so full
of import to us, and with reason may we
tremble at the image which the answer de-
For rising up in answer to
the question appears that foul stain upon the
marvelous beauty of creation, that personifica-
tion of malice, that monster of iniquity, that
only real evil, mortal sin. Yes, it is that
grave, dellberate and voluntary act of dis-
obedience on the part of that creature that
effaces from the mind of God the remembrance
of all that Tle has done for the immortal soul.

“To ald us in realizing the awful meaning
of that sentence of condemnation, let us con-
trast the conditions of a saved and lost soul.
The spirit cannot but be beautiful whose lot it
is to dwell forever in the regions of bliss. On
the other hand, what a loathsome picture the
(-(;nt:mplatlon of a lost soul presents to our
mind.

“‘In_this life we meet with hardened- crimin-
als. Long indulged habits of crime have left
their traces on their countenances; passions
have distorted their features.

‘“‘If such be the appearance of the sinner,
even in this life, while still enjoying so many
of God’s favors and gifts, while with the eye
of mercy He still kindly regards the erring,
what shall be the horror of their appearance
when the countenance of their Judge is turned
in anger upon them; when the dread sentence
of condemnation has consigned them to the
companionship of demons?

‘““We are fllled with horror when we hear
atheists and infidels deny the existence of a

for the creation of man. But when man had
become estrayed from his Creator and a
slave to sin, how difficult the work of redemp-
tion! A finite being himself, his offense
was infinite because of the infinite being
against whomr It was committed. Yet the
victim of atonement must be man, and more
than man; he must be God. He must be
man for satisfaction: must come from the
offending party; and he must be God, for
none other would render the satisfaction ac-
ceptable to the divine majesty and give it
infinite value necessary to counterbalance the
infinite result.

‘“‘Remember, if death should overtake you
with the guilt of one mortal sin upon your
soul, the same Jesus Christ who now so
earnestly implores you to have a care for
your eternal welfare while there is yet time,
will then, an inexorable and just judge, pro-
nounce on you that terrible sentence: ‘De-
part from me, you accursed, into everlasting

Tre.’ "

HARE AND BANHOLZER.

Expected Appointments to the Board
of Public Works Made.

Mayor Smith made the expected ap-
pointments to the board of public
works yesterday when he named Ald.
Robert Hare and William Banholzer
to succeed Commissioners Fairchild
and Warren. The appointment of Ald.
Hare was a settled fact two months
ago, but it was the mayor’'s original
intention to also appoint John S.
Grode. The latter, however, notified
his honor last Saturday that he did
not desire the appointment, and ac-
cordingly the mayor gave the place to
Mr. Banholzer. "Mr. Banholzer has
served in the common council, and
was once a candidate for city treas-
urer, but was defeated by Conrad Mil-
ler.

Robert Hare was elected alderman
of the Sixth ward at the last city elec-
tion, and has served in the board of
aldermen for over twenty-one months.
During that period Ald. Hare has la-
bored earnestly and honestly in behalf
of his constituents in particular, and
the laboring classes in general. The
records will show that the alderman
has never absented himself from a
single regular meeting, or, for that
matter, from any of the special meet-
ings. He has been equally faithful in
his attention to committee work, and
has, in fact, manifested the closest in-
terest in municipal affairs.

It would be an exaggeration to say
that Ald. Hare has invariably voted
on the right side of every question,
but his record while a member of the
board has been such as to commend
him to the people.

In the first place, his position in the
matter of public improvements has
been unassailable. When the final or-
ders for street paving. created such a
bitter feeling a year or so ago, be-
tween interested property owners and
certain aldermen, Ald., Hare was al-
ways on the right side. On the lighting
question also, Ald. Hare made no mis-
takes. In the matter of improvements
for the West gide levee, the alderman
indicated his attitude clearly, as he has
not only favored them, but given his
hearty support to worthy enterprises
looking to the establishment of manu-
facturing plants calculated to greatly
improve the property and give employ-
ment to labor.

When the tax estimate for 1837 was

under consideration in the board of
aldermen, Ald. Hare fought any reduc-
tion in the estimate of $150,000 for the
street, sewer and bridge maintenance
fund, on the ground that such a reduc-
tion would necessitate a cut of the
street laborers’ wages. Ald. Hare
sought to secure a provision in the tax
estimate for widening the south end
of the Wabasha street bridge, which,
it was estimated, would cost about
$175,000, but the council voted it down.
He also fathered the curfew ordinance,
the adoption of which was earnestly
desired by a large number of citizens,
but this measure was also defeated,

The board off aldermen will hold a
special meeting” at, 3 o'clock this aft-
ernoon for the purppse of acting upon
Ald. Hare's resignation and consider-
ing the election of his successor. As
already stated, Ald, Hare recommends
J. F. Kreiger his successor,
